Board of Public Affairs: Ken Jennings reported that he had received questions from Sue Spiker, about how the hook up would be handled and how the grant money will be dispersed.

He also would like the rate when changed to be to be residential for the Masonic Lodge and Hanover American Legion.

Board of Utility Certifiers: Jeff Hanger had nothing to report
Zoning Inspector’s Report:  Steve Sidwell had nothing to report. The Mayor talked about any zoning permits from Hainsview that the Village gets, he would like to see that go to the park that Carl Hains is giving two acres for.

Engineer’s Report: Adam Voris was at the meeting and said that Elite Excavating is doing a good job.
Winelco, is getting a late start on there part of the project. ADR Engineering will be in contact with them. It was asked what would happen if the company did not finish when the time allotted was over. They talked about liquidating or stipulating damages. This would be done by agreement.
Adam reported they have had some trouble with traffic and maintenance.

They have made some design changes to speed work along.

Adam talked about the payments that will be coming. The Mayor asked Adam to let all of us know if we are suppose to be doing something as this is all new to us.

The Mayor asked Adam about the 201 plan. Adam said he has not started on this.
Fire Chief’s Report:  Brian Spellman is the new fire chief for the Village.

Street Commissioner’s Report:  Tom Wills had nothing to report. The Mayor talked with council about a 3 mill levy that if put on and passed would create funds of 260,000 over 5 years. If you owned a $100,000.00 home the cost would be $90.00 for one year. This would get the streets up to date and if we receive the grant we might have enough left over to do walkways for the Village.
Adam told the Mayor and Council there is a grant for safety for kids available, but they would need to act on this soon as the time is limited to apply for this.

Planning Commission: Brian Dixon had nothing to report.

 Storm Water Management Committee’s Report: Ken Campbell reported that the catch basins have been fixed and also the sidewalk.

Grievance Committee Report: Mayor Duane Flowers reported that roads and mail boxes are the major grievance at this time.

Mayor’s Minute: He urged the Council to be at the Comprehensive meeting on January 17th at Licking Valley High School.
