A QUESTION WAS ASKED, WHAT IS A UAN CHARGE. THE CLERK SAID THAT IS FOR THE COMPUTER USE.
JACK GARBER MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

SUE SPAULDING  MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: NONE

LAW DIRECTOR’S  REPORT:  MR. BINDLEY DID NOT HAVE A REPORT.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL FRY AND JIM HAMBY ATTENDED THE MEETING. CARL HAINS WAS ABSENT.

 THEY REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN REPORTED THERE WERE NO VIOLATIONS FOR THE MONTH OF SEPTEMBER, 2011. THIS MAKES THREE OUT OF THE LAST FOUR MONTHS WITH NO VIOLATIONS.

JOE HICKMAN SAID THEY HAVE NOT RECEIVED THE NEW PERMIT AS OF YET, SO THEY ARE STILL OPERATING UNDER THE OLD PERMIT. JOE HICKMAN SAID WHEN WE HAVE TO GO TO THE NEW HOURS AT THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT, THEY WILL CHECK ON THE MANHOLES AND TRY TO USE THAT TIME WISELY.

THEY SAID SLUDGE WOULD BE HAULED THE FOLLOWING DAY. IT HAS BEEN THREE WEEKS SINCE LAST HAULED.

THE GENERATOR WILL BE SERVICED THIS MONTH TO GET READY FOR THE WINTER SEASON.

PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE, SOME MANHOLES WILL BE CHECKED TO ASSURE THERE IS NO FLOW ISSUES IN THE SYSTEM.

JOE HICKMAN TALKED WITH WESSCO IN REGARD TO CLEANING GREASE FROM THE LIFT STATIONS. THEY WILL LET THEM KNOW HOW THIS GOES.

ONE OF THE EPA RECOMMENDATIONS WAS TO CALCULATE THE FLOW PROPORTION SYSTEM. THIS WAS DONE A MONTH AGO.

BILL FRY REPORTED THE PAPER WORK FOR THE GRANT WAS TURNED INTO THE COUNTY ON 10/7/2011. HE SAID ADAM VORIS DID A GREAT JOB ON THIS.
THE LIST OF DELINQUENT BILLS WAS TURNED INTO THE COUNTY AUDITOR TO BE APPLIED TO THE CUSTOMER’ S TAXES. THIS TOTAL WAS $6050.00 PLUS THE PENALTY FEE OF $4200.00 FOR A TOTAL OF $10,250.00.

THE ARREARS FOR THE MONTH OF SEPTEMBER WERE $4,846.00.

MAYOR FLOWERS ASKED BILL FRY IF HE KNEW WHAT THE PERCENTAGE SHOULD BE FOR THE MEDIUM AVERAGE INCOME. HE SAID HE DID NOT KNOW. MAYOR FLOWERS, SAID CURRENTLY THE VILLAGE IS AT 50.7 PERCENT. WE NEED 3 MORE CITIZENS TO MAKE LESS THAN $37,000.00. MAYOR FLOWERS PASSED OUT PAPERS FOR COUNCIL TO LOOK AT, TO SEE IF THEY WOULD FEEL COMFORTABLE ASKING THE RESIDENT THAT THEY KNOW WHAT THE INCOME IS.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR DID NOT ATTEND THE MEETING. THE MAYOR REPORTED HE RECEIVED A LETTER FROM THE COUNTY ABOUT THE COST OF THE DITCHING DONE. THE VILLAGE MAY OWE $7,810.42, BUT THE COUNTY IF TRYING TO CHECK SOME OTHER ACCOUNTS TO HELP US OUT AND THIS COULD BE LOWERED.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT:  JACK GARBER REPORTED FROM JANUARY 1 UNTIL NOW THEY HAD 138 RUNS. 107 WERE EMS AND 31 WAS FIRE.
STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THAT THE ELECTRIC METER WAS STOLEN AT THE TRAFFIC LIGHT BY THE SCHOOL.

PARK NATIONAL BANK WILL BE DOING WORK OUT HERE FOR COMMUNITY SERVICE.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  KEITH MARINIK REPORTED THE MAYOR GAVE THEM A SUB DIVISION AMENDMENT WHICH THEY WILL BE WORKING ON FOR THE NEXT COUPLE MONTHS. THEY WILL TRY TO GET THE TAKEN CARE OF BY JANUARY OR FEBRUARY OF 2012.

KEITH MARINIK ALSO SAID HE WILL BE TAKING CARE OF BROCHURES WHICH WILL BE IN THE OFFICE TO PASS OUT

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: RON WALKER, REPORTED THAT THEY WANT TO DIG DITCHES AT THE BALL FIELD. HE TOLD THEM THEY NEED TO CONTACT THE ARMY CORP OF ENGINEERS.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  SUE SPAULDING HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.

JONAH HERSEY ASKED ABOUT THE BALL FIELDS AND THE SUMP PUMP. COUNCIL SAID IF THEY HAVE PROBLEMS IT IS THE BALL FIELDS RESPONSIBILITY TO TAKE CARE OF THIS.
THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE WEEDS AT THE ROAD BY THE BALL FIELDS AND DECIDED THEY NEED SPRAYED.
