MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE HANOVER VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER AT 6:30 PM ON NOVEMBER 9TH, 2011.

HE GAVE THE INVOCATION AND LED US IN THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

MINUTES OF THE OCTOBER, 2011 MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED. BEING NO CORRECTIONS, MAYOR FLOWERS SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE: THE CLERK TALKED ABOUT THE AUDIT FINDINGS AND HOW SHE IS TRYING TO GET THINGS CORRECTED THAT WAS ON THE LIST TO CORRECT. SHE ASKED FOR HELP WITH THE DISASTER PLAN AND ALSO ON THE INVENTORY. SHE ASKED OUR ATTORNEY FOR HELP WITH THE RECORD RETENTION AND HE SAID HE WOULD GET HER THE INFORMATION SHE NEEDS.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: THE CLERK READ BEGINNING AND ENDING TOTALS OF THE FOLLOWING ACCOUNTS. GENERAL. STREET, FIRE, ENTERPRISE AND CASH JOURNAL SUMMARY. THE ENDING TOTALS AGREE WITH THE BANK STATEMENT.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE PAYMENT THAT IS DUE IN DECEMBER, 2011 THAT IS ON OUR LOAN WITH THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT. THE CLERK SAID SHE IS WORRIED ABOUT US HAVING ALL THE MONEY FOR THIS.

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: JONAH HERSEY DID NOT HAVE A REPORT, BUT SAID THEY WILL BE HAVING A BUDGET MEETING IN DECEMBER FOR THE NEW BUDGET FOR 2012. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID WE NEED TO SET ASIDE MONEY IN THE BUDGET FOR THE GRANT FOR THE STORM WATER. THEY AUDIT HAS NOT HAPPENED YET, WE NEED TO SET ASIDE MONEY FOR THIS.

A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WAS ISSUED BY DARLA COZZENS, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY DARLA COZZENS.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

RON PYLES FROM  709 N MAIN STREET  WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING AND WAS ASKING ABOUT THE SPEED LIMIT, IS IT 25 OR 35 MILES PER HOUR.
DARLA COZZENS EXPLAINED TO MR. PYLES THAT WE CANNOT MAKE IT 25 UNLESS THERE IS 7 BUSINESSES ON THAT STREET.

MAYOR FLOWERS ASKED IF WE HAVE ANY 35 MILES PER HOUR THAT COULD BE PUT UP OVER THERE. KEN CAMPBELL WILL TAKE CARE OF THAT.

MR. PYLES ALSO HAD QUESTIONS ABOUT THE CULVERT THAT DUMPS WATER ON HIS PROPERTY. IT WAS PUT IN BY THE COUNTY. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID THEY NEED TO TALK TO THE COUNTY ABOUT THIS. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE WILL TALK TO LARRY SHOEMAKER ON THIS AND HE GAVE MR. PYLES HIS CELL PHONE NUMBER, SO HE CAN CONTACT HE MAYOR.

MR. PYLES ALSO HAD QUESTIONS ABOUT ZONING. HE WILL TALK TO RON WALKER ON THIS.

CARL HAINS TALKED ABOUT THE FIRE HE HAD AND THE RESPONSE TIME OF THE FIRE DEPARTMENT. THE VILLAGE WAS UNABLE TO HANDLE THIS CALL SO MADISON TOWNSHIP WAS CALLED IN TO HANDLE THIS FIRE.

CARL HAINS SAID HE WAS TOLD TO LEAD THE FIRE TRUCK TO THE FIRE BUT THE FIRE CHIEF FROM MADISON SAID HE SHOULD NOT BE DOING THAT.

BRIAN SPELLMAN WAS IN ATTENDANCE AND SAID HE WAS SORRY THAT THE MAN THAT SHOULD  HAVE BEEN WORKING IN THE VILLAGE THAT DAY, HAD CALLED OFF WORK AND BRIAN DID THE BEST HE COULD AS HE WAS AT HIS JOB IN HEATH.

BRIAN SPELLMAN SAID THEY ARE PART TIME AND THEY DO THE BEST THEY CAN. THE PROBLEM WITH PART TIME IS THAT MOST OF THE PEOPLE ARE WORKING THERE REGULAR JOBS IN THE DAY TIME. THE RESPONSE TIME TO CARL HAINS WAS 6 MINUTES. THEY ASKED WHAT WOULD HAPPEN IF THIS WAS A HOUSE FIRE. CHIEF SPELLMAN SAID HOUSE FIRES YOU WILL GET MULTIPLE RESPONSES ON THAT.

