MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE HANOVER VILLAGE COUCIL MEETING TO ORDER ON MAY11, 2011.

MINUTES OF THE APRIL, 2011 MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED. BEING NO CORRECTION, MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR AN ORDER OF THE DAY, SO JOE HICKMAN COULD BRING US UP TO DATE ON THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT.

THEY HAD MET WITH EPA THAT DAY AND THINGS ARE GOING WELL. THEY MAY WANT TO CHANGE SOME THINGS DOWN THE ROAD. THIS IS THE FINAL YEAR FOR THE NPDES PERMIT. THEY TOOK SAMPLES OF DIFFERENT THINGS. THEY LOOKED AT THE RECORDS FOR THE LAST FIVE YEARS ANDS THE VIOLATION WE HAVE HAD. THE PLANT IS RATED AS A CLASS 2 AND IT IS 160,000 PER DAY FOR THE FLOW. THE NEXT PERMIT WILL TELL US HOW MANY HOURS WE WILL NEED TO OPERATE THE PLANT. RIGHT NOW IT IS DONE ON AS NEEDED BASIS. IF IT IS A STRAIGHT CLASS 2 PLANT THEN THEY WILL NEED TO BE THEIR 4 HOURS PER DAY. THIS WOULD INCREASE THE COST OF OPERATING THE PLANT. HE SAID WE NEED TO KEEP OUR VIOLATIONS DOWN. JOE HICKMAN GAVE COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR HIS PHONE NUMBER INCASE THEY NEED TO GET AHOLD OF HIM.
MAYOR FLOWERS TOLD JOE HICKMAN HE IS NOT GETTING CALLS FROM THE EPA NOW.

JOE HICKMAN SAID IF ANYONE GOES BY A LIFT STATION AND IT IS BLINKING, PLEASE CALL HIM RIGHT AWAY.

THEY SHOULD HEAR FROM THE EPA IN THE NEXT FEW WEEKS ON THIS.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

MAYOR FLOWERS CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZENS’S REPORT: JANE HAMBY REPORTED THE FLOWERS FAMILY HAS LIVED IN THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER FOR 75 YEARS.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY HAD NO REPORT.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: THE MAYOR WELCOMED BILL FRY BACK  FROM FLORIDA. BILL FRY SAID HE TALKED TO JAN RICE AND THEY WANT THE VIOLATIONS TO BE ZERO IF POSSIBLE. BILL FRY SAID HE TALKED TO HIM ABOUT OUR FINANCES. JAN RICE DID SAY THAT WE ARE NOW DOWN TO A FEW VIOLATIONS.

HE ALSO TALKED ABOUT 5 HOMES NOT BEING CONNECTED. THE CLERK SAID A COUPLE ARE IN FORCLOSURE. MR. BINDLEY SAID WE ARE DOING EVERYTHING WE CAN DO NOW ON THIS. THEY TALKED ABOUT SENDING THEM A LETTER AND GIVING THEM A CERTAIN TIME TO HOOK-UP OR PAY THE 5,000.00. THEY THINK 6 MONTHS IS REASONABLE. BILL FRY REPORTED THERE ARE 38 PEOPLE IN ARREARS TOTALING $3946.00.
THE CLERK HAD A QUESTION ABOUT THE LETTERS SHE IS SENDING OUT FOR PEOPLE WHO ARE BEHIND. SINCE THE NEW SYSTEM CHARGES $10.00  FOR LATE PAYMENTS SHOULD WE  CHANGE THE WORDING ON THE LETTER FOR PEOPLE WHO ARE IN ARREARS. THE ATTORNEY ASKED THE CLERK TO SEND A COPY OF THE CURRENT LETTER TO HIM AND THEY WILL REVISE THIS. THE CLERK REPORTED THAT THE 21 THAT HAD THEIR MONEY  PUT ON THEIR TAXES PLUS THE $200.00 CHARGE, NOT ONE OF THEM HAS CAUGHT THERE BILL UP OR MADE A PAYMENT.

DARLA COZZENS SAID WHEN WE WERE DISCUSSING WHO WOULD GET SHUT OFF, THE PEOPLE WERE CONCERNED ABOUT IT. THEY ARE HOLDING OFF ON THIS RIGHT NOW.

ENGINEERING REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS NOT IN ATTENDANCE, THEREFORE WE DID NOT HAVE A REPORT. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE MAY HAVE HIM THERE NEXT MONTH TO EXPLAIN SOME OF THE GRANT CHANGES.
THE STORM WATER AUDIT HAS BEEN CANCELLED FOR NOW.

 MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED TO SUE SPIKER AND JEFF AT THE COUNTY BUILDING. THE VILLAGE IS DOING THE DITCHES IN PHASES. JEFF WANTED TO START IN OLD HANOVER, BUT IT WAS DECIDED THEY FINISH WHERE THEY ARE WORKING NOW.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: THERE WAS NO ONE IN ATTENDANCE AND NO REPORT.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL SAID THEY WILL BE WORKING ON A PROJECT. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE RECEIVED A CALL ABOUT DARLA DRIVE AND THE PERSON SAID IT WAS SO BAD HE ALMOST RIPPED HIS MUFFLER OFF. THE MAYOR DROVE ON IT AND COULD NOT FIND ANYTHING. DARLA COZZENS SAID IT IS AT THE DRIVE THRU.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEITH MARINIK, REPORTED, THAT BRIAN CURRY APPROACHED HIM ABOUT BUYING AN EXTRA LOT BEHIND HIS PROPERTY AND HAVING TWO HORSES.

ZONING INSPECTOR REPORT: RON WALKER, REPORTED THAT HE HAD 2 PERMITS TURNED IN AND ONE WAS FOR 5726.00 AND THE OTHER ONE WAS FOR 5680.90. THE SEWER INSPECTION WAS A SEPARATE CHECK.
STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: KEITH MARINIK DID NOT HAVE A REPORT.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  SUE SPAULDING SAID SHE DOES NOT UNDERSTAND WHAT THEY WANT ON THE PAPERS FROM THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES. MR. BINDLEY SUGGESTED SUE CONTACT THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF NATURAL RESOURCES AND EXPLAIN TO THEM WE CANNOT FIND A COPY OF THE ORIGINAL CONTRACT AND ASK IF THEY COULD SEND A COPY FOR OUR RECORDS. SHE SAID SHE WOULD DO THIS.

GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE REPORT:DARLA RUSSELL, IS UPSET ABOUT THE GOLF CARTS IN THE VILLAGE. SUE SPAULDING HAS RECEIVED SEVERAL CALLS. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID TO HAVE DARLA RUSSELL CALL HIM.
THE MAYOR REPORTED THAT PEOPLE THINK THE GAS COMPANY IS CHARGING TOO MUCH FOR THE GAS.
