Delinquent sewer bills currently total $7254.10.

Joe Hickman stated that the UV system at the plant is better now. Joe is to consult with people from Siemens by phone on 6/10/2011 to try to correct some issues with this piece of equipment. If this can be accomplished, it will save the Village paying for a service call trip from New Jersey.

A pump from the lift station on High St. is out for repair. They are waiting on an impeller and hope to have it back in service in the next week with an estimate of $2000.00 to repair. A new pump is $10,000.00 with a 5 week delivery time. We feel we need to pursue buying a new pump for a backup as the other pump at this location has the same number of operating hours as the one that failed.
The Mayor received a letter from the Ohio EPA stating that beginning in September we will have to man the sewer plant 4 hrs/day, 5 days a week to be in compliance with the new permits. This will increase operating costs for the Enterprise Fund.

There is a payment due the 1st of July on the project and there is a concern that we may not  have enough money in the fund for the payment and the operating expenses. Council will have a special meeting on 6/22/2011 to discuss this issue.
With no more further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 PM.
