A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL. THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: NONE

LAW DIRECTOR REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID HE DID NOT HAVE A REPORT.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY SAID THAT THEY FEEL SORRY ABOUT THE DEATH OF BILL ENGLER.

BILL FRY REPORTED THAT RON WALKER ATTENDED THE BPA MEETING.

BILL FRY REPORTED ON THE PAST DUE AMOUNTS OF $7,254.00.

BILL FRY SAID JOE HICKMAN SAID THE ULTRA VIOLET SYSTEM IS CAUSING PROBLEMS, BUT IS BETTER NOW.

THEY WILL BE CONTACTING SIEMENS AND THEY WILL WALK THEM THROUGH SOME TESTS TO FIND OUT WHAT IS CAUSING THE TROUBLE.
BILL FRY REPORTED THERE IS A PUMP OUT ON HIGH STREET, IT SHOULD BE FIXED BY NEXT WEEK.THE ESTIMATE WAS AROUND 2,000.00. A NEW PUMP WOULD COST $10,000.00. IF ANYONE SEES THE LIGHT BLINKING PLEASE CALL DUANE FLOWERS OR JOE HICKMAN.

BILL FRY TALKED ABOUT THE LETTER FROM EPA AND WHAT THEY WANT IS FOR THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT TO BE MANNED 4 HOURS A DAY, FIVE DAYS A WEEK. THIS WOULD COST THE VILLAGE AROUND $45,000.00 MORE ON THE YEAR.

HE ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE PAYMENT THAT IS DUE THE FIRST OF JULY AND WHETHER WE WILL HAVE ENOUGH MONEY FOR THAT. THEY TALKED ABOUT HAVING A SPECIAL MEETING ON THE 22ND TO TRANSFER MONEY FROM THE GENERAL ACCOUNT. THE VILLAGE ATTORNEY SAID WE CAN MAKE THE PAYMENT FROM ANY FUND, BUT WE ARE TO MAKE THE SEWER SYSTEM SELF SUFFICIENT. THEY THINK THE BEST BET IS TO TRANSFER MONEY FROM THE GENERAL ACCOUNT. IT WAS DECIDED WE WOULD HAVE A SPECIAL MEETING ON THE 22ND IF FUNDS DO NOT COME IN TO COVER THE PAYMENT WHICH IS DUE JULY 1ST.
MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT THE LETTER HE RECEIVED FROM EPA. HE HAS TO RESPOND BY JUNE 20TH. THEY ARE TELLING US IF WE CAN GO 3 MONTHS WITHOUT ANY VIOLATIONS, THEY WILL RESIND THIS CLASSIFICATION. RIGHT NOW THE OPERATOR IS AT THE PLANT 7 DAYS A WEEK 2 HOURS A DAY, BUT THEY WANT IT TO BE FIVE DAYS A WEEK, 4 HOURS A DAY. THIS IS 6 MORE HOURS A WEEK. OUR ATTORNEY SAID THIS IS A NOTICE OF VIOLATION. THEY SAY THIS IS A SIGNIFICIENT VIOLATOR.

BILL FRY SAID JOE HICKMAN SAID HE FEELS THE PLANT IS BEING COVERED GOOD AND THINGS ARE WORKING OUT BETTER.

MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT FILLING BILL ENGLER’S POSITION. MR. BINDLEY SAID HE THOUGHT COUNCIL SHOULD APPOINT SOMEONE. MR. BINDLEY SAID HE WOULD CHECK ON THIS AND GET BACK WITH THE MAYOR.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS NOT IN ATTENDANCE BUT SENT THE FOLLOWING REPORT.

ITEMS OF INTEREST:

CONSTRUCTION OF DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 2, 2010.

THEY HAVE COME BACK AND ADDRESSED THE PUNCH ITEMS LIST. THEY TALKED ABOUT ANY PROBLEMS ESPECIALLY AT THE DRIVE THRU.  TRUCKS SHOULD NOT BE DRIVING ON AND INCH AND A HALF ASPHALT AND THEY SHOULD USE THE MAIN ROAD AND NOT USE DARLA DRIVE. THE COMPANY WHO DID THE WORK SAID THEY ARE NOT COMING BACK TO PATCH THIS AS THE TRUCKS ARE THE ONES RUINING THIS. THEY ARE GOING TO TRY TO FIND OUR WHAT COMPANIES ARE DOING THIS AND MAYBE WRITE TO THEM. MAYOR FLOWERS WILL WRITE A LETTER AND HAVE THE ATTORNEY LOOK AT IT.
