The past due accounts for the month totaled $6920.55.

Joe Hickman reported that we had operated the month of June within the permit with no violations.

75% of the U.V. System is running well now. We are waiting on the 4th unit to be returned from being repaired.

The plant is operating well but we are having to haul sludge every 10 – 12 days during the hot weather as the sludge is not settling out due to the temperature.
The second lift station pump has been repaired and is back in operation at a cost of $3705.00. The concern now is the other pump as it has the same amount of hours as the one that failed. The cost of a new pump is $11,000.00 with a 6 week delivery time.

The EPA had requested that we change the flow proportion interface device and Joe has a quote to have this done. The quote was turned over to the Village clerk for a P.O. number to complete this.
Joe had asked if we could get a small window air conditioner unit for the shed at the sewer plant to help protect the testing equipment at the plant. Mayor Flowers suggested the BPA take care of this.
The new permit from the EPA goes in to effect on 9/1/2011 and at that time, we will be expected to man the plant 20 hrs. per week Monday Through Friday.
With no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 6:30 PM.
