LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  RICHARD BINDLEY REPORTED SINCE THERE IS A VACANCY ON THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS, IT IS THE MAYOR’S RESPONSIBILITY TO APPOINT SOMEONE TO FILL THAT VACANCY.

CARL HAINS WAS SWORN IN BY ATTORNEY RICHARD BINDLEY. IF HE WANTS TO RUN FOR THIS POSITION FOR NEXT YEAR, HE WILL NEED TO GET HIS PAPERS FROM THE BOARD OF ELECTIONS. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE THOUGHT CARL WOULD DO A GOOD JOB AS HE HAD EXPERIENCE IN THIS FIELD.
MR BINDLEY ASKED THE PLANNING COMMISSION TO WAIT AFTER THE COUNCIL MEETING AS HE WANTED TO TALK TO THEM ABOUT THE ZONING CHANGE FOR JIM CAMPANO.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL FRY REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN WAS AT THEIR MEETING AND THINGS ARE GOING WELL. NO VIOLATIONS. THEY ARE HOPING FOR ANOTHER MONTH WITH OUT VIOLATIONS. THEY ARE HOPING THAT THE 20 HOUR A WEEK AT THE PLANT CAN BE CUT BACK. BILL REPORTED THE ULTRA VIOLET US RUNNING WELL.
