THE MINUTES FROM THE  JULY, 2011 MEETING WERE APPROVED BY KEITH MARINIK AND SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL. THEY WANTED A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

THE FOLLOWING WAS DISCUSSED AT THE MEETING. MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS GAVE A COPY OF THE PLATT CONCERNING THE PROPERTY THAT JIM CAPPANO IS GOING TO BUILD HOMES ON. THE MAYOR SHOWED HOW THE LOTS ARE LAID OUT, THE FIRST THREE AT THE 40 FOOT LOTS. THEY WILL NOW GO TO 75 FOOT LOTS SINCE THE BUILDINGS HAVE BEEN TORE DOWN.

MR. CAPPANO DID NOT HAVE THE FINAL SURVEY BUT WHEN HE DOES GET THAT THEN IT WILL BE REPLATTED. THIS WILL ALSO BE CHANGED FROM MANUFACTURING TO COMMERCIAL ON FIVE LOTS. HE HAD THE VARIANCE FILLED OUT AND BROUGHT THE $700.00 CHECK. THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE FEE SCHEDULES.
MR. CAPPANO WANTED TO GET APPROVAL OF THE PLATT SO HE CAN START ON THE PROJECT. IF THE SURVEY DOES NOT COME BACK CORRECTLY THEN THEY WILL NEED TO DO FURTHER WORK ON IT.

THERE WAS A MOTION TO APPROVE PLAT BY JEFF HANGER, SECONDED BY KEITH MARINIK. ALL AYES. HE NEEDS THE SURVEY STAMP THEN HE CAN PROCEED WITH THE PROJECT. THEY WILL TAKE THIS TO COUNCIL THIS EVENING AND GET THEIR INPUT ON IT. THE LOTS SHOULD END UP BEING 35 FEET ON THE FRONT AND 50 FEET ON THE BACK.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE FEE SCHEDULE BEING ON THE INTERNET.
UNDER NEW BUSINESS THEY NEED TO AMEND SUB DIVISION REGULATIONS. THE WAY THIS IS SET UP THE COST IS UNBEARABLE. THEY NEED TO CHANGE THE BOUNDARY CHANGES. THEY ALSO NEED TO,  CHANGE THE VARIANCES.
