A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY KEN CAMPBELL, SECONDED BY JONAH HERSEY. THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: NONE AGENDA ITEMS. NONE

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID THAT COUNCIL WILL BE VOTING ON LEGISLATION UNDER NEW BUSINESS. HE EXPLAINED WHAT THEY WOULD BE VOTING ON UNDER NEW BUSINESS. THERE ARE  3 ORDINANCES AND 2 RESOLUTIONS. HE SAID THEY WILL NEED TO DO THIS EVENING AND THEY WOULD NEED TO SUSPEND THE RULES AND ADOPT EACH ORDINANCE AND RESOLUTION.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY TALKED ABOUT A LETTER THEY ARE CONCERNED ABOUT FROM THE EPA. BILL FRY SAID JOE HICKMAN WILL CONTACT EPA ON THIS.

  BILL FRY REPORTED THAT THE PEOPLE IN ARREARS, THE TOTAL IS $8,733.00.

MAYOR FLOWERS APPOINTED CARL HAINS FOR THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS, BUT HE WAS UNABLE TO ATTEND THE MEETING.

BILL FRY REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN SAID THINGS ARE GOING WELL, WITH NO VIOLATIONS FOR TWO MONTHS IN A ROW.

BILL FRY SAID JOE HICKMAN TALKED ABOUT GETTING ANOTHER DIGESTER PIT INSTALLED. THEY WILL WORK WITH EPA ON THIS.
THE COST OF THE UV LIGHTS WILL BE AROUND $1,000.00.

BUCKEYE POWER WILL DO YEARLY INSPECTIONS ON THE BACK UP GENERATORS. THE ONE AT THE SOUTH LIFT STATION IS NOT WORKING PROPERLY.

THEY TALKED ABOUT GETTING GRANTS FOR SOME OF THIS. BILL FRY SAID HE HAD TALKED TO SUE SPIKER AND WAS WORKING WITH HER ON A POSSIBLE GRANT. HE IS GETTING THE FIGURES TOGETHER FOR HER.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: 

JEFF CARR WAS AT THE MEETING AND THE FOLLOWING WAS DISCUSSED.

THE PEOPLE IN ATTENDANCE FOR THE DRAINAGE THAT THEY ARE CONCERNED ABOUT, WAS MARK ARTHUR, LINDA PUGH, CINDY MITCHELL, JEFF HANGER AND CHESTER FLOWERS.

JEFF CARR GAVE AN UPDATE ON THE DRAINAGE. THEY ARE WORKING ON ROCKY FORK AND MEADOW. THEY ARE GOING TO GET PIPE TO PUT IN AND FILL IN THE DRAINAGE AREAS.

LAW GENERAL  WAS THE SUCCESSFUL LOW BIDDER AT $48,863.60.
CHANGE ORDER ONE

EXTENSION OF PIPE ALONG ROCKY FORK DRIVE FROM LINDA PUGH’S EAST SIDE OF DRIVE TO BEYOND EXISTING MANHOLE. THE COST WOULD BE $2300.00.

ADDITION PROPOSED CHANGES BASED ON SITE MEETING:

PLACEMENT OF PIPE BETWEEN DRIVEWAYS OF ARTHUR AND PUGH, COST 2.640.00.

PLACEMENT OF PIPE BETWEEN DRIVEWAYS OF BRAUNBECK AND ARTHUR, COST WOULD BE 5,820.00.

PLACEMENT  OF ADDITIONAL PIPE BETWEEN DRIVEWAYS PUGH AND JERRY WOULD BE 2,220.00.

PLACEMENT OF PIPE BETWEEM DRIVEWAYS OF JERRY AND INTERSECTION WOULD BE 3,090.00.

TOTAL COST TO FILL IN THE DITCHES WITH PIPE WILL BE AROUND $16,070.00.

IT WAS DECIDED THEY WILL USE PERMISSIVE TAX FOR THE COST OF THIS.

MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE WILL CHECK WITH TIM LOLLO ON THIS. THEY REALLY WANTED TO SAVE THIS MONEY FOR THE ROAD AT THE HIGH SCHOOL.

JEFF CARR SAID THE PIPE WILL BE PLASTIC. THEY DISCUSSED THE SIZE OF THE PIPE. THEY TALKED ABOUT IF THE PIPE HAD BEEN DONE IN THE FIRST PLACE THEY WOULD HAVE HAD TO DO CONCRETE BASINS, WHICH WOULD HAVE BEEN VERY EXPENSIVE.
MARK ARTHUR SAID HE PULLS CARS OUT OF THE DITCH, ALL THE TIME.

THE MAINCONCERN FOR THE VILLAGE  IS TO GET THE WATER TO DRAIN AND PROTECT THE ROAD.

MAYOR FLOWERS SAID OUR MONEY IS LIMITED.
THEY TALKED ABOUT CULVERTS. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID THE COUNTY IS GOING TO HELP THE VILLAGE ON THIS. MAYOR FLOWERS HOPES THIS WILL BE DONE BY DECEMBER 1ST, 2011. THEY HOPE IT WILL BE DONE IN THE NEXT 30 TO 60 DAYS. THEY TALKED ABOUT PIPING THE WHOLE THING, 4 COUNCIL MEMBERS WERE IN FAVOR OF THIS AND ONE ABSTAINED.THEY TALKED ABOUT HOW THE ROAD WAS ERODING FROM THE WATER STANDING ON IT AND NOT DRAINING.
JEFF CARR SAID SUE SPIKER TOLD HIM THAT THEY MAY HAVE SOME MONEY LEFT OVER FOR THIS FROM THE CONTINGENCY. THEY WILL NEED TO WAIT AND SEE IF THIS IS POSSIBLE. JEFF CARR WAS NOT SURE HOW LONG THIS WILL TAKE.

JEFF CARR DID A DRAWING OF HOW THEY WILL FIX THIS.

ATTORNEY RICHARD BINDLEY SAID SOME ROADS ARE OWNED BY THE HOMEOWNERS. TO FIND OUT FOR SURE THEY WOULD NEED TO DO A TITLE SEARCH.

JEFF CARR SAID CDBG WILL NEED TO  BE IN ON THIS. THEY TALKED ABOUT THE OTHER AREAS THAT HAVE NOT BEEN FIXED, AND HOW WILL THEY FEEL ABOUT THIS.
