A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WAS ISSUED BY JACK GARBER, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.
A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: JANE HAMBY, SAID SHE WOULD LIKE TO THANKS THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL FOR FIXING THE DITCH BY HER HOUSE.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY WAS UNABLE TO BE AT THE COUNCIL MEETING.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS:  BILL FRY , CARL HAINS AND JIM HAMBY WERE IN ATTENDANCE AT THE COUNCIL MEETING.

BILL FRY REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN SAID THEY HAD ONE VIOLATION FOR THE MONTH OF AUGUST, 2011. IT WAS FOR HIGH FECAL. HE REPORTED IT IS RUNNING GOOD NOW.
BILL FRY SAID THE ULTRA VIOLET PARTS HAVE ARRIVED. THEY FOUND ANOTHER PART DISTRIBUTOR THAT IS NOT AS EXPENSIVE.

THEY STILL NEED TO DO THE GENERATOR MAINTENANCE. THIS WILL BE SET UP WITH BUCKEYE POWER TO DO THIS SEMI ANNUALLY TO KEEP THEM IN GOOD CONDITION. THIS WOULD COST AROUND $1700.00 PER YEAR.
THEY WILL BE SWITCHING FROM ZEMBA TO WESSCO FOR THE HAULING OF THE SLUDGE. THIS WAS VOTED ON BY JIM HAMBY AND BILL FRY. CARL HAINS ABSTAINED FROM VOTING.

THE OVER DUE BILLS FOR THE MONTH OF AUGUST WERE $9,945.00. LETTERS HAVE BEEN SENT OUT AND PEOPLE NOT CATCHING THE BILLS UP WILL HAVE IT PUT ON THERE TAXES WITH A LATE CHARGE OF $200.00.

THE RESOLUTION WAS GIVEN TO COUNCIL FOR THEIR APPROVAL. THE CLERK WILL TURN THIS INTO THE AUDITOR’S OFFICE.

THE SECOND RESOLUTION WAS AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR TO PREPARE AND SUBMIT AN APPLICATION TO PARTICIPATE IN THE OHIO PUBLIC WORKS COMMSSSION STATE CAPITOL IMPROVEMENT PROGRAMS.

CARL HAINS WILL LOOK INTO SCHOOL ABOUT THE PROBLEM WITH THE GREASE.

THE MAYOR SAID THE BUSINESSES INVOLVED WITH GREASE NEED TO BE KEEPING A LOG ON THIS. AT THE PRESENT TIME WE ARE NOT HAVING A PROBLEM WITH THE GREASE.

CARL HAINS SAID THEY MAY NEED TO SET UP A RESOLUTION FOR THIS.

THEY HIRED ADAM VORIS TO HELP WITH THE GRANT THE VILLAGE IS TRYING TO GET.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS NOT AT THE MEETING BUT MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT THE CULVERTS WE HAD A PROBLEM WITH AND NOW HAVE BEEN FIXED. THE COST WAS 25,000.00 AND THE COUNTY PAID FOR ALL OF THIS EXCEPT FOR $7,000.00.

THEY HAVE SOME SETTLING THAT WILL NEED TO BE FIXED.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: NO REPORT FROM THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THE ROAD ON MEADOW DRIVE HAS BEEN FIXED.
HE SAID ON SATURDAY THE ROAD ON HAINSVIEW DRIVE WILL BE WORKED ON, SO PEOPLE GOING TO THE HIGH SCHOOL WILL NEED TO USE THE OTHER ROAD.

MAYOR FLOWERS SAID PARK NATIONAL BANK IS GOING TO CLEAN SIDEWALKS ON THE 17TH, 18TH AND 19TH OF OCTOBER. HE SAIDTHE WEEDS NEED TO BE SPRAYED.

KEN CAMPBELL WILL BUY PAINT AND DARLA COZZENS WILL GET CONES.

KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THERE WAS A TRUCK STUCK IN THE TUNNEL.

THEY TALKED ABOUT MOVING THE VILLAGE SIGN AND PUTTING IN A GUARD RAIL.
THE RESIDENT ASKING FOR A GUARD RAIL SAID HIS HOUSE HAS BEEN HIT SEVERAL TIMES.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEITH MARINIK REPORTED THEY WILL BE MAKING CHANGES TO THE FEE SCHEDULE. THEY WILL PRESENT THIS TO COUNCIL.

MR CAPANNO IS ON HOLD FOR NOW.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT:  RON WALKER, TALKED ABOUT THE NEW PAPERS HE WILL BE GIVING OUT WHEN A ZONING PERMIT IS ISSUED.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: KEITH MARINIK AND MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT ADR ENGINEERING KNOWING ABOUT THE DITCHES THAT HAVE BEEN DONE.THEY TALKED ABOUT THE RECORDS ON THIS.
KEITH MARINIK TALKED ABOUT THE DRAINAGE PIPE AT THE DRIVE THROUGH. HE CHECKED ON THIS AND THE WATER IS FLOWING INTO THE CATCH BASIN. HE THINKS WE NEED TO CHANGE THIS.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THEY HAVE THE CONTRACT FOR THE PARK. SUE REPORTED THAT SOME PEOPLE ARE MAKING LONG DISTANT CALLS ON THE VILLAGE PHONE. IT WAS DECIDED WE TAKE THE PHONE OUT OF THE MEETING ROOM AND JUST USE THE PHONE IN THE OFFICE.
