                           HANOVER VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETING



    JANUARY 11, 2012

MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE HANOVER VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER AT 6:30PM AT THE VILLAGE HALL. HE GAVE TE INVOCATION AND LED US IN THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

BEFORE THE VILLAGE COULD CONDUCT ANY BUSINESS THE FOLLOWING PEOPLE WERE SWORN INTO OFFICE BY RICHARD BINDLEY, KEN CAMPBELL, JACK GARBER, DUANE FLOWERS, AND FRIEDA ENGLER.  

MAYOR FLOWERS CALLED FOR AN ORDER OF THE DAY AND JOE HICKMAN GAVE A BRIEF UPDATE ON HOW THINGS ARE GOING AT THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT. HE SAID DECEMBER, 2011 WAS A GOOD MONTH. HE DISCUSSED THE MEETING THEY HAD WITH THE OHIO EPA IN EARLY DECEMBER AND REPORTED THEY HAVE NOT RECEIVED THERE NEW PERMIT AS OF YET. THE NEW PERMIT WILL BE VERY SIMILAR TO THE ONE THEY HAD BEFORE. THEY WILL NEED TO HAVE 20 HOURS PER WEEK UNDER NEW PERMIT.

THE EPA IS PLEASED WITH THE PROGESS THAT HAS BEEN MADE IN THE LAST FEW MONTHS.

KRUGER MADE A TRIP HERE AND SAW A COUPLE PROBLEMS THAT CAN BE FIXED AND SHOULD KEEP OUR VIOLATIONS DOWN. NOT ALL REPORTS ARE IN YET FOR DECEMBER, 2011.

JOE HICKMAN REPORTED THAT ONE OF THE ALARMS WENT OFF AND JACK GARBER AND THE CLERK TRIED TO GET AHOLD OF HIM AND WANTS EVERYONE TO HAVE HIS CELL PHONE WHICH IS (740) 814-7342 AND HIS HOME PHONE NUMBER IS (740) 587-2348. IF WE KNOW OF ANY ALARMS GOING OFF, WE ARE TO CALL HIM. THE ALARM THAT WENT OFF TODAY COULD MEAN WE NEED TO REPLACE THE PUMP, THEY DID RESET IT AND IT IS WORKING FINE NOW.

THE CLERK ASKED ABOUT A RUMOR GOING AROUND THAT THE PLANT IS TOO SMALL TO SERVICE THIS AREA. JOE HICKMAN SAID THAT IS NOT TRUE, THAT WE COULD ACTUALLY ADD PEOPLE TO IT EASILY.

MINUTES OF  LAST MEETING: THE MINUTES OF THE DECEMBER, 2011 MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED, BEING NO FURTHER ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS, THE MAYOR SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ. THE MINUTES FOR THE RECORDS MEETING WERE ALSO OKAYED AND WILL STAND APPROVED AS READ

LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE: THE CLERK RECEIVED THE FOLLOWING MAIL.

1. INSURANCE BOOKS FOR YEAR 2012, GAVE ONE TO SUE SPAULDING TO MAIL INFORMATION INTO ARMY CORP OF ENGINEERS.

2. RECEIVED LETTER FROM CORE UTILITIES TO RENEW CONTRACT WITH THEM. THE CLERK SAID DUE TO OUR FINANCIAL DIFFICULTIES THEY SHOULD TRY TO GET ALONG WITHOUT RENEWING CONTRACT.

CLERK TREASURER’S REPORT: THE CLERK READ BEGINNING AND ENDING TOTALS FROM THE FOLLOWING ACCOUNTS.GENERAL, STREET, FIRE, ENTERPRISE AND CASH JOURNAL SUMMARY. THE ENDING TOTALS AGREE WITH THE BANK STATEMENTS.

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: JONAH HERSEY TALKED ABOUT THE BUDGET MEETING WE HAD AND HOW EVERYONE VOICED THEIR OPINIONS AND THAT THE COUNCIL WOULD BE VOTING ON THE BUDGET UNDER NEW BUSINESS IN THE MEETING. HE REPORTED WE TRIED TO CUT DOWN ON SOME THINGS.
MAYOR FLOWERS THINKS WE SHOULD HAVE A MEETING IN MARCH TO SEE HOW OUR MONEY SITUATION IS. WE TALKED ABOUT SHUTTING THE STREET LIGHTS OF OR STOPPING THE MOWING

A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WAS ISSUED BY DARLA COZZENS, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY DARLA COZZENS.  THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.
CITIZEN’S REPORT:  MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT BILL WEAVER WHO WAS GOING TO REPRESENT  A GROUP OF PEOPLE WHO ARE KNOWN AS PATH PARK AND TRAILS, BUT COULD NOT ATTEND, THIS GROUP IS TRYING TO GET A LEVY ON THE BALLOT FOR THE BIKE TRAILS WHICH  IS .025 LEVY WHICH WOULD COST THE HOMEOWNERS AROUND 5 AND 8 DOLLARS A YEAR. THE FIRST BIKE TRAIL WOULD BE BLACK HAND GORGE.
DAN FLEMING WHICH WAS NAMED CITIZEN OF THE YEAR FOR 2011 COULD NOT BE AT THE MEETING TO ACCEPT HIS AWARD. MAYOR FLOWERS WILL SEE THAT HE GETS THE PLAQUE.

