


HANOVER PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING





JANUARY 7, 2009

A SPECIAL PLANNING COMMSION MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER BY BRIAN DIXON AT 6:30 PM.

ROLL CALL FOR PLANNING COMMISSION MEMBERS:

THE PURPOSE OF THIS SPECIAL MEETING WAS TO DECIDE THE ZONING FOR THE LICKING VALLEY SCHOOLS AND HANOVER TOWNSHIP SIDE. 

THEY DISCUSSED IF THIS SHOULD BE ZONED AS AGRICULTURE. THE MAYOR ASKED IF THERE WERE ANY QUESTIONS OR CONCERNS.

THE MAYOR SAID HE WANTED THE MINUTES TO SHOW THIS WAS AN OPEN MEETING TO DISCUSS THIS AND NO ONE FROM THE VILLAGE WAS IN ATTENDANCE. THIS HAD ALSO BEEN ADVERTISED IN THE NEWSPAPER ON SEVERAL OCCASIONS.
THE PLANNING COMMISSION MADE A MOTION BY JEFF HANGER TO SET THIS AS AGRICULTURE AND THIS WAS SECONDED BY BRIAN DIXON. ALL AYES ON THIS.
OUR ATTORNEY MR. BINDLEY SAID WE NEED A WRITTEN RECOMMENDATION TO APPROVE THE ORDINANCES. THIS CAN BE DONE WITH A WRITTEN NOTE TO THE COUNCIL TO APPROVE. THIS WILL INCLUDE BOTH PARCELS ANNEXED INTO THE VILLAGE AND MAKE THEM BOTH AGRICULTURE.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR AN ORDER OF THE DAY AND RECOGNIZED THAT TWO INDIVIDUALS INTERESTED IN THE VILLLAGE ZONING INSPECTORS JOB TO HAVE A C HANCE TO PRESENT THEIR VIEWS AND QUALIFICATIONS ON WHY THE VILLAGE SHOULD CONSIDER HIRING THEM.

MR. TOM FREDERICKS SPOKE TO THE COUNCIL MEMBERS AND THE PLANNING COMMISSION AND GAVE HIS QUALIFICATIONS. HE STARTED BY SAYING HE HAD WRITTEN TO THE COUNCIL MEMBERS, MAYOR AND CLERK. HE ALSO TOLD HE IS CURRENTLY WORKING WITH TOWNSHIPS ON ZONING AND HAS A GOOD BACKGROUND IN THIS FIELD. HE HAS WORKED WITH ADR ENGINEERING ON PROJECTS.

THE MAYOR, ASKED IF HE IS SERVING OTHER TOWNSHIPS, IS HIS SCHEDULE FULL? HE SAID SINCE HE IS RETIRED FROM HIS FULL TIME JOB, HE THOUGHT HE WOULD BE ABLE TO DO THIS. HE STATED HE WOULD CO-OPERATE WITH PEOPLE AND TRY TO WORK WITH THEM. HE SAID THE ZONING INSPECTORS JOB IS NOT AN EASY JOB TO DO. HE HAS BEEN INVOLVED IN THIS FIELD FOR OVER 30 YEARS.

MR. KEITH MARINIK SAID HE DID NOT HAVE THE EXPERIENCE THAT MR. FREDERICKS HAD, BUT WOULD BE WILLING TO WORK FOR THE VILLAGE AND HE KNEW THE VILLAGE NEEDED SOMEONE FOR THE ZONING AND IF NOT CHOSEN FOR THIS  WOULD STILL BE WILLING TO HELP THE VILLAGE OUT ON OTHER THINGS SINCE HE IS A RESIDENT OF THE VILLAGE.
THE MAYOR SAID THE MEETING WOULD GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION AND THEY WOULD DISCUSS THE TWO CANIDATES AND MAKE A RECOMMENDATION TO COUNCIL ON WHO THEY THOUGHT SHOULD GET THIS POSITION.

DARLA COZZENS ASKED WHO THE THIRD PERSON INTERESTED IN THIS JOB AND THE MAYOR SAID IT WAS RON WALKER, WHICH IS NEW TO THIS AREA, BUT HAD EXPRESSED INTEREST IN THIS JOB. HE HAD SENT IN A RESUME AND HAD TALKED TO THE MAYOR AND KNEW ABOUT THE MEETING.
ALSO PRESENT AT THE MEETING WERE THE FOLLOWING COUNCIL MEMBERS. BRIAN DIXON, JACK GARBER, JACK CONARD, SUE SPAULDING AND DARLA COZZENS.

THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED.
THE MAYOR SAID ONE OF THE OTHER THINGS HE WANTED TO TALK ABOUT WAS ERIC HAINS WAS GOING TO BRING A PLAN ON THE APARTMENTS, HE IS PLANNING ON BUILDING. HE WANTS COUNCIL TO LOOK THESE OVER. WE NEED TO GET A COPY TO ADR ENGINEERING.
UNDER UNFINISHED BUSINESS THE MAYOR WANTED TO SAY THEY ARE STILL WORKING ON 50 YEAR FLOOD MEMORIAL. THE MAYOR IS GOING TO MEET WITH DAN MOUNTS ON THIS.

THE WALK WAY BRIDGE HAS BEEN CANCELLED AND THE STATE OF OHIO HAS TAKEN THE ENHANCEMENT GRANT, AS THEY HAVE NO FUNDING FOR THIS.

