MAYOR DUANE H. FLOWERS CALLED THE HANOVER PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING TO ORDER AT 6 PM.

THE FOLLOWING WAS DISCUSSED AT THE PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING.

TOM FREDERICK TALKED TO THE PLANNING COMMISSION MEMBERS ABOUT RECOMMEDING, DENYING THE CHANGE IN THE PROPERTY THAT MR. CHESTERSON’S OWNS TO BE CHANGED FROM RESIDENTIAL TO  GENERAL BUSINESS. THIS WILL BE DECIDED BY COUNCIL.
THE REASON HE IS RECOMMENDING THIS NOT BE CHANGED IS BASED ON THE FOLLOWING.

1. THE VILLAGE ADOPTED A COMPREHENSIVE LAND USE PLAN AND THE LAND USE PLAN RECOMMENDS THAT THE AREA OF THE REQUESTED REMAIN RESIDENTIAL.

2. THE REQUESTED GB DISTRICT IS OUT OF CHARACTER WITH THE EXISTING NEIGHBORHOOD AND THE LOT BEING CONSIDERED IS SURROUNDED BY EXISTING SINGLE FAMILY DWELLINGS.

3. CLEARVIEW DRIVE IS A RESIDENTIAL STREET AND HAVING COMMERCIAL TRUCK TRAFFIC ON CLEARVIEW COULD CAUSE FUTURE TRAFFIC HAZARDS.

4. IF THE LOT WERE TO BE REZONED TO GB DISTRICT AND DEPENDING ON THE TYPE OF BUSINESS(S) AND COMPLYING WITH THE GB DISTRICTS TO COMPLY WITH THESE REGULATIONS. FIRE AND EMERGENCY ACCESS TO COULD POSE A PROBLEM WITH A COMMERCIAL BUILDING AND RELATED REGULATIONS.

5. THE VILLAGE HAS RECEIVED A PETITION WITH 50+ SIGNATURES NOT IN FAVOR OF THE REQUESTED REZONING.

BRIAN DIXON MADE A MOTION TO ACCEPT TOM FREDERICK’S RECOMMENDATION THAT THIS REQUEST BE DENIED. THIS WAS SECONDED BY KEITH MARINIK. THE PLANNING COMMISSION WILL GIVE THIS RECOMMENDATION TO THE COUNCIL MEMBERS TO VOTE ON.
THE MAYOR AND THE PLANNING COMMISSION ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE BUILDING CODE ISSUE WITH THE COUNTY. THEY DECIDED TO STAY WITH THE STATE FOR NOW AND SEE WHAT HOW THIS GOES FOR THE COUNTY.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE GAS STATION IN HANOVER AND WHETHER IT WILL STAY OPEN.

BRIAN DIXON WANTED IT TO BE PUT IN THE MINUTES ABOUT HIS NEIGHBOR WHICH LIVES AT 1771 HIGH STREET AND THAT HE NEEDS TO FIX HIS ROOF. HE WOULD LIKE A LETTER SENT OUT ABOUT THIS. THE OWNER OF THIS PROPERTY IS ROBERT MEISTER.

THE MAYOR WANTED TO THANK BRIAN DIXON FOR HIS TIME OF SERVING ON THE PLANNING COMMISSION.

THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT WORKING ON THE FOLLOWING IN JANUARY ABOUT HOW MANY TIMES A PROPERTY NEEDS MOWED DURING THE YEAR AND ALSO A FEE SCHEDULE FOR APPEALS.

THE MAYOR TOLD BRIAN DIXON THAT WE WILL BE TAKING APPLICATION IN JANUARY AND FEBRUARY 2010 FOR THE OPEN SEAT ON COUNCIL. THIS WILL BE ADVERTISED IN THE NEWSPAPER..
A MOTION FOR ADJOURNMENT WAS ISSUED BY BRIAN DIXON AND SECONDED BY KEITH MARINIK.
