


HANOVER SPECIAL COUNCIL MEETING





MARCH 4, 2009

MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE SPECIAL MEETING TO ORDER AT 6 PM.

ROLL CALL:

THE PURPOSE OF THIS SPECIAL MEETING WAS TO DECIDE ABOUT THE BIDS FOR THE TRASH SERVICE.

MR. BINDLEY OUR ATTORNEY SAID THAT HE AND THE CLERK TOOK CARE OF THE BIDS OPENINGS ON THE  23RD  OF FEBRUARY. WE RECEIVED BIDS FROM WASTE MANAGEMENT. RUMPKE AND BIG O .

LOOKING AT THE INITIAL BID FOR THE SPEC, WASTE MANAGEMENT WOULD BE LOW, BUT THERE IS ALSO AN ASTERICK WHICH SAYS A FUEL CHARGE WOULD BE ADDED TO THE ABOVE PRICING, SEE ENCLOSED CHART. THE CHART DOES NOT EXPLAIN IN DETAIL ABOUT THIS.

HE SAID THIS HAPPENED AT BUCKEYE LAKE AND ALL BIDS WERE REJECTED AND THEY HAD THEM BID OVER AGAIN.

THE CHART IS DONE ON A MONTHLY BASIS AND IS FIGURED BY ADDING ALL 4 REGIONS TOGETHER AND TAKING AN AVERAGE AND THIS IS ADDED TO THE PRICE OF THE BILL. THIS IS NOT A SET PRICE.
THE COUNCIL, MAYOR AND THE ATTORNEY TALKED ABOUT HAVING THEM BID AGAIN AND MAKE SURE THE FUEL CHARGE IS ADDED IN THE  BID PRICE OF THE BILL.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT A THREE YEAR DEAL AND NOT A ONE YEAR DEAL. THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT A 2 YEAR CONTRACT.

BIG O’S BID WAS FOR 16.85, 15.15 FOR SENIOR CITIZENS. RUMPKE WAS, 

17.45, 16.45 FOR SENIOR CITIZENS. WASTE MANAGEMENT WAS 12.77, 12.13 FOR SENIOR CITIZENS, BUT THIS DID NOT INCLUDE  THE FUEL CHARGE.

IT WAS DECIDED TO REBID, GO FOR THREE YEARS AND TELL THEM WE WANT TO KNOW HOW MUCH IT WILL BE PER MONTH.

THE ATTORNEY WILL GET A LETTER OF REJECTION TOGETHER TO THE 3  THAT PUT THE BIDS IN.

A MOTION FOR ADJOURNMENT WAS ISSUED BY JACK CONARD, SECONDED BY DARLA COZZENS.
