JACK GARBER MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, THIS WAS SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

SUE SPAULDING MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER. THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: CHESTER FLOWERS WANTED SUE SPAULDING TO KNOW THE CHURCH HAD CONTACTED HIM ABOUT USING THE VILLAGE HALL.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL FRY AND BILL ENGLER WERE AT THE MEETING AND BILL FRY EXPLAINED WHAT THEY HAD BEEN WORKING ON. THEY ARE WORKING ON RATE ADJUSTMENTS AND ALSO CONSIDERING A LATE CHARGE FEE.

THEY WILL PLAN ON AN OPEN MEETING IN JANUARY SO THEY CAN INFORM THE RESIDENTS ABOUT THIS. JOHN RAUCH FROM RCAPS WILL SPEAK AT THE MEETING TO HELP EXPLAIN WHY THE RATES NEED TO BE RAISED.

THEY PASSED OUT RESOLUTION 2010-08 WHICH THEY ARE RECOMMENDING TO COUNCIL TO PASS WHICH HAS THE NEW RATES STRUCTURE ON IT.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID HE HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.

ZONING INSPECTOR: AT PRESENT THE VILLAGE DOES NOT HAVE A ZONING INSPECTOR BUT RON WALKER HAS TALKED TO MAYOR FLOWERS ABOUT THIS JOB. HE GAVE HIM A LIST OF HIS QUALIFICATIONS AND SHOULD BE SWORN IN AT THE JANUARY 2011 MEETING.

THEY DISCUSSED THE DOG SITUATION IN THE VILLAGE AND TALKED ABOUT GETTING AN ORDINANCE FOR FUTURE PROBLEMS.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE HOUSE AT THE TUNNEL AND NO TRESPASSING SIGNS HAVE BEEN POSTED.

CONSULTING ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS PRESENT AT THE MEETING AND EXPLAINED THE FOLLOWING, WHICH IS THE YEAR IN REVIEW.

CONSTRUCTION OF DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 2

GRANT APPROVAL FOR $70,100.00

QUOTED ENGINEERING AND INSPECTION $11,800 COST $9,200
MEARS MEETING RESULTED IN ADDINF TO CROSSING TO HELP DRAIN WET AREAS ACROSS FROM STORAGE UNITS.

THEY DID NOT RESURVEY THE PROJECT TO SAVE COSTS AND ONE OF THE BOXES INSTALLATION (NEXT TO DRIVE THRU) DIDN’T GET PLACED DEEP ENOUGH. AS IT TURNS OUT THE PIPE AND BOX CANNOT GO ANY DEEPER ANYWAY DUE TO THE CONNECTION POINT IN THE MAIN LINE ON HIGH STREET, SO IT WOULDN’T HAVE MADE ANY DIFFERENCE. SO THEY NEED TO COME UP WITH A PLAN TO REDUCE THE PONDING NEXT TO THE DRIVE THRU REAR EXIT.

OPITON ONE- ADD A 4” TILE OUT OF THE BOX TO A SMALL 8” PLASTIC TYPE GRATE TO DRAIN THE SMALL AMOUNT OF WATER.

OPTION TWO- CUT A WINDOW IN THE SIDE OF THE BOX AND RE-GRADE THE SMALL AREA TO DRAIN BACK TO IT.

SUBMISSION OD DRAINAGE PHASE 3 NEXT YEAR
APPLICATION APPROVED FOR 2011 CONSTRUCTION GRANT

LMI SURVEY FOR THE BENEFIT AREA IS 57%

THE VILLAGE HAS BEEN APPROVED FOR THE THIRD PHASE OF THE DRAINAGE PROJECT FOR $70,721.55 GRANT.

APPROXIMATELY $11K SHOULD BE ALLOCATED FOR THE PLAN MOD’S, AS BUILT SURVEY, AND CASUAL INSPECTION.

INITIAL SUBMISSION FOR INFRASTRUCTURE WAS MADE IN 2010 FOR 2011 WORK.

THE TOTAL OF THIS YEAR’S IMPROVEMENT ARE:

TOTAL ALLOWABLE IS $500,000, PLUS $50,000 FOR EDUCATION EACH YEAR.

YOUR APP WAS $475,094.00, THIS INCLUDES ENGINEERING, INSPECTION, SURVEY, CONSTRUCTION AND ENVIRONMENTAL.

WWTP

BLOWER AND POST AIR ADDITION TO WWTP, SAVED THE VILLAGE THOUSANDS OF DOLLARS BY DOING THE WORK WITH ADR EMPLOYEES TO CREATE SIMPLE BLOWER AND POST AIR WEIRS TO INCREASE DO ON DISCHARGE.

ARRANGED THE MOBIL BELT PRESSING OF 154,000 GALLONS OF WASTEWATER TO REMEDY THE F/M RATIO WITHIN THE WWTP. AS  THE VILLAGE IS STILL GETTING THE MASI REPORTS IT APPEARS TO HAVE BOUGHT THE VILLAGE SOME TIME TO LOOK INTO SOMETHING MORE PERMAMENT.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING AND DARLA COZZENS DID NOT HAVE A REPORT.

GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: THEY DISCUSSED THE DOG SITUATION AND THE VILLAGE.

APPEALS BOARD AS NEEDED: ZONING AND FLOOD PLAIN MANAGEMENT. NO REPORT.
