CITIZEN’S REPORT: NEW RESIDENTS IN THE VILLAGE CAME TO THE COUNCIL MEETING. THEY LIVE ACROSS FROM THE HANOVER CHURCH.
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  MR. BINDLEY TOLD THE COUNCIL MEMBERS THAT UNDER NEW BUSINESS THEY WILL BE VOTING ON ORDINANCE 2010-9 AND RESOLUTION 1-2010.

HE ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE BILL WE GOT FROM MARK GARDNER ABOUT THE PROSECUTING BILLTHAT THE VILLAGE RECEIVED. HE SAID SINCE WE DO NOT HAVE ANY POLICE PROTECTION IN THE VILLAGE THIS CAN HAPPEN. THIS IS ACCORDING TO STATE CODE. IF SOMEONE IS PROSECUTED AND THEY CONTEST THIS, WE WILL PAY THE BILL, IF IN OUR VILLAGE.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIR’S:  BILL ENGLER AND JIM HAMBY REPORTED THAT AT THE NEXT MEETING, THEY WILL PRESENT THE COUNCIL WITH  A RESOLUTION FOR PUTTING THE PERSON WHO RUNS THE PLANT, WILL BE PUT UP FOR BID. THIS WILL PROBABLY BE DONE ON A MONTH TO MONTH BASIS.

A MEETING WILL BE HELD TO SEE HOW THE FINANCING IS COMING ALONG ON THE ENTERPRISE FUND. IT WAS DECIDED THAT WE CANNOT WAIT UNTIL BILL FRY COMES BACK FROM FLORIDA.

THE MAYOR ALSO SAID HE WANTS THE BPA TO GIVE TO COUNCIL A RESOLUTION ON WHEN THE 5,000.00 SHOULD BE PAID. THEY BELIEVE THIS SHOULD BE PAID WHEN THE ZONING PERMIT IS ISSUED. THIS SHOULD ALSO BE PUT ON THE WEB PAGE, SO EVERYONE WILL UNDERSTAND THIS.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR COULD NOT BE AT THE MEETING, BUT GREGG LANDEFELD WAS AT THE MEETING AND GAVE THE FOLLOWING REPORT.

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 1

PROJECT COMPLETE

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 2- WHEN WILL THEY BE ABLE TO START ON THIS?

THE VLLAGE HAS BEEN APPROVED FOR THE SECOND PHASE OF THE DRAINAGE PROJECT FOR $70,100 GRANT. BELOW IS AN ESIMATED TIMELINE FROM THE COUNTY.

SEPTEMBER 2009: COUNTY RECEIVES GRANT AGREEMENT.

OCTOBER-DECEMBER 2009: COUNTY CONDUCTS ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW AND REQUEST OF FUNDS.

JANUARY-MARCH 2010: ENGINEERING CAN BE COMPLETED BY THE VILLAGE.

APRIL-MAY 2010: COUNTY CAN BID THE PROJECT.

JUNE-AUGUST 2010: CONSTRUCTION OF STORM DRAINAGE SYSTEM ON SOUTH NEW HOME DRIVE, SOUTH DARLA DRIVE AND WEST HIGH STREET.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE MONEY THE VILLAGE NEEDS TO COME UP WITH AND THE CLERK SAID SHE REALLY DOESN’T KNOW IF WE WILL HAVE THE 11,000.00 FOR THIS.

MR. BINDLEY SAID HE WOULD HATE TO SEE THE VILLAGE LOOSE THIS GRANT.

THEY MAYOR SAID WE WOULD LOOK AT THIS IN A COUPLE MONTHS. THE CLERK SAID WE NEED TO REMEMBER THAT WE OWE THE PAYMENT TO THE BANK IN JULY OF 2010 WHICH IS AROUND 26,000.00.
THE MAYOR ALSO TALKED ABOUT FIXING HAMBY’S PROBLEM AT THEIR RESIDENCE.

WWTP OPERATION

SLUDGE HAULING

ADR ENGINEERING REPORTED THAT 20,000 OF SLUDGE HAS BEEN HAULED AS OF 1/7/2010. THEY SAID THIS MADE A LARGE DENT % OF SOLIDS WITHIN THE PLANT. THEY ARE MEASURING THE SOLIDS REMAINING TO SEE IF THEY NEED TO PULL OUT MORE OVER THE REMAINDER OF THE WEEK. IF SO, THEY WILL ARANGE FOR ANOTHER HAUL TO BE DONE.

