LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE:

 THE CLERK RECEIVED A LETTER FROM THE DIVISION OF LIQUOR CONTROL ABOUT 2730 W HIGH STREET. THE LETTER WAS ASKING THE VILLAGE IF THEY WOULD LIKE A HEARING ON THIS? MR. BINDLEY SAID HE AS A LAWYER HAS NOT HAD MUCH LUCK WITH HEARINGS ON THIS.

 MAYOR FLOWERS ASKED CARL HAINS IF HE THOUGHT THE GAS STATION WAS WITHIN 1,000 FEET OF THE CHURCH? HE SAID HE HAD BOUGHT THE PROPERTY AND HE HAS SOMEONE INTERESTED IN LEASING THE PROPERTY AND WOULD LIKE TO PUT IN A SPORTS BAR. MR. HAINS SAID HE WAS TOLD EVERYTHING WAS OKAY ON THE AREA FOR THE LIQUOR PERMIT. CARL HAINS ALSO SAID HE IS TRYING TO GET TWO OTHER BUSINESSES DOWN THERE, MAYBE A SUBWAY OR A CAR WASH.
THE MAYOR ASKED IF THE INTERESTED PARTY COULD GIVE THE VILLAGE A LETTER OF WHAT THE OHIO DIVISION OF LIQUOR TOLD HIM. THE MAYOR SAID WE COULD PUT THAT WITH OUT RECORDS.

THE CLERK SAID THIS NEEDS TO BE SENT BACK IN BY THE 20TH OF JANUARY 2009, SAYING WHETHER THEY WANT A HEARING OR NOT.

THEY MAYOR SAID HE WANTS TO MAKE SURE THAT COUNCIL KNOWS WHAT THIS MEANS. IF THEY DECIDE NOT TO GO FOR A HEARING, THEN THE INDIVIDUAL INTERESTED WOULD BE ALLOWED TO GO AHEAD WITH THEIR PLANS FOR THE SPORTS BAR.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THERE IS A LIMITATION ON HOW MANY CAN HAVE PERMITS IN AREAS.

THE MAYOR SAID THE COUNCIL MEMBERS COULD STATE HOW THEY FEEL ABOUT THIS OR THEY COULD DO A ROLL CALL VOTE.

MAYOR FLOWERS TOLD CARL HAINS HE THOUGHT AS LONG AS HE OWNED THE PROPERTY, THE VILLAGE WOULD NOT HAVE TO WORRY ABOUT THIS BUT IF SOMEONE ELSE BOUGHT THE PROPERTY, HE DIDN’T WANT THIS TO TURN INTO A BAR WITH NO POLICE PROTECTION.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE ZONING IN THE VILLAGE.

COUNCIL DECIDED DUE TO THE MONEY ISSUES WE DID NOT HAVE THE MONEY TO PURSUE THIS.

FOR THE RECORD THE MAYOR SAID THEY WOULD HAVE A MOTION FROM COUNCIL WHETHER THEY WANT TO HAVE THE HEARING OR NOT.
BRIAN DIXON MADE A MOTION NOT TO WASTE THE MONEY TO REQUEST A HEARING. JACK CONARD SECONDED THIS MOTION.

BRIAN DIXON MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY JACK CONARD.

JACK CONARD MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY SUE SPAULDING.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

THE CLERK ASKED COUNCIL IF WE WERE GOING TO GET A NEW CONTRACT WITH ADR AS SHE UNDERSTOOD THE COST OF THE TREATMENT PLANT OPERATIONS WAS TO GO DOWN. THEY SAID SHE SHOULD CHECK WITH JEFF CARR ON THIS AND SHE SAID SHE WOULD.

THE ATTORNEY SAID WE SHOULD RECEIVE A WORK ORDER ON THIS.

MAYOR FLOWERS BROUGHT UP THAT WE HAVE NOT RECEIVED ANY MONEY FROM THE INSURANCE COMPANY IN REGARD TO THE SEWER PLANT. THE CLERK SAID SHE WOULD CHECK WITH JEFF CARR AS THEY WERE WORKING WITH THE INSURANCE COMPANY ON THIS AND IF JEFF WAS NOT WORKING WITH THEM NOW ON THIS THE CLERKWOULD CALL THE INSURANCE COMPANY AND SEE HOW THINGS ARE GOING ON THIS.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: NO ONE IN ATTENDANCE HAD ANYTHING TO DISCUSS.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY TALKED ABOUT THE RECOMMENDATION FROM THE PLANNING COMMISSION ON THE ZONING FOR LICKING VALLEY ELEMENTARY, MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOLS. THIS WILL BE AGRICULTURE.

COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR DECIDED TO HAVE THE SECOND READING ON THE 2008-19 WHICH IS AN ORDINANCE TO DECLARE THE ZONING CLASSIFICATION FOR 183.504 ACRES MORE OR LESS IN REGARD TO THE PETITION FILED BY JO LYNN  TORBERT AGENT FOR LICKING VALLEY SCHOOLS.
ALSO THE SECOND READING ON 2008-20 ORDINANCE TO DECLARE THE ZONING CLASSIFICATION FOR 33.087 ACRES MORE OR LESS IN REGARD TO THE PETITION FILED BY JO LYNN TORBERT AGENT FOR LICKING VALLEY SCHOOLS.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS:  BILL ENGLER REPORTED THAT JIM HAMBY IS OUT OF THE NURSING HOME AND HOPES HE IS DOING BETTER.

DARLA COZZENS SAID JANE HAMBY WOULD LIKE THE MAYOR, COUNCIL AND THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS ON JANUARY 28TH AT 7PM TO PRESENT THE CITIZEN OF THE YEAR TO JIM HAMBY.

MR. BINDLAY ASKED BILL ENGLER TO GIVE HIM A LIST OF THE ONES WHO ARE NOT HOOKED UP AND HE WILL DRAFT A LETTER TO THEM.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICK ASKED THAT HIS PHONE NUMBER ON THE PHONE DIRECTOR BE 349-1992.

CONSULTING ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR WAS UNABLE TO BE AT THE MEETING. COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT THE DITCHING AND HOW IN THE GENERAL FUND WE DO NOT HAVE MUCH MONEY FOR THIS, BUT HAVE SET ASIDE WHAT THE VILLAGE NEEDS TO PAY FOR THE GRANT. THE MAYOR SAID THEY WOULD TALK WITH JEFF CARR ON THIS AND HOW THEY WILL GET PAID WHEN WE GET THE GRANT MONEY.
A QUESTION WAS ASKED BY CARL HAINS IF THE VILLAGE IS HAVING ALL THE ENGINEERING WORK DONE BY ADR & ASSOCIATES, WHAT DEGREE DOES JEFF CARR HAVE? IS HE A FULL ENGINEEER OR IS HE IN TRAINING TO BECOME AN ENGINEER.

MR. BINDLEY SAID WE HAVE HIRED THE FIRM OF ADR ENGINEERING TO DO THE VILLAGE WORK BY AN ORDINANCE. MR. BINDLEY SAID JEFF CARR IS A REPRESENTATIVE OF ADR ENGINEERING.

 CARL HAINS SAYS HE IS DOING SOME OTHER DESIGNS IN THE VILLAGE AND HAS BEEN ASKED BY OTHERS IF JEFF CARR IS AN ENGINEER.

THE MAYOR SAID WE SHOULD CHECK WITH DOUG MILL TO FIND OUT JEFF CARR’S TITLE AND QUALIFICATIONS.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING FROM THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

STREET COMMISSION REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL SAID HE THOUGHT THE SNOW REMOVAL WAS GOING WELL. HE HAD NOT RECEIVED ANY COMPLAINTS.

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT: THIS WAS COVERED IN PREVIOUS DISCUSSIONS.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT REPORT: NO REPORT
GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  SUE SPAULDING DID NOT HAVE A REPORT.

GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: NO REPORT

APPEALS BOARD: NO REPORT

MAYOR’S MINUTE: MAYOR FLOWERS HANDED OUT THE NEW PHONE DIRECTORY FOR THE YEAR OF 2009. IT LIST DUTIES AND PHONE NUMBERS AND HE SAID IF SOMEONE HAD A PROBLEM WITH THIS TO LET HIM KNOW.

TRASH ORDINANCE WHICH WAS APPROVED EARLIER IN THE MEETING.

RECREATIONAL LOT FROM CARL HAINS

NEW BUSINESS: THE MAYOR SAID WE HAD ALREADY DONE THE LEGISLATION THAT NEED PASSED AT THE MEETING.

CARL HAINS ASKED IF HE COULD HAVE PUT IN THE MINUTES THE FOLLOWING: HE HAS ACQUIRED A PERMIT FROM THE ARMY CORP OF ENGINEERS. THIS IS BEING DONE BY THEIR SPECIFICATIONS AND THEY SAID IT IS ONE OF THE NICEST JOBS THAT THEY HAVE SEEN. HE ALSO HAD ACQUIRED A PERMIT FROM THE MAYOR ON THIS. HE SAID NO ONE HAS COME TO HIM AND SAID HE IS DOING ANYTHING WRONG, BUT HAS HEARD RUMORS. ODNR SAID HE NEEDS TO GET ANOTHER PERMIT. HE HAS HIRED AN ENGINEERING FIRM AND HE WILL GET THEM THE REST OF THE INFORMATION THAT THEY NEED.
THE MAYOR SAID HE IS THE FLOOD PLAN MANAGER FOR THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER. HE DID ISSUE CARL HAINS A PERMIT TO DO THE WORK HE IS DOING. WHAT CARL HAINS HAS DONE MAY BE COVERED IN HIS MINING PERMIT. THE MAYOR SAID WHAT CARL HAINS HAS DONE HAS HELPED THE VILLAGE OUT A LOT.

MR. FREDERICK SAID HE WOULD HELP ON THIS.

A MOTION TO ADJOURN WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING AND SECONDED BY JACK CONARD.
