A MOTION TO SEND THE B ILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WAS ISSUED BY KEN CAMPBELL, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY DARLA COZZENS. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: SEVERAL RESIDENTS ARE CONCERNED ABOUT THE HOME ON VALLEY BLVD WHICH HAS NUMEROUS DOGS AND WHAT CAN BE DONE ABOUT IT.   
 A RESIDENT IS CONCERNED ABOUT THERE BEING 22 DOGS AT ONE HOME. SHE SAID THEY ARE NOW MOVING CLOSER TO HER PROPERTY. SHE IS NOT HAPPY ABOUT THE NEW FENCE THEY ARE PUTTING UP.

TOM FREDERICK , SAID THE WAY THE ZONING IS WRITTEN THERE IS NOT MUCH WE CAN DO ABOUT THIS.

THEY DECIDED TO CHECK WITH JOHN SILVA AND TOM SAID THEY SSUGGESTED HE SHOULD TALK WITH THE ANIMAL CONTROL OFFICIER MR MOORE SAID HE WOULD TRY TO  CHECK THIS OUT ON FRIDAY.

TOM SAID HE COULD SEE NO OUTSIDE PENS ON THE PROPERTY.

HE ALSO REPORTED THEY DO HAVE A KENNEL LICENSE. THE RESIDENT AT THE MEETING SAID SHE WAS TOLD IF THEY HAVE A KENNEL LICENSE THEN THEY SHOULD BE SELLING THE DOGS.
THE ATTORNEY MR. BINDLEY SAID HE DOESN’T THINK WE CANNOT DO MUCH AND IT WOULD BE TOUGH PROSECUTING THEM.

MRS. HAMBY SAID HER SISTER IS HAVING TROUBLE WITH DOGS THAT WILL NOT LET HER COME OUT OF HER HOME. THEY HAVE CALLED THE DOG CATCHER ON THIS.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY DID NOT HAVE A REPORT, BUT DID SAY THAT COUNCIL WILL BE VOTING ON A RESOLUTION UNDER NEW BUSINESS.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY REPORTED THAT THE TUNNEL NEEDS TO BE CLEANED UP. THEY WILL CONTACT KEITH MARINIK ON THIS.
BILL ENGLER REPORTED THAT AT THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS MEETING THEY DISCUSSED PUTTING A LATE CHARGE ON PEOPLE WHO ARE BEHIND IN THEIR PAYMENTS.

BILL ALSO REPORTED THE UV LIGHTS WILL NOT NEED TO BE DONE NOW BUT NEXT YEAR SOMETIME.

HE REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN SAID THEY HAD ONE VIOLATION FROM EPA FOR SEPTEMBER, 2010.

DUE TO THE SHORTAGE OF MONEY IN THE ENTERPRISE FUND THEY ARE GOING TO ASK OHIO WATER DEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY IF THEY CAN EXTEND THE LOAN FOR A YEAR OR MAYBE CONTACT RCAPS ABOUT A LOAN EXTENSION, OR ANY HELP THEY COULD GET TO HELP THE VILLAGE OUT.

THEY ALSO REPORTED THEY DID AN AUDIT OF THE HOMES IN HANOVER AND FOUND SOME WHICH WERE NOT ON THE BILLING SYSTEM. THEY ARE NOW ON THE BILLING SYSTEM. THEY ARE WORKING ON A FIVE YEAR FORECAST, EVEN THOUGH THEY HAVE ONLY BE IN BUSINESS 3 YEARS.

A QUESTION WAS ASKED WHAT IF SOMEONE NEVER PAID WHAT WOULD WE DO? THEY REPORTED ON THE BILLING COMPUTER THAT THEY CAN RUN A REPORT ON THE ADDRESS OF EACH STREET.

IF SOMEONE DOES NOT SIGN UP, THEY CAN BE CHARGED BACK TO THE TIME THEY MOVED IN.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR WAS NOT AT THE MEETING.

FIRE DEPARTMENT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE FROM THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THEY ARE TRYING TO GET THE PAVING DONE ON HAINSVIEW DRIVE BY THE HIGH SCHOOL. THE MAYOR SAID IF NOT DONE NOW THEY WILL WAIT UNTIL SPRING ON THIS.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE LOT AT THE FIRE HOUSE  AND IS THAT GOING TO BE LEVELED OFF WHEN THEY DITCHING IS DONE.

DARLA COZZENS REPORTED SHE GOT THE NUMBERS OFF THE LIGHT POLES THAT ARE NOT WORKING AND GAVE THEM TO TH E CLERK TO FAX IN.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICK IS RESIGNING FROM THE VILLAGE ON NOVEMBER 30, 2010.

HE REPORTED HE TALKED TO LANCE KUHLWEIN ABOUT 2 ACRES HE WANTS TO ADD TO THE PLOT.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: KEITH MARINIK WAS NOT AT THE MEETING.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THAT 2 MORE TABLES WERE DESTROYED AT THE PARK SHE GOT RID OF THE WEEDS AT THE PARK.
