MINUTES OF THE SEPTEMBER, 2008 MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED. AFTER DISCUSSION MAYOR FLOWERS SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

2. OPERS LETTER IN REGARD TO DAVID LESSER WHICH WAS DECLINED AS INELIGIBLE.

3. OHIO DEPARTMENT OF DEVELOPMENT WHICH REFER TO A SINGLE AUDIT FOR 2007. THE CLERK CALLED HIM AND HE SAID TO WRITE TO THEM AND STATE THAT WE ARE AUDITED EVERY TWO YEARS.

4. HANLEY PRINT PROMOTIONS PRICES ON ORDERING CHECKS AND ENVELOPES.

5. THE MAYOR REPORTED HE HAD RECEIVED A CONTRACT THAT HE HAS SIGNED WITH WASTE MANAGEMENT AS WE ARE GOING TO A 90 GALLON DUMPSTER AT THE WWTP.

6. THE MAYOR ALSO RECEIVED E-MAILS FROM BIG O AND RUMPKE WHICH SAYS THEY WANT TO KNOW WHEN WE ARE GOING TO BID ON THE TRASH CONTRACT FOR THE VILLAGE.
7. LETTER ABOUT RALPH WRIGHT’S PROPERTY WHICH WAS SENT TO THE MAYOR BY A NEIGHBOR AND THEY ALSO SENT PICTURES ON THIS.

CLERK’S TREASURER REPORT: THE CLERK READ BEGINNING AND ENDING TOTALS ON THE FOLLOWING ACCOUNTS. GENERAL, STREET, FIRE, CAPITOL AND CASH JOURNAL SUMMARY. THE TOTALS AGREE WITH THE BANK STATEMENT.

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: JACK CONARD REPORTED THAT KEN CAMPBELL HAD ASKED HIM ABOUT PURCHASING SALT AND HE SAID HE HAD TALKED TO THE CLERK AND THEY WILL LOOK TO SEE WHEN IT WAS BOUGHT LAST YEAR.

WE NEED TO WATCH THE STREET FUND VERY CLOSELY. HE SAID TO WATCH YOUR SPENDING.

JACK CONARD ASKED IF SOMEONE HAS NOT HOOKED ON TO THE SEWER ARE THEY NOW SUBJECT TO A 5,000.00 CHARGE FOR THIS.THE MAYOR  SAID THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS SHOULD ANSWER THIS. THE ONLY ONES SO FAR HAVE BEEN THE ONES IN FORECLOSURE AND THIS DOES NOT APPLY TO THIS.

A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WAS ISSUED BY KEN CAMPBELL AND SECONDED BY JACK CONARD.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY JACK GARBER AND SECONDED BY BRIAN DIXON.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT:   IT WAS REPORTED THAT THE STREETS LOOK NICE SINCE THEY HAVE BEEN PAVED.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY REPORTED THAT THE ANNEXATION HAS BEEN TAKEN CARE OF. HE HAD QUITE A TIME IN GETTING THIS DONE. NEW REGULATIONS HAVE CAUSED CONCERNS WHICH WE HAVE NO CONTROL OVER.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS:   JIM HAMBY, BILL FRY AND BILL ENGLER WERE AT THE MEETING AND JIM HAMBY REPORTED THEY ARE CONCERNED ABOUT THE PEOPLE NOT PAYING ON THEIR SEWER BILLS.

JEFF CARR EXPLAINED THAT BILL FRY, BILL ENGLER, JACK CONARD MR. BINDLEY AND THE CLERK MET AT ADR ENGINEERING AND WENT OVER THE COSTS AT THE PLANT AND WHAT WE COULD DO TO LOWER SOME OF THE COST.

THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS DID LOOK INTO PUTTING OUT BIDS FOR THE OPERATIONS, BUT SINCE THIS WAS LOWERED BY ADR ENGINEERING, THEY ARE STAYING WITH THEM FOR ANOTHER YEAR.

JEFF HAD A SPREAD SHEET SHOWING HOW MUCH IT COST FOR THE UTILITIES AND OTHER COSTS ASSOCIATED WITH THE PLANT.

THEY HAVE HIRED ANOTHER PERSON TO RUN THE PLANT AND WILL BE ABLE TO LOWER THE COST OF THE DAY TO DAY OPERATIONS, WHICH WILL HELP THE VILLAGE WITH COSTS. 
THEY ARE GOING TO TRY SOME OTHER THINGS TO GET THE ELECTRIC DOWN.

BILL ENGLER, REPORTED THAT HE HAD SENT OUT 23 LETTERS TO THE ONES NOT HOOKED UP AND THEY HAVE UNTIL 1/1/2009 AND THEN THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT WILL GET INVOLVED IN THIS. THEY ALSO TOLD THEM THERE IS STILL LOW INCOME LOANS IF THEY WANT TO APPLY ON THIS.

