THE HANOVER VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETING WAS CALLED TO ORDER BY MAYOR DUANE H. FLOWERS AT 6:30 P.M. HE GAVE THE INVOCATION AND BRIAN DIXON LED US IN THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

MINUTES OF LAST MEETING: THE MINUTES OF THE NOVEMBER 2008 MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED. BEING NO CORRECTIONS THE MAYOR SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE: 

1. RECEIVED AN INVITATION TO A HOLIDAY OPEN HOUSE AT ADR ENGINEERING ON DECEMBER 12TH FROM 12PM TO 3PM, LOCATED AT 88 WEST CHURCH STREET, NEWARK, OHIO. JEFF CARR ASKED HOW MANY THOUGHT THEY COULD ATTEND.
2. RECEIVED A LETTER ABOUT A BANKRUPTCY OF CHONG JACKSON.

3. THE MAYOR SAID AFTER CHRISTMAS YOU CAN PUT YOUR LIVE TREES AT THE STORE IN HANOVER FOR DISPOSAL.

4. THE MAYOR RECEIVED A LETTER FROM METROPOLITAN AND ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES STATING WHAT THEY SPECIALIZE IN.
5. THE MAYOR RECEIVED INFORMATION FROM RUMPKE WHICH IS WANTING THE VILLAGE TO LET THEM KNOW WHEN WE GO TO BID FOR ONE TRASH COMPANY IN THE VILLAGE. HE ALSO RECEIVED INFORMATION FROM BIG O COMPANY.

CLERK’S TREASURER’S REPORT: THE CLERK READ BEGINNING AND ENDING TOTALS FOR THE FOLLOWING ACCOUNTS. GENERAL, STREET, FIRE, CAPITOL PROJECT AND CASH JOURNAL SUMMARY. THESE TOTALS AGREE WITH THE BANK STATEMENT.

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: JACK CONARD REPORTED THAT THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WILL MEET AT THE VILLAGE HALL ON DECEMBER 13TH AT 9 AM FOR THE BUDGET MEETING FOR 2009.

JACK TOLD BRIAN DIXON THAT THEY WILL BE BUDGETING FOR THE GRANT WHICH IS THE STORM WATER GRANT. THE VILLAGE CONTRIBUTION WILL NEED TO BE 10,800.00. THIS IS AN 89,000.00 STORM GRANT.

JACK TOLD KENNY SINCE WE HAVE NOT RECEIVED THE BILL FROM THE COUNTY YET, WE WILL GO AHEAD AND PAY ANY SNOW PLOWING OR ICE NOW AND THEN WHEN WE RECEIVE THE BILL, HE WILL TALK TO THEM ABOUT HOLDING OFF PAYING THAT BILL UNTIL WE GET OUR SECOND YEARS TAX MONEY, WHICH WOULD BE OCTOBER, 2009. MR. BINDLEY OUR ATTORNEY SAID HE WOULD GO WITH JACK TO TALK TO THE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS.

BRIAN DIXON MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

SUE SPAULDING MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY JACK CONARD.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT:  THE MAYOR TOLD COUNCIL HE HAD PLANNED ON HONORING JIM HAMBY WITH CITIZEN OF THE YEAR, BUT HE WAS UNABLE TO ATTEND THE MEETING AS HE IS IN THE HOSPITAL.
CARL HAINS WAS AT THE MEETING AND TALKED ABOUT PHASE  4 STREET LIGHTS ARE ALL INSTALLED AND TOLD THE CLERK SHE WILL BE GETTING A NEW BILL FROM THERE. HE TOLD THE ELECTRIC COMPANY HE DID NOT THINK THE VILLAGE SHOULD BE CHARGED AS THE JOB IS NOT COMPLETE AS SOME ARE NOT WORKING. THE CLERK THANKED HIM FOR LETTING HER KNOW.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY HAD NO REPORT EXCEPT TO HAVE A SAFE AND HAPPY HOLIDAY.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIR’S:  BILL ENGLER REPORTED THAT THE AMERICAN LEGION ASKED FOR AN EXTENSION TO GETTING HOOKED UP TO THE SEWER LINES. THE BOARD DECIDED TO GIVE THEM A 2 MONTHS EXTENSION.
BILL FRY AND BILL ENGLER WILL GO TO THE AMERICAN LEGION AND CHECK OUT THE PROBLEM IN THE MORNING.

