CITIZEN’S REPORT: CHESTER FLOWERS SAID ON THE THIRD TUESDAY OF THE MONTH THEY USE THE VILLAGE HALL FOR MUSIC. HE HAS CONTRIBUTED SEVERAL TIMES TO HELP WITH THE COST OF THE BUILDING.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID ORDINANCE 2009-17 WILL BE VOTED ON UNDER NEW BUSINESS. THIS IS ABOUT THE NEW ZONING MAP.

HE ALSO TALKED ABOUT WHAT THE PLANNING COMMISSION WILL BE RECOMENDING ON THE CHESTERSON PROPERTY TO COUNCIL.

THEY ALSO WILL VOTE ON A RESOLUTION, TRANSFERRING MONEY.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL ENGLER REPORTED THAT THE BOARD HAD REVIEWED THE DELIQUENT ACCOUNTS ON THE SEWER. HE SAID JEFF CARR WOULD LIKE TO HAVE A MEETING ON RAISING THE RATES. THEY WILL MONITOR THE SITUATION ON THIS.
ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR COULD NOT BE AT THE MEETING BUT CRAIG LANDEFELD WAS AND REPORTED ON THE FOLLOWING.

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 1

PROJECT COMPLETE, FINAL PAYMENT IS PENDING CDBG.

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 2

ADR WOULD LIKE TO START ON THIS PROJECT IN JANUARY.

THE VILLAGE HAS BEEN APPROVED FOR THE SECOND PHASE OF THE DRAINAGE PROJECT FOR $70,100.00 GRANT. BELOW IS AN ESTIMATED TIMELINE FOR THE COUNTY.

SEPTEMBER 2009 COUNTY RECEIVES GRANT AGREEMENT.

OCTOBER-DECEMBER 2009. COUNTY CONDUCTS ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW AND REQUESTS RELEASE OF FUNDS.

JANUARY-MARCH 2010: COUNTY CAN BID THE PROJECT.

JUNE-AUGUST 2010: CONSTRUCTION OF STORM DRAINAGE SYSTEM ON SOUTH NEW HOME DRIVE, SOUTH DARLA DRIVE AND WEST HIGH STREET.

THE VILLAGE WILL NEED TO HAVE AROUND 11,000.00 FOR THIS PROJECT.

OHIO WARN-A FREE SERVICE THAT THE VILLAGE SHOULD SIGN UP FOR. THIS SERVICE IS A REGISTRY OF OTHER LOCAL MUNICIPAL ENTITIES THAT HAVE RESOURCES THAT CAN HELP YOU IN TIMES OF EMERGENCIES. YOU CAN ALSO LIST EQUIPMENT YOU HAVE THAT CAN ASSIST OTHERS.

WWTP OPERATION

SLUDGE HAULING

WE HAVE BEEN WASTING ON SITE WITH THE BAG. IT IS NEARLY FULL. THEY NEED TO LET IT DRAIN OUT MORE TO EVALUATE THE LEVEL OF SOLIDS WITHIN. THEY WILL CONTINUE TO WORK ON THE SLUDGE WASTING TO GET PLANT LIMITS DOWN TO ACCEPTABLE LEVELS SO IT WILL MAINTAIN ON ITS OWN.

THEY HAVE TALKED TO COSHOCTON WWTP SEVERAL TIMES AND THEY ARE WORKING TO GET THE FINAL THINGS RESOLVED WITH THEM IF WE NEED TO HAUL TO THEM INSTEAD OF NEWARK. COSHOCTON IS ONLY 3.3CENTS/GAL VS THE TEN CENTS TO NEWARK. THEY ALSO GOT A CHEAPER HAULING RATE WITH A 5000 GALLON TANK FROM ZEMBA BROTHERS.

MEETING REQUEST FOR BPA AND ADR TO LOOK AT O/M BUDGET FOR 2010. FOR THIS MEETING THEY WILL NEED ALL THE ACCOUNTS PAYABLE AND RECEIVABLE FOR THE CAPITOL ACCOUNT WHICH IS NOW THE ENTERPRISE FUND SO THEY CAN ESTIMATE NEXT YEAR’S BUDGET. THIS WAS DECIDED THAT WE WILL LOOK AT THIS MORE INTO 2010.
MOR WILL BE MAILED FOR LAST MONTH.

HANOVER 2009 STORM WATER REPORTING

ADR WILL BE COMPLETING THE 2009 STORM WATER REPORT IN THE NEXT WEEK OR TWO AND SUBMITTING TO EPA.

MAYOR FLOWERS ALSO SAID HE HAS BEEN IN CONTACT WITH EPA AND

WE ARE TRYING TO DO EVERYTHING SO WE DO NOT CREATE ANY PROBLEMS.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT CLEANING THE DITCH BY HAMBY’S AND HAIN’S PROPERTY.

CARL HAINS ASKED WHY HE WAS NOT CONTACTED ABOUT THE HAULING OF WASTE. HE WOULD LIKE TO PUT ON A BID ON THIS.

MAYOR FLOWERS SAID WE HAVE BEEN OKAYED 100 PERCENT FOR THE SAFE ROUTES TO SCHOOL.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THE TRAFFIC LIGHTS HAVE BEEN PUT UP.

DARLA COZZENS REPORTED THERE ARE SOME STREET LIGHTS OUT AND SHE WILL TAKE CARE OF THIS.
