CITIZEN’S REPORT:   NOTHING
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY, WAS UNABLE TO ATTEND THE MEETING,
 BUT DID REMIND THE MAYOR THAT THE VILLAGE WILL RECEIVE A BILL FROM THE PROSECUTING ATTORNEY ON THE DOGS AT THE RESIDENCE OF KYLE STOTTS.

THE COUNCIL WILL ALSO BE VOTING ON A COUPLE RESOLUTIONS AND ORDINANCES UNDER NEW BUSINESS.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS:  BILL ENGLER REPORTED TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL THAT HE HAD TALKED TO JEFF CARR ABOUT WHAT KIND OF SYSTEM THE VILLAGE SHOULD GET TO HANDLE THE SLUDGE REMOVAL.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR DISCUSSED WITH THE MAYOR, COUNCIL AND BPA ON THE FOLLOWING.

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 2

THE VILLAGE HAS BEEN APPROVED FOR THE SECOND PHASE OF THE DRAINAGE 
PROJECT FOR $70,100.00 GRANT. BELOW IS AN ESTIMATED TIMELINE FROM THE COUNTY. THE VILLAGE IS RESPONSIBLE FOR AROUND 11,000.00.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE LMI SURVEY. THE ENGINEERING ON THIS HAS BEEN DONE.

WWTP OPERATION

SNOW- OPERATOR NEEDS SOME HELP AT THE PLANT WITH SNOW REMOVAL. THE
 MAYOR HAD CARL HAINS CLEAN OUT THE SNOW AT THE PLANT.
NEED SOME REPLACEMENT PARTS ON TESTING EQUIPMENT. THEY ARE CONSUMABLE PARTS THAT NEED REPLACED ON TIME SCHEDULE. DO PROBE, EYE ON AMMONIA.

MEETING WITH EPA FEB 26TH AT TEN AM.

SLUDGE HAULING- 60,000 HAS BEEN HAULED FROM THE PLANT. THEY THOUGHT THIS MADE A LARGE DENT IN THE % OF SOLIDS WITHIN THE PLANT. THEY ARE MEASURING THE S0LIDS REMAINING TO SEE IF THEY NEED TO PULL OUT MORE. IF SO THEY WILL ARRANGE FOR ANOTHER HAUL OUT NEXT WEEK.

BPA MET AND DISCUSSED THE OPTION FOR SLUDGE WASTE. A DEWATERING SLUDGE CENTRIFUGE COMPONENT TO CREATE A DRY SLUDGE MATERIAL THAT CAN GO TO LANDFILL OR FARM FIELDS.  THIS WILL DECREASE THE YEARLY COST OF SLUDGE DISPOSAL SINCE THE VILLAGE DOES NOT PAY FOR WATER. THEY ALREADY HAVE THE LANDFILL PORTION WORKED OUT. ADR WILL BE REQUESTING BIDS FOR HAULING UNTIL THIS IS WORKED OUT.

THEY TALKED ABOUT KINDER ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES AND THE BILL WE GOT FROM THEM. THE BAG WAS NOT PUT IN CORRECTLY FOR THE SLUDGE. THEY ARE DISPUTING THIS BILL, AND FEEL THE VILLAGE DOES NOT OWE 2800.00 ON THIS. JEFF CARR HAS WRITTEN TO THEM ABOUT THIS. HE WILL GIVE THE CLERK A COPY. HE FEELS WE NEED
 TO PAY FOR THE RENTAL OF THIS AND THE COST OF THE BAG.

KRUGET SITE VISIT- THE PLANT MANUFACTURE WAS ONSITE LAST WEEK TO WORK ON THE PLANT.ADR AND OPERATOR FOUND PROGRAMMING ISSUES WITHIN THE PROGRAM WHICH WAS NOT OPERATING LIKE THEY THOUGHT IT SHOULD WORK. THEY STARTED WORKING WITH KRUGER AGAIN TO VERIFY. THEY CONFIRMED THERE WERE SOME PROGRAM LOGIC THAT WAS INCORRECT CAUSING SOME OPERATIONAL ISSUES. THEY ARE ALSO NOW ABLE TO DIAL IN NOW TO VIEW THE PLC ANY TIME THEY HAVE PROBLEMS.
AIR RELEASE VALVE ON THE BAR SCREEN WATER LINE NEEDS REPAIRED. IT FROZE DURING THE COLD WEATHER. THE VILLAGE MAY NEED TO GET A SHELTER TO PUT AROUND THE BAR SCREEN NEXT SEASON, TO AID IN WINTERIZING.

WINTERIZING- SOME INSULATION IN THE BUILDING WOULD BE HELPFUL IN PREVENTING THE TESTING EQUIPMENT, THE STANDARDS AND COMPUTER FROM FREEZING UP. THE SMALL HEATERS CANNOT KEEP UP IN THE REALLY COLD WEATHER. A PROPANE WALL UNIT MAY BE A CHEAPER ALTERNATIVE FOR THIS.

THE MAYOR ASKED JEFF CARR TO BRING TO HIM AN AGREEMENT FOR PHASE THREE 
AT NEXT MONTHS MEETING.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING. THE CLERK SAID SHE THINKS THE FIRE DEPARTMENT IS WONDERFUL AS SHE HAD AN IRATE RESIDENT IN THE VILLAGE HALL AND THEY, THE MAYOR, THE CLERK’S HUSBAND AND THE SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT DID A GREAT JOB IN HELPING WITH THE PROBLEM.
STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THAT HE THOUGHT
 THE STREETS LOOK PRETTY GOOD FOR ALL THE SNOW WE HAVE HAD. THEY WILL
 WORK ON THE SIGNS WHEN THE WEATHER GETS BETTER.
PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEITH MARINIK REPORTED THAT THEY WILL HAVE A NEW FEE SCHEDULE FOR NEXT MONTH.
ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICK REPORTED HE IS WORKING WITH MR. KRAMER ON HIS CARS AT HIS RESIDENCE.
STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: KEITH MARINIK HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.
GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING HAD NOTHING TO REPORT.
