 JACK GARBER MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY SUE SPAULDING.

BRIAN DIXON MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: KEITH MARINIK ASKED WHY WERE THERE SO MANY POWER OUTAGES IN THE VILLAGE. ONE OF THE OUTAGES WAS CAUSED BY A POWER POLE CATCHING FIRE ON W HIGH STREET.
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR BINDLEY SAID COUNCIL WILL BE VOTING ON AN ORDINANCE AND TWO RESOLUTIONS UNDER NEW BUSINESS. THE ONE ORDINANCE IS TO APPROVE THE C ONTRACT WITH ADR ENGINEERING TO RUN THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT. THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS HAD APPROVED THIS AT THEIR LAST MEETING IN MARCH, 2009.

 THE COUNCIL WILL VOTE ON TWO RESOLUTIONS, ONE IS FOR THE SIDEWALK AND STREET LEVY AND THE SECOND IS FOR THE ONE AND ONE HALF MILL FIRE LEVY. THE CLERK WILL TAKE THESE TO THE AUDITORS OFFICE TO GET THEM CERTIFIED AND IT WILL TELL US WHAT THIS WILL GENERATE. WHEN THE CLERK GETS THESE BACK SHE WILL LET THE ATTORNEY KNOW AND HE WILL PREPARE THE SECOND RESOLUTION TO BE PASSED AND THEN THIS CAN BE PUT ON  THE BALLOT. HE RECOMMENDS THAT COUNCIL WAIVE ALL THREE READING AND ADOPT THIS, THIS EVENING.

HE TALKED ABOUT THE TRASH CONTRACT AND SAID HE WILL MAKE SOME CHANGES ON THIS AND WE MIGHT NEED TO HAVE A SPECIAL MEETING ON THIS TO FINALIZE.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL ENGLER REPORTED THEY SENT REGISTERED LETTERS OUT TO RESIDENTS BEHIND IN THERE SEWER PAYMENTS. HE ALSO DID A RESOLUTION FOR COUNCIL TO APPROVE WHICH IS 2009-7. THEY HAVE UNTIL THE 24TH OF THIS MONTH APRIL, 2009 TO CATCH THEIR BILLS UP.
SUE SPAULDING MADE A MOTION TO APPROVE 2009-7, THIS WAS SECONDED BY JACK CONARD. ALL AYES.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WENT OVER SEVERAL THINGS WITH THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL MEMBERS.

ITEMS OF INTEREST

STIMULUS- A LOT HAS OCCURRED THIS PAST MONTH ON THIS.

HE SAID THEY ARE DOING A STUDY ON HANOVER REGIONAL WATER SYSTEM. THEY ARE LOOKING AT THREE DIFFERENT AREAS IN THE VILLAGE. THEY ARE LOOKING AT THE SCHOOL OR IF HANOVER VILLAGE HAD THEIR OWN OR IF THEY WENT WITH NEWARK ON THIS. THEY WANT TO FIND OUT HOW MUCH IT WOULD COST. THIS WILL NOT BE IN THE NEAR FUTURE.
INSURANCE CLAIM-  JEFF CARR HAD A COPY OF A LETTER THAT HE HAD STARTED ON MARCH 27, 2009 TO JANICE SHARP WHICH IS THE CLAIM PERSON HANDLING  THE VILLAGE CLAIM AND JUST WANTED TO CHECK WITH THE VILLAGE TO SEE IF THERE WAS ANYTHING ELSE THAT SHOULD BE SENT IN ON THIS. THIS WAS WHEN THE POWER WAS OUT.

DRAINAGE PROJECT ON PHASE 1

NEED TO SETTLE EASEMENT. VILLAGE CURRENTLY HAS PRESCRIPTIVE EASEMENT SINCE THIS IS OUT FALL FOR THE VILLAGE AND HAS BEEN THERE FOREVER.

SLUDGE HAULING- WE NEED TO CONTINUE TO HAUL MORE SLUDGE FROM THE SITE. PO WILL NEED TO BE INCREASED.

