CITIZEN’S REPORT:  NO ONE HAD QUESTIONS DURING THIS PART OF THE MEETING.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT:
MR. BINDLEY TALKED ABOUT THE COST OF SENDING OUT REGISTERED LETTERS WHICH HE SAYS IS THE BEST WAY TO DO THE LETTERS WHERE THE PEOPLE ARE BEHIND IN THEIR SEWER PAYMENTS. THE CLERK SAID THEY ALSO SEND A REGULAR LETTER AS SOME PEOPLE WILL NOT ACCEPT THE REGISTERED LETTERS.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT WHEN SOMEONE MOVES IN OR OUT AND WHICH IS THE BEST WAY TO TRACK THIS.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL FRY, JIM HAMBY AND BILL ENGLER WERE PRESENT AT THE COUNCIL MEETING AND TALKED ABOUT THE BELT PRESS AND HOW THIS MIGHT CORRECT THINGS AT THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT. THE COST OF THIS WOULD BE $5500.00.
JEFF CARR HAD A VIDEO ON THIS TO SHOW COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR. IT SHOWS WHEN THIS IS DONE IT WILL BE  DRY MATERIAL TO HAUL AWAY.

THEY ALSO REPORTED THAT THE BIDS HAVE BEEN HANDED OUT AND THEY WILL HIRE SOMEONE ON JUNE 1ST AND THEY WOULD START ON THE FIRST OF JULY, 2010 TO RUN THE WWTP.
BILL ENGLER ALSO HAS TURNED INTO THE AUDITOR’S OFFICE THE LIST 20 NAMES, WHICH THE AMOUNTS IN ARREARS WILL BE PUT ON THEIR TAX BILLS.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS AT THE COUNCIL MEETING AND GAVE THE FOLLOWING REPORT.

ITEMS OF INTEREST

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 2

ADR ENGINEERING IS WORKING ON THE SURVEYING OF HANOVER FOR THIS PROJECT. JEFF REPORTED THE VILLAGE HAS BEEN APPROVED FOR THE SECOND PHASE OF THE DRAINAGE PT FOR $70,100 GRAN.

HE SAID THIS IS THE TIMELINE

THE VILLAGE HAS BEEN APPROVED FOR THE THIRD PHASE OF THE DRAINAGE PROJECT FOR $70,721.55 GRANT. APPROXIMATELY $11K SHOULD BE SET ASIDE FOR THE PLAN MOD’S ASBUILT SURVEY AND INSPECTION.

SCHEDULE, SAME AS ABOVE

WWTP OPERATION 

THEY HAVE CREATED SOME NON-MECHANICAL WEIRS TO TRY AND CREATE THE NECESSARY DO WITHOUT BLOWERS.

THEY HAVE ORDERED A 10CFM BLOWER TO AERATE THE WATER BEFORE DISCHARGE.

DEWATERING SLUDGE OPTION.

SENT IN LAST EMAIL TO EPA TO HOPEFULLY GET GO AHEAD SOON.

SLUDGE HAULING- NEED TO DISCUSS THE NUMBERS YOU ARE GETTING. THE CLERK WILL CHECK ON THE YELLOW PAPERS WE GET FROM NOW ON AND SEE HOW MUCH SLUDGE WAS TAKEN OUT. THIS COMES FROM THE CITY OF NEWARK.
MAINTENANCE
AIR RELEASE VALVE NEEDS REPLACED. REPAIRED IT ONCE, STILL LEAKING. THEY WILL GET PRICES ON THIS FOR BPA.

WATER SOLENOID VALVE IS ON ORDER.

MOBILE SLUDGE PRESSING
A HAND OUT WAS PASSED OUT AT THE MEETING.

JEFF HAD A LETTER FOR COUNCIL FROM THE MIDWEST COMPOST INC. WHICH TALKS ABOUT THE REMOVAL AND PROCESS OF SOLIDS.
BILL FRY HAD SENT JEFF CARR A LIST OF QUESTIONS THAT HE HAD ABOUT THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT.

1. DO YOU HAVE THE TOTAL COST FOR THE REMOVAL AND LAND FILLING?

JEFF REPLIED SAYING HE WAS WAITING ON WASTE MANAGEMENT FOR THEIR COST FOR HAULING. THEN HE COULD COMPARE A ROLL OFF DUMPSTER TO TRUCKING. JEFF SAID HE HOPED HE COULD HAVE THAT BY EARLY NEXT WEEK.