CHESTER FLOWERS SAID SOME OF THE FIRE DEPARTMENT WORKERS DO NOT KNOW THE STREETS THEY WAY THEY SHOULD.

FIRE CHIEF SPELLMAN SAID THEY HAVE AWAY OF GETTING AHOLD OF PEOPLE BY USING CELL PHONES AND SAYING THEY ARE SHORT ON MAN POWER.
FIRE CHIEF SPELLMAN REPORTED ON THE EMS BILLING AND IT IS WORKING WELL. THEY HAVE TAKEN IN 78,000.00 IN THE PAST YEAR. HE TALKED ABOUT THE PEOPLE NOT PAYING FOR THE RUNS. IF THEY HAVE NO INSURANCE AFTER 3 BILL THEY QUIT SENDING THEM, BUT SOME PEOPLE ARE GETTING THE CHECK AND NOT PAYING IT TO THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: RICHARD BINDLEY SAID HE DID NOT HAVE A REPORT, BUT WE WOULD BE VOTING ON LEGISLATION UNDER NEW BUSINESS.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY, BILL FRY AND CARL HAINS WERE IN ATTENDANCE AT THE COUNCIL MEETING. BILL FRY REPORTED ON THE FOLLOWING.

THE DOLLAR AMOUNT OF PEOPLE BEING IN ARREARS FOR THE MONTH IS $6,992.10.

BILL FRY REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN SAID THERE WAS ONE VIOLATION FOR OCTOBER. IT WAS FOR AMMONIA. THIS WAS CAUSED BY HEAVY RAINS.
JOE HICKMAN SAID ALL SYSTEMS ARE RUNNING GOOD. THEY HAVE HAD TROUBLE WITH THE GENERATOR, IT KICKS OUT AT THE LIFT STATION. BUCKEYE POWER WILL CHECK THIS OUT.
THE SLUDGE HAULING IS GOING WELL. THEY GOT THE GREASE CLEANED UP.

THEY REPORTED THE NEW PERMIT IS NOT HERE, SO THEY ARE OPERATING UNDER THE OLD ONE.
JOE HICKMAN SENT AN E-MAIL TO THE NEW PERSON AT EPA AND INVITED HER TO COME AND SEE THE PLANT AND HAVE A MEETING WITH HER. HE HAS NOT HEARD ANYTHING ON THIS YET

BILL FRY SAID HE WILL BE TAKING INFORMATION INTO SUE SPIKER TOMORROW FOR THE GRANT THEY ARE WORKING ON.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: NO REPORT

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  KEN CAMPBELL SAID HE HAD NOTHING. DARLA COZZENS HAD NOTHING. JACK GARBER, REPORTED  THAT SOMONE HAD DESTROYED A SIGN WITH WRITING ON IT, SO HE TOOK CARE OF THAT. THEY NEED TO REPLACE ONE AT THE STORE.

PLANNING COMMISSION: KEITH MARINIK REPORTED THEY ARE WAITING ON JIM CAPANNO PAPER WORK AND HE ALSO REPORTED HE HAD SIGNED THE PAPERS FOR CHESTER FLOWERS TO GET HIS DEED MADE INTO 3 DEEDS. THEY ALSO APPROVED THE MINOR SUB DIVISION REGULATIONS.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: RON WALKER DID NOT HAVE ANYTHING TO REPORT.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: KEITH MARINIK REPORTED HE HAS HE BROCHURES DONE AND THEY ARE ON THE TABLE IN THE VILLAGE HALL. DARLA COZZENS REPORTED THAT A RESIDENT IS COMPLAINING WHERE THE WORK WAS DONE BY THE COUNTY, HE WANTS TO KNOW WHY THE OTHER SIDE OF THE ROAD IS NOT DONE THE SAME. THIS IS BACK BY ROCKY FORK ROAD.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING REPORTED SHE REPLACED SHINGLES ON THE SHELTER HOUSE AND A PICNIC TABLE HAS BEEN DESTROYED. ONE OF THE GRILLS HAS BEEN BROKEN.