 RON PYLES WAS AT THE COUNCIL MEETING AND WAS TALKING ABOUT HIS TALK WITH TY YOAKUM WHO SAID IT IS HANOVER RESPONSIBILITY TO FIX THE DRAINAGE.  THERE IS A COVER WHICH SAID HANOVER VILLAGE ON TOP. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID THOSE WERE PUT ON A COUPLE YEARS AGO AND ANYTHING BEFORE THAT WAS DONE BY THE COUNTY. THIS WAS MOVED FROM WHERE IT USED TO BE.
MAYOR FLOWERS ASKED KEN CAMPBELL TO TAKE A LOOK AT THIS AND SEE IF WE COULD HELP HIM FIX THIS PROBLEM. THEY MAY DO A SMALL OPEN DITCH TO SOLVE THE PROBLEM. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID WE CANNOT DO CULVERTS FOR HIM BECAUSE IF WE DID HIS THEN WE WOULD NEED TO DO IT FOR EVERYONE. THIS IS ON PRIVATE PROPERTY.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID THEY WILL BE VOTING ON A LOT OF LEGISLATION UNDER NEW BUSINESS. 

HE ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE RECORD RETENTION SCHEDULE THAT WAS SENT INTO THE HISTORICAL SOCIETY BUT WAS RETURNED AND THE CLERK MET WITH MR. BINDLEY AND THEY WENT THROUGH IT AND SET UP WHAT WE THOUGHT THE VILLAGE WOULD NEED. THEY WILL VOTE ON THIS NEXT MONTH BY ORDINANCE.

MR. BINDLEY ALSO SAID HE WILL SEND A LETTER INTO OHIO WATER DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY TO SEE  IF WE CAN GET THE CREDIT THAT IS DUE US, WHICH WILL MAKE OUT PAYMENT THE NEXT TIME ABOUT 16,000.00 LOWER.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: RONALD WALKER RESIGNED AND THE MAYOR IS LOOKING FOR A NEW ZONING INSPECTOR.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY WAS THE ONLY ONE IN ATTENDANCE AND SAID HE HAD NOTHING TO AD TO WHAT JOE HICKMAN HAD ALREADY REPORTED. CARL HAINS DID NOT RUN FOR THE VACANT OFFICE ON THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS SO THEY ARE LOOKING FOR ANOTHER PARTY FOR THIS.

CONSULTING ENGINEER’S REPORT: MAYOR FLOWERS REPORTED THAT HE HAD TALKED TO SUE SPIKER AND IT IS TIME FOR US TO START WORKING ON THE NEXT GRANT. WE CAN USE THE PERMISSIVE FUND FOR THIS.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING BUT WE NEED TO TALK TO THE FIRE DEPARTMENT ABOUT ASKING THEM TO PAY PART OF THE AUDIT. OUR NEXT AUDIT WILL BE 2013.
STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  KEN CAMPBELL AND JACK GARBER CLEANED OUT THE TUNNEL. THEY HAVE PATCHED A COUPLE HOLES.

 KEITH MARINIK TALKED ABOUT THE STREET LIGHTS FOR THE ENERGY CO-OPERATIVE AND THERE IS NO FEE TO REMOVE STREET LIGHTS, BUT TO HAVE THEM PUT BACK IN THERE IS A CHARGE ,WHICH WOULD COST FOR LABOR AND MATERIALS. THEY TALKED ABOUT MAYBE SHUTTING EVERY OTHER LIGHT OFF IN THE VILLAGE. KEITH MARINIK SAID HE THOUGHT WE WOULD NEED TO DO THIS FOR A YEAR TO COME OUT AHEAD ON THIS.
WE WOULD NEED TO HAVE A PUBLIC MEETING BEFORE WE SHUT ANY LIGHTS OFF IN THE VILLAGE.

KEITH ASKED IF A COUNCIL MEMBER COULD DO THE COUNCIL JOB AND ALSO THE ZONING INSPECTOR’S JOB WHICH WOULD SAVE THE VILLAGE MONEY, AS TO THE MEETINGS.
PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT: MAYOR FLOWERS, REPORTED THAT RON PYLES, WOULD LIKE A ZONING CHANGE TO HIS PROPERTY. HE WILL BRING THE CHECK NEXT MONTH TO DO THIS.
STORM WATER MANAGEMENT REPORT: KEITH MARINIK HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THAT THE FIRE DEPARTMENT WANTS THE VILLAGE HALL PAINTED AND NEW LIGHTS PUT IN. SUE SAID SHE THINKS WE CANNOT AFFORD THIS.

MAYOR FLOWERS REPORTED THAT REPRESENTATIVE BILL HAYES WOULD LIKE TO USE THE BUILDING ON FEBRUARY 9TH OR THE 16TH. HE WANTS TO  HAVE TOWN MEETINGS HERE. SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THAT THE FIRE DEPARTMENT USES THE BUILDING ONE NIGHT A MONTH, SO SHE WILL HAVE TO SEE IF THIS IS A CONFLICT.