 THE SRTS GRANT WILL BE DISCUSSED AT THE HIGH SCHOOL ON JANUARY 8TH AT 5 PM. THEY ARE HOPING THEY CAN SUBSTITUTE SOMETHING ON THIS SO THE CHILDREN CAN GET FROM ONE SCHOOL TO THE OTHER.

THE MAYOR EXCUSED THE TWO CANIDATES FROM THE MEETING AND THE PLANNING COMMISSION AND COUNCIL MEMBERS ALONG WITH THE MAYOR, ATTORNEY AND CLERK WENT INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION. A MOTION TO DO THIS WAS ISSUED BY JEFF HANGER AND SECONDED BY BRIAN DIXON. ALL AYES.
AFTER DISCUSSING WHAT DO ABOUT THE POSITION OF ZONING INSPECTOR IT WAS DISCUSSED IF THE ZONING INSPECTOR IS ON THE PLANNING COMMISSION COMMITTEE. THE ATTORNEY SAID HE WOULD SERVE  ON THE COMMITTEE BUT NOT VOTE. THE ZONING APPEALS BOARD WOULD BE HANDLED BY THE ZONING INSPECTOR AND THE MAYOR. THE MAYOR SAID HE IS GOING TO ASK STEVE SIDWELL TO BE IN CHARGE OF THIS, SINCE HE HAS BEEN ZONING INSPECTOR BEFORE.

 THE MEETING WAS THEN TURNED TO THE DISCUSSION OF THE GENERAL FUND BEING SO LOW AND WE CANNOT AFFORD TO SPEND A LOT TO THE PROSECUTOR ON THE CLEAN UP COMMITTEE PEOPLE WHO NEED TO CLEAN UP THEIR PROPERTIES.
THEN THE FINAL DISCUSSION WAS ON THE TRASH CONTRACT FOR THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER.
THE MAYOR ASKED IF THE COUNCIL HAD LOOKED OVER THE SPECS FOR THE TRASH CONTRACT, AND DID THEY HAVE ANY INPUT AS TO WHETHER THEY WANTED TO KEEP IT RESIDENTIAL OR DID THEY WANT TO MAKE IT RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

THE COUNCIL WAS HOPING ANYONE FROM THE VILLAGE WHO HAD A CONCERN WOULD HAVE SHOWED UP AT THE MEETING TO EXPRESS THEIR VIEWS.

THERE WAS A REPRESENTATIVE FROM RUMPKE WHICH WAS CHRIS LAVENDER.

THE MAIN THING ABOUT HAVING ONE COMPANY REMOVE THE TRASH WILL KEEP THE TRUCK TRAFFIC DOWN ON THE ROADS. COUNCIL DECIDED TO GO WITH THE BUCKEYE LAKE SPECS AND KEEP IT RESIDENTIAL FOR THE VILLAGE.

THE COUNCIL IS DECIDING IF THEY WILL DO AN ORDINANCE AT THE REGULAR MEETING TO LET THE MAYOR GO AHEAD AND GET THE BIDS OUT TO THE COMPANIES INTERESTED.

THE ATTORNEY SAID HE WOULD LIKE TO SEE THE SPECS FROM RUMPKE. THE REPRESENTATIVE SAID HE WOULD GET THAT TO THE ATTORNEY. THE ATTORNEY ASKED IF THEY HAD A TIME FRAME FOR PICKUP. MR. LAVENDER SAID THEY DO NOT START UNTIL AFTER 7 AM IN THE MORNING AND NO LATER THAN 7PM IN THE EVENING.  HE PASSED OUT BUSINESS CARDS TO SEVERAL PEOPLE AT THE MEETING. HE ALSO SAID THEY ARE THE LARGEST HAULER IN THE AREA.
 JACK CONARD ASKED FOR THE BENEFIT OF GETTING THE BEST PRICE FOR THE RESIDENTS, WOULD IT BE BETTER TO GO WITH THE RESIDENTIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

THE MAYOR SAID THE HIGH SCHOOL WAS VERY HAPPY WITH THE WAY THEY HAVE THEIR’S SET UP, BUT WOULD PROBABLY CHANGE IF THEY COULD SAVE SOME MONEY ON IT. 

IT WAS DECIDED TO STICK WITH RESIDENTIAL ONLY FOR NOW.

JACK GARBER THOUGHT IT WOULD BE BETTER IF WE COULD PAY MONTHLY INSTEAD OF PAYING FOR THREE MONTHS.

THE ATTORNEY SAID HE WILL FINALIZE THE LEGISLATION ON THE ZONING INSPECTOR AND PREPARE AN ORDINANCE TO ALLOW THE MAYOR TO ADVERTISE FOR THE TRASH SERVICE.

JACK CONARD SAID HE WAS HOPING THE PEOPLE WHO ARE COMING TO THE HANOVER VILLAGE CLEAN UP MEETINGS WOULD HAVE BEEN AT THE MEETING SO HE COULD TALK TO THE PEOPLE WHO ARE COMPLAINING .HE WONDERS WHERE THIS WILL END UP.

THE ATTORNEY SAID THIS IS A CIVIL FILE NOT A CRIMINAL LAW SUIT.

THE PROSECUTOR IS WORKING ON IT. THIS MONEY THAT WE MAY INCUR TO CLEAN THE PROPERTY UP WILL GO ON THEIR TAXES.
THE ATTORNEY SAID WE HAVE DONE ALL WE CAN AND THIS IS OUR ONLY ROUTE TO GO NOW.

 THE MAYOR CALLED FOR AN ADJOURNMENT.