THEY ARE ALSO LOOKING AT DEWATERING SLUDGE CENTRIFUGE COMPONENT TO CREATE A DRY SLUDGE MATERIAL THAT CAN GO TO THE LANDFILL. THIS WILL CREATE A DRY SLUDGE MATERIAL THAT CAN GO TO THE LANDFILL. THIS WILL DECREASE THE YEARLY COST OF SLUDGE DISPOSAL SINCE THE VILLAGE IS NOT PAYING FOR WATER.

OM BUDGET

ADR ENGINEERING WOULD LIKE TO MEET WITH BPA TO LOOK AT O/M BUDGET FOR 2010. THEY WILL NEED ALL THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE AND RECEIVABLE FOR THE CAPITOL ACCOUNT (SEWER ACCOUNT) SO THEY CAN ESTIMATE NEXT YEAR’S BUDGET.
THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE NOTE THAT JEFF CARR SENT TO SCOTT AND KERRI POSTLE. THEY EXPLAINED TO THEM WHAT WAS GOING ON AT THE PLANT AND THEY OFFERED TO GIVE THEM A CHANCE TO VISIT THE PLANT.

MR. POSTLE HAS BEEN TAKING PICTURES OF THE WATER IN THE CREEK AND REPORTING ON THIS.

MR. POSTLE HAS BEEN PROTESTING THE PLANT AND EPA HAS SUGGESTED THAT WE TRY TO SHOW HIM WHAT IS BE DOING AT THE PLANT.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: THE PRESIDENT OF THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER FIRE DEPARTMENT WAS AT THE MEETING AND REPORTED THAT THEY WERE ABLE TO COVER 100 PERCENT OF THEIR RUNS ON 2009. THE DEPARTMENT IS GROWING,THEY HAVE 44 VOLUNTEERS AND TEN PART TIMERS.

THEY HAVE A NEW GRASS TRUCK.

HE REPORTED THAT BRIAN SPELLMAN GOT THEM 10 NEW PACKS THAT WERE DONATED FOR THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.
HE WILL TAKE THE CONTRACT TO THE FIRE CHIEF TO SIGN AND RETURN IT TO THE CLERK. THEY WILL ALSO GET A COPY TO KEEP ON THIS FOR THEIR RECORDS.

HE ALSO SAID IF THE COUNCIL OR THE MAYOR HAS ANY REQUEST FOR THE FIRE DEPARTMENT TO DO, TO LET THEM KNOW.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  KEN CAMPBELL TALKED ABOUT THE SNOW BILLS WE HAVE RECEIVED. HE HAD A MEETING WITH VALLEY MAINTENANCE AND THEY WILL NOT BE DOING WORK ON THE ROADS UNLESS WE HAVE MORE THAN TWO INCHES OF SNOW AND ONLY ONE  TRUCK.

THE BILLS WILL BE SUBMITTED ON THE 15TH AND THE 30TH OF THE MONTH FOR PAYMENT.

THEY CLERK WILL PAY FOR HALF OF THE SALT NOW AND THE OTHER HALF AT THE END OF THE MONTH.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEITH MARINIK, JUST FOUND OUT THAT HE IS ON THE PLANNING COMMISSION, HE TALKED ABOUT NEEDING MORE PEOPLE ON THE PLANNING COMMISSION. 

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT:  TOM FREDERICK REPORTED TO COUNCIL THAT MR. CHESTERSON,HAD CANCELLED HIS APPLICATION ON THE PROPERTY TO CHANGE IT FROM RESIDENTIAL TO BUSINESS.

HE REPORTED THAT HE HAD MEET WITH MR. WOLFORD AND HAD ISSUED A ZONING PERMIT FOR THAT PROPERTY.

HE ALSO REPORTED HE HAD SENT DALLAS KRAMER A LETTER ABOUT CLEANING HIS PROPERTY UP AND GETTING RID OF ALL THE CARS AT HIS RESIDENCE ON THE CORNER OF VALLEY BLVD AND MEADOW DRIVE. HE WILL HAVE UNTIL THE 24TH OF JANUARY TO RESPOND TO THIS.

THE ZONING MAP IS READY AND THEY WILL SIGN THIS. A COPY WILL BE PUT ON THE WALL SO PEOPLE WILL KNOW THIS IS THE CORRECT COPY TO LOOK AT. THEY WILL ASK BRIAN DIXON TO STOP IN AND SIGN THIS.
STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PLAN: MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT THE STREAM WALK (MS4) THEY DO EVERY YEAR. LAST YEAR HE DID IT AND TOOK PICTURES. THIS INVOLVES THE ARMY CORP OF ENGINEERS.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING HAD NO REPORT.
GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE REPORT:  THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT THE DOGS IN THE VILLAGE, AND WE NEED TO DO SOMETHING ABOUT THIS.