JACK CONARD SAID HE THOUGHT JEFF CARR AND THE CLERK HAD DONE A GOOD JOB GETTING THIS ALL TOGETHER FOR THE MEETING ABOUT THE SEWER COSTS.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: STEVE SIDWELL WAS UNABLE TO ATTEND THE MEETING, THEREFORE THERE WAS NO REPORT FOR ZONING. THE MAYOR DID REMIND COUNCIL THAT STEVE SIDWELL WILL BE  RESIGNING AT THE END OF THE YEAR, AND IF THEY KNEW OF SOMEONE TO LET HIM KNOW. THE MAYOR SAID HE KNEW OF MAYBE 3 PEOPLE WHO MIGHT BE INTERESTED IN THE JOB.
ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR WAS AT THE MEETING AND HAD THE FOLLOWING TO REPORT ON:

JEFF CARR SAID HE WANTED TO TALK ABOUT THE STOP LIGHT FIRST. HE SAID SINCE THE LIGHT HAD BEEN SAGGING THE TRUCK THAT WENT THROUGH HAD KNOCKED IT DOWN AND MADE IT INOPERABLE.

HE SAID LICKING COUNTY HAS AGREED TO COME OUT AND DO AN IMPACT STUDY FREE OF CHARGE TO SEE IF THE VILLAGE REALLY NEEDS THE TRAFFIC LIGHT AT ALL. THIS WILL DECIDE IF YOU WANT TO TAKE IT DOWN. THIS WILL ALSO TELL YOU HOW THE TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENT GRANT WILL COME OUT. IF THE WARRANT SAYS YOU CAN’T PUT A LIGHT IN, STATE MONEY WILL NOT FUND IT. THIS COULD END UP BEING A 4 WAY STOP OR A 2 WAY STOP.

DARLA COZZENS ASKED A QUESTION ABOUT HOW MUCH DOES IT COST A MONTH TO OPERATE THIS ? DARLA SAID IT IS WORKING WELL WITHOUT THE LIGHT OPERATING. NO ONE SAID THEY HAVE SEEN A BACK-UP OF TRAFFIC SO FAR. IT WAS DECIDED TO HAVE THIS STUDY DONE. CARL HAINS SAID HE WILL FIX THIS TEMPORARILY AND WAIT UNTIL NEXT YEAR TO BE PAID FOR THIS.

THE COST OF THIS LIGHT PER MONTH IS AROUND 30.00 PER MONTH.

ITEMS OF INTEREST

PAVING PROJECT

MOST STREET HAVE BEEN COMPLETED

LOOKS LIKE THEY WILL BE AT LEAST 100 TONS HEAVY.

THEY HAVE A FEW OPTIONS

REMOVE ALTA AND ERIC WHICH WERE PAVED LAST YEAR, THIS WOULD COV ER THE DIFFERENCE

REMOVE ALL OF PHASE 3 AND DO MORE ON HAINSVIEW DRIVE. MEANING THEY COULD GO FURTHER SOUTH ON THE MAIN ROAD DOWN TO CARL’S ENTRANCE.

 THE MAYOR SAID WHEN THE PEOPLE VOTED ON THE PAVING IT WAS ALL THE STREETS AND HE THINKS IT SHOULD BE FOR ALL THE STREETS. HE SAID IF THE STREETS ARE NOT DONE THEN HE WILL RESIGN AS HE DOES NOT WANT THE PHONE CALLS ON THIS. HE SUGGESTED WE GO TO CLEARVIEW  HEIGHTS AND NOT PUT ON AS HEAVY AS THEY HAD ORIGINALLY PLANNED AND THIS WILL HELP DO ALL THE AREAS.

CHESTER FLOWERS ASKED WHY ARE SOME STREETS WIDER THAN OTHER ONES ?  HE THOUGHT SOME COULD BE CUT DOWN SO THIS WOULD ALLOW FOR ALL THE PAVING TO BE DONE.
THE MAYOR ASKED IF THEY COULD NOT DO SOME STREETS IN CLEARVIEW ? THEY TALKED ABOUT NOT DOING FLOWERS DRIVE. THE MAYOR SAID HE WOULD RATHER HAINSVIEW BE DONE AND NOT FLOWERS DRIVE IF THAT WHAT NEEDS TO BE DONE.

JEFF CARR SAYS HE WOULD KNOW THE NEXT DAY HOW THIS WAS GOING TO GO.

JACK CONARD, ASKED IF GAS PRICES COME DOWN, WOULD SHELLY’S PRICE COME DOWN ON THE PAVING.

WWTP OPERATION

GOING WELL

NEW PROPOSAL FOR OPERATIONS WILL BE SUBMITTED FOR NEXT COUNCIL MEETING.
JEFF CARR TALKED ABOUT THE HMI GOING OUT AGAIN DUE TO THE RAIN. THEY HAVE TALKED TO KRUGER ABOUT THIS AND THEY WILL PROVIDE A NEW NEMA 4X BOX AND MOUNT IT TO PREVENT ANY MORE WATER PENETRATION.