BILL ENGLER REPORTED THAT ONE PERSON PAID THERE BACK MONEY ON THEIR ACCOUNT FOR THE SEWER, BUT PAID THE AUDITORS OFFICE AND NOT THE VILLAGE. THE VILLAGE WILL NOT GET THAT MONEY UNTIL THEY RELEASE THE OTHER MONEY WHICH WAS PUT ON THE TAXES.

BILL FRY AND BILL ENGLER BOTH WISH JIM HAMBY THE BEST FOR HIM TO GET WELL.

ZONING INSPECTOR REPORT: STEVE SIDWELL WAS NOT AT THE MEETING AND WILL RESIGN AT THE END OF THE YEAR.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR SAID JACK CONARD HAD MENTIONED ABOUT THE BUDGETING FOR THE STORM WATER GRANT. THE GRANT WILL START AT THE CREEK AND GO UP TO THE EVENT CENTER ON BOTH SIDES. IT WILL STOP AND THEN CONTINUE ON ECHO DRIVE AND ROCKY FORK DRIVE,THEN ON TO MEADOW DRIVE  AND FLEMING DRIVE.
THE MAYOR WANTED NAOMI GRIFFITH TO KNOW THEY WILL BE DOING BOTH SIDES OF THE DITCHES AT THE EVENT CENTER. THEY DO NOT HAVE THE PRELIMINARY PLANS DONE YET, BUT WHAT THE VILLAGE WILL DO IS HAVE CARL HAINS AND NAOMI GRIFFITH COME AND LOOK AT THOSE TO SEE WHAT THE VILLAGE IS PLANNING TO DO.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: NO REPORT AS NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE FROM THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED HE FINALIZED THE CONTRACT WITH VALLEY PROPERTY MAINTENANCE.
KEN SAID HE THOUGHT THEY WERE DOING A GOOD JOB IN REGARD TO THE SNOW AND ICE.

PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT:  THE MAYOR REPORTED THE VILLAGE HAS 3 APPLICATIONS FOR THE ZONING INSPECTOR’S JOB. MR. WALKER, MR. MARINIK AND MR. FREDERICKS.

AT THE NEXT PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING THEY WILL SIT DOWN AND GO OVER THE RESUMES AND THEN MAKE A RECOMMENDATION TO COUNCIL.

THE NEXT MEETING IS JANUARY 7TH WHICH IS A SPECIAL MEETING IN WHICH THEY WILL FINISH THE SCHOOL ZONING AND HAVE A PUBLIC MEETING ON THE TRASH CONTRACT.
THEN THEY WILL GO INTO EXECUTIVE SESSION AFTER THAT AND GO OVER THE RESUMES.

THE MAYOR SAID THERE WERE TWO IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING, MR. FREDERICKS AND MR. MARINIK. HE ASKED IF EITHER ONE OF THEM WANTED TO SAY ANYTHING.

MR. FREDERICKS DID TELL COUNCIL HE IS CURRENTLY WORKING IN KIRKERSVILLE, OHIO BUT IF HE GETS THE JOB IN HANOVER HE WILL PROBABLY LEAVE THE JOB IN KIRKERSVILLE.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT REPORT: BRIAN DIXON SAID HE IS BEGGING FOR MONEY FOR NEXT YEAR FOR THE PROJECTS.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.

GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE REPORT:  THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT THE VILLAGE DID NOT HAVE A MEETING ON THE CLEAN UP FOR DECEMBER, BUT THE ATTORNEY MR. BINDLEY IS WORKING WITH THE PROSECUTOR ON A COUPLE WHICH WILL HAVE A CIVIL ACTION. HE  SAID, HE CHECKED WITH THE PROSECUTOR AND HE SHOULD BE CALLING THE MAYOR IN THE NEAR FUTURE. HE SAID THE PROSECUTOR CHARGES 150.00 PER HOUR.
ZONING APPEALS COMMITTEE’S REPORT: NOTHING TO REPORT.

MAYOR’S MINUTE:  THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT HAVING SOME RESIDENTS IN THE COMMUNITY WHICH HAVE LOOKED AT SOME FLOODING ISSUES. THE  MAYOR IS PUTTING TOGETHER A LETTER WHICH WILL GO TO THE ARMY CORP OF ENGINEERS, ODNR AND SOME OF THE CONGRESS PEOPLE ABOUT A MEETING WHICH WILL TAKE PLACE AT THE HIGH SCHOOL ON FEBRUARY 28, 2009.