PUMP. WE PURCHASED A PUMP A FEW MONTHS BACK TO REPLACE A FAILING PUMP; IT IS TIME TO REPLACE THE OTHER PUMP. IT WOULD BE THE SAME COST $795.00. JEFF WILL GET OFFICIAL QUOTE TO THE CLERK.

JEFF HAS A QUOTE FOR THE AUTOMATIC TRANSFER SWITCH. THE COST OF THIS IS AROUND $4850.00.

INFORMATION ON GREASE HAS BEEN FORWARDED TO THE WEBMASTER TO BE PUT ON HANOVER OHIO.NET WEBSITE.

NEED TO IMPLEMENT AN EDUCATION PROGRAM ABOUT FOG AND TRASH/RAGS.

A QUESTION ABOUT THE DITCHING WAS ASKED BY BRIAN DIXON ON THE PROPERTY OF THE EVENT CENTER. BRIAN DIXON THINKS MRS GRIFFITH WOULD PAY FOR THE TILE IF THAT DITCH IS FILLED IN AND CLOSED OFF. THEY TALKED ABOUT THE SIZE OF PIPE THEY WOULD NEED TO USE. WOULD A CONCRETE DITCH WORK BETTER? THEY DECIDED THEY WILL STOP AND TALK TO MRS. GRIFFITH.

CHESTER FLOWERS SAID HE HAD DISCUSSED THIS WITH MRS. GRIFFITH AND SAID THAT EVERY SO OFTEN A DITCH NEEDS TO BE LEFT OPEN FOR IT TO DRAIN CORRECTLY. JEFF CARR SAID THIS DITCH IS ALMOST LIKE A COLLECTOR FOR SEVERAL AREAS.
JEFF CARR, SAID HE SAW OVER AT THE PLANT A LOT OF GREASE AND HAIR. THEY ARE ALSO SEEING BABY WIPES. THEY ARE GETTING A TRASH CAN EVERY OTHER DAY. HE SAID THE VILLAGE NEEDS TO HAVE A PROGAM TO INFORM THE RESIDENTS OF WHAT NOT TO PUT DOWN THE DRAIN. THEY TALKED ABOUT THE DIFFERENT BUSINESSES AND IF THEY HAVE THE CORRECT GREASE TRAPS AT THE RESTAURANTS. COFFEE GROUNDS CAN CAUSE PROBLEMS ALSO.
THE VILLAGE MAY NEED TO HAVE INSPECTIONS AT THE BUSINESSES.

THE MAYOR ASKED DON FLOWERS IF THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT INSPECTS HIS BUSINESS, AND HE SAID IN NINE YEARS THEY HAVE NOT.

IT WAS SUGGESTED THAT A LETTER BE SENT OUT TO THE RESIDENTS. THIS CAN ALSO BE PUT ON THE WEBSITE.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT LAUNDRY DETERGENT.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE AUTOMATIC TRANSFER SWITCH. THE COST IS 4850.00. THEY MAY GET A COUPLE MORE BIDS ON THIS.
WINDSTREAM WAS OUT TO THE PLANT TO CHECK OUT HOW THE PHONE LINES CAN BE PUT IN. THIS WOULD CUT DOWN HOURS AT THE PLANT WHICH WOULD SAVE US MONEY AND WE COULD HAVE A CLASS 2 OPERATOR.

 FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THEY WILL BE CLOSING THE TUNNEL FROM THE TRAFFIC LIGHT ON TO CLEAN. THE FIRE DEPARTMENT WILL HELP WITH THIS.
KEN CAMPBELL ALSO REPORTED THAT THE MAYOR HAD TALKED TO CARL HAINS ABOUT GETTING A BID FOR THE BERMING ON THE SIDES OF THE ROAD. THE CLERK DID REMIND COUNCIL THAT A PAYMENT WILL BE DUE ON THE LOAN IN JUNE OR JULY 2009 WHICH IS AROUND 26 OR 27,000.00.

DARLA COZZENS SAID THE SPEED BUMPS NEED TO BE PUT BACK GOING DOWN TO THE BALL PARK. SHE SAID THERE IS ONLY ONE PUT IN AND THE PEOPLE LIVING THERE ARE COMPLAINING ABOUT THIS. THIS DEFINITELY COULD BE A HAZARD IF NOT FIXED. 
JEFF CARR, SAID HE COULD LOOK ON THE TAPE FOR THIS AND SEE HOW IT LOOKED BEFORE ANY WORK WAS DONE DOWN THERE. THEY TALKED ABOUT WHO OWNS THAT DRIVE WAY.