2. WHAT ARE THE CHANCES OF REMOVING THE GOOD BUGS IN THE PLANT TO THE PLACE IT WON’T WORK AT ALL?

JEFF SAID THEY WILL REMOVE GOOD AND BAD BUGS, BUT THAT IS OKAY. HE SAID WHAT NEEDS TO HAPPEN IS THE ENVIRONMENT NEEDS TO CHANGE WITHIN THE PLANT. THEY WANT TO GROW TWO KINDS OF BACTERIA. FLOC (GOOD BUGS) AND FILAMENT (BAD ONES). THE FLOCKING BACTERIAL CLUMPS TOGETHER AND EATS THE FOOD, AND AS THEY GROW AND COMBINE THE WEIGHT OF THE CLUMPS FILTERS AS IT FALLS THRU THE WATER IN THE SETTLE PHASE. BUT WHEN YOU HAVE THE FOLLOWING CONDITIONS YOU GROW THE FILAMENT BACTERIA:

FATS OIL AND GREASE (FOG)

LOW DO OR PERIODS OF UP AND DOWN DO

TOO LITTLE FOOD (RAW WASTE ) TO THE BUG POPULATION

LOW TEMPERATURES

SEPTIC FLOW

3. WHAT IS THE BACKUP PLAN IF THIS HAPPENS? 

ENVIRONMENT IS THE KEY HERE. WE NEED TO CHANGE IT. THEY MAY NEED TO RE-SEED THE PLANT FROM NEWARK, BUT IT IS NOT ANTICIPATED YET.

4. HOW LONG WOULD IT TAKE TO GET THE PLANT RUNNING TO SATISFY THE REGULATIONS IF THERE IS A MAJOR KILL?

NOT SURE OF THE QUESTION. BUT IF YOU MEAN, IF WE REMOVE TOO MANY BUGS? THAT SHOULDN’T BE AN ISSUE. WE WILL HAVE A STEADY FOOD SOURCE, SO THE BUGS WILL HAVE PLENTY OF FOOD TO REPOPULATE.

5. DOES ANYONE KNOW WHAT CAUSED THE PLANT TO BE IN THE CONDITION THAT IT IS?

JEFF SAID HOPEFULLY HE HAS ANSWERED THE QUESTIONS IN THE ABOVE.BOTTOM LINE IS THAT HE SEES MULTIPLE THINGS THAT HAVE OR COULD HAVE ATTRIBUTED TO THE OVERALL CONDTION AT THE PLANT. ( AS HE HAS EXPLAINED ABOVE) HE SAID HE HAS DONE A LOT OF RESEARCH INTO WHY AND WHAT IS HAPPENING. NOW WE HAVE A PLAN TO ADDRESS THE MASS , WE CAN CHANGE THE ENVIRONMENT.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: BRIAN SPELLMAN WAS UNABLE TO BE AT THE MEETING BUT GAVE A REPORT TO THE CLERK TO READ.

RUN COVERAGE IN THE VILLAGE IS STILL 100% BY HANOVER VOLUNTEER F.D.

BRIAN LEWIS CONCERT WAS A SUCCESS SATURDAY EVENING- MONEY MADE WILL BE USE FOR 2 NEW GAS MONITORS AND NOZZLES FOR THE ENGINES.

EMS BILLING-PAPERWORK IS COMPLETE ( MEDICARE & MEDICAID) HE WILL BE PRESENTING IT TO THE PUBLIC IN THE NEAR FUTURE (DATES WILL BE GIVEN TO COUNCIL PRIOR  TO THE MEETING DATE.)

ANY QUESTIONS OR CONCERNS DEALING WITH THE FIRE DEPARTMENT PLEASE CONTACT THE FIRE CHIEF DIRECTLY.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THAT THE SIDEWALKS HAVE BEEN CLEANED AND THE HOLES HAVE BEEN PATCHED.

KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED SIGNS WILL BE WORKED ON.
COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT PHASE 4 IN HAINSVIEW AND WHAT STILL NEEDS TO BE DONE.  NEEDS SIGNS PUT UP,PLATT NEED DONE

AND IT NEEDS TO BE DEDICATED.   
PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT:  DURING THE PLANNING COMMISSION

MEETING THEY DISCUSSED THE FEE SCHEDULE.  TOM FREDERICK  REPORTED, THAT HE WILL BE DOING A BUILDING PERMIT FOR MARK ARTHUR.  

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT:  KEITH MARINIK REPORTED THERE ARE STORM PROBLEMS IN THE CLEARVIEW ADDITION.  A DITCH IS FILLING AT 355 CLEARVIEW WHICH IS OWNED BY BRAD MERRIAM.

KEITH SAID A GRANT FOR THIS WOULD BE GREAT TO HELP WITH THE COST.

THEY TALKED ABOUT EQUIPMENT THAT WOULD CLEAN OUT CULVERT.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THAT SHE HAD DAVE RILEY DRAIN SERVICE FIX THE BACK-UP AT THE VILLAGE HALL. THE DRAIN WAS FULL OF ROCKS AND THE CAP HAD BEEN BROKEN.
SHE ALSO REPORTED THAT SHINGLES ARE MISSING ON THE SHELTER HOUSE.

THE MAYOR TALKED COUNCIL ABOUT THE 25 ACRES THAT CARL HAINS IS DONATING AND THAT HE WILL DO A ROAD FOR THIS, SO PEOPLE CAN GET IN AND OUT EASIER.  CARL HAINS IS GIVING THIS LAND TO THE VILLAGE.     
GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: THE VILLAGE STILL HAS ISSUES WITH DOGS IN THE AREA AND GRASS AT SEVERAL HOMES THAT NEEDS MOWED.