THE MAYOR SUGGESTED THAT JEFF CARR CHECK WITH ELITE ON THIS AND SEE IF THEY WILL FIX THIS. KEN CAMPBELL IS GOING TO GET BIDS ON THIS.

THEY ALSO NEED SIGNS FIXED AND SOME REPLACED. THE MAYOR SUGGESTED WE TAKE A SATURDAY AND FIX THE SIGNS.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT:  BRIAN DIXON REPORTED THAT KEN CAMPBELL, DUANE FLOWERS AND HIM HAD MET WITH OHIO DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE, ABOUT THE STATE DOING THE BUILDING CODE INSPECTIONS. THEY WOULD CHARGE 135% LESS THAN THE COUNTY.
THEY HAD DONE SOME CHECKING ON PERMITS AND GOING THROUGH THE COUNTY, ERIC HAINS WOULD BE PAYING AROUND 27,000.00 AND THROUGH THE STATE IT WOULD BE 8,000.00.

THE ATTORNEY SAID THE VILLAGE HAS HANDLED THIS THE CORRECT WAY.

BRIAN DIXON ALSO DID SAY THERE ARE NEW MEMBERS ON THE PLANNING COMMISSION WHICH ARE MARSHA PETERS, DON FLOWERS, AND CHESTER FLOWERS.
BRIAN DIXON ALSO REPORTED THAT TOM FREDERICK’S IS WORKING ON GETTING THE ZONING MAPS CHANGED FOR THE VILLAGE.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICK SAID THE ONLY THING THAT NEEDS TO BE AMENDED IS THE MAP NOT THE ORDINANCE ON THE ZONING. IT WAS DISCUSSED TO HAVE A PUBLIC HEARING ON THIS TO APPROVE THE ZONING MAP. IT WAS DECIDED TO HAVE THE PUBLIC HEARING ON THE SAME NIGHT AS THE PLANNING COMMITTEE MEETS WHICH WILL NOW MEET ON THE 2ND WEDNESDAY OF THE MONTH AT 6:00 PM ALONG WITH THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS AND THEN COUNCIL WILL MEET AT 6:30 PM.
STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: BRIAN DIXON REPORTED THE GRATES BETWEEN NEW HOME DRIVE AND THE BRIDGE HAVE BEEN WIPED OUT AGAIN. HE WANTED TO KNOW IF THIS COULD BE REPAIRED. THEY TALKED ABOUT BOLTING THEM DOWN OR WELDING THEM DOWN.
GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT:  SUE SPAULDING TALKED ABOUT THE FLOOD MEMORIAL BEING PUT AT THE PARK. THE MAYOR IS WORRIED ABOUT PUTTING THE MEMORIAL AT THE PARK.
SHE REPORTED THAT SHE TALKED TO GREG HENNECKE FROM RISK MANAGEMENT AND THEY NEED TO PUT UP SIGNS AT THE PARK AND SHE NEEDS TO GET MULCH TO PUT AT THE PARK. THE SWING SET NEEDS TO BE BROUGHT UP TO CODE. THEY DID SUGGEST THE PARK LIGHTS BE TURNED BACK ON. THEY NEED TO INSPECT AND KEEP A RECORD OF THIS.

THE QUESTION WAS ASKED ARE WE USING THE PARK ENOUGH TO DO THESE THINGS AT THE PARK. SUE SAID IN HER ESTIMATION SHE SAID YES.

THE CLERK DID SAY RIGHT NOW THERE IS ONLY 4700.00 IN THE GENERAL ACCOUNT. THEY TALKED ABOUT THE PROPERTY THAT CARL HAINS IS GOING TO GIVE THE VILLAGE FOR A PARK.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE PHYSICAL DAMAGE DONE AT THE PARK.

THEY TALKED ABOUT PUTTING THE MEMORIAL ON VALLEY BLVD. WE MAY NEED TO CUT BACK ON THE MOWING.
