HE GAVE THE INVOCATION AND SUE SPAULDING LED US IN THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

MINUTES OF THE APRIL, 2009 MEETING WERE READ AND DISCUSSED. BEING NO CORRECTIONS THE MAYOR SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE:

1. RECEIVED CITY AND VILLAGES BOOK, PLACED THEM IN THE COUNCIL MAIL BOXES AND ALSO THE MAYOR’S.

2. RECEIVED THE ENERGY CO-OP TIMES

3. RECEIVED CARDS FROM PARK NATIONAL ABOUT A SURVEY.

4. ADR NEWS LETTER

5. LICKING COUNTY RECYCLING MAY 16TH WHICH INCLUDES APPLIANCES AND TIRES.

6.  THE MAYOR RECEIVED A E-MAIL FROM STATE FARM AND THEY WANT TO COME TO THE VILLAGE AND HELP WITH CLEAN-UP. THIS WILL BE THE 1ST WEEK OF JUNE. BIG O WILL PUT A LARGE CONTAINER OUT HERE TO HELP WITH THE CLEAN-UP.

7. R-CAPS IS HAVING ANOTHER TRAINING CLASS FOR MANAGEMENT TRAINING FOR LOCAL OFFICIALS .

8. THE MAYOR DID SEND OUT LETTERS TO THE BUSINESSES’S ABOUT THE GREASE AND HAIR GOING DOWN THE DRAIN.

9. THE MAYOR HEARD FROM THE STATE AND THEY ARE HAPPY TO DO THE INSPECTIONS FOR THE VILLAGE.

THE ATTORNEY SAID HE SENT A LETTER OUT TO NEWARK ABOUT THE ORDINANCE THE VILLAGE HAD ADOPTED.
CLERK’S TREASURER’S REPORT: THE CLERK BEGINNING AND ENDING TOTALS FOR THE FOLLOWING ACCOUNTS. GENERAL, STREET, FIRE, CAPITOL PROJECT AND CASH JOURNAL SUMMARY. THE ENDING TOTALS AGREE WITH THE BANK STATEMENT. 

THE CLERK ALSO PASSED OUT A SHEET WHICH TELLS COUNCIL AT THE PRESENT TIME HOW MUCH MONEY IS IN THE ACCOUNTS. THAT WAY THEY WILL HAVE A MORE CURRENT ACCOUNT OF THE MONEY SITUATION. SHE ALSO SAID SHE DOES NOT WANT TO HARP ON THE SUBJECT, BUT SHE IS VERY CONCERNED ABOUT THE YEAR END PAY AND THE FIRST OF THE YEAR’S EXPENSES.

THE MAYOR ASKED ABOUT WHEN THE PAYMENT FOR PARK NATIONAL
 IS DUE? ALSO WHEN IS THE PAYMENT DUE TO OWDA. THE CLERK SAID SHE THOUGHT BOTH WERE DUE THE 1ST OF JULY. 2009.

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT: JACK CONARD DID NOT HAVE ANYTHING TO REPORT. JACK DID REPORT THAT THE AUDITORS SAID IF THE DITCHING IS RELATED TO THE STREETS, IT CAN BE TAKEN OUT OF THE STREET FUND.

A MOTION TO SEND THE B ILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE WAS ISSUED BY BRIAN DIXON AND SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING AND SECONDED BY JACK CONARD.

NO DISCUSSION AND ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: NONE

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY GAVE A COPY OF THE LETTER THAT HAD BEEN SENT, BUT THE CLERK DID NOT RECEIVE. SHE MADE A COPY AND GAVE THE ORIGINAL BACK.

HE ALSO SAID THEY NEED TO RECONSIDER BOTH RESOLUTIONS 2-2009 AND 3-2009. THOSE ARE THE FIRST ONES DONE TO PUT THIS ON THE LEVY IN NOVEMER, 2009. THERE WERE A COUPLE TYPING ERRORS, AND THE AUDITORS OFFICE WOULD NOT ACCEPT THEM. IF THIS HAD BEEN READ IN  ITS ENTIRETY, THIS COULD HAVE BEEN CORRECTED IN APRIL, 2009. THEY WILL DO THIS UNDER NEW BUSINESS.

RESOLUTION 4-2009 WILL ALSO WE DONE UNDER NEW BUSINESS WHICH IS A TRANSFER OF FUNDS.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL ENGLER REPORTED WE STILL HAVE 10 PEOPLE NOT CONNECTED TO THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT. THEY ARE GOING TO CONTACT THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT.

THEY TALKED ABOUT AN INSPECTOR FOR RESTAURANTS AND SALONS. BRIAN DIXON SAID THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT COULD DO INSPECTIONS.

BILL ENGLER SAID THEY WILL CHECK WITH THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT ON THIS.

BILL ENGLER ALSO REPORTED THAT WE WILL BE RECEIVING THE MONEY FROM 15 PEOPLE WHO’S ACCOUNT WAS PUT ON THE TAXES. THIS AMOUNT IS AROUND 3500.00. WE ALSO WILL BE TURNING MORE NAMES IN. SOME OF THESE ARE IN FORECLOSURE. BILL ENGLER SAID HE IS GLAD BILL FRY IS BACK.
MAYOR FLOWERS ASKED HOW JIM HAMBY IS DOING. HIS TERM IS UP AT THE END OF THE YEAR.

CONSULTING ENGINEER’S REPORT:  JEFF CARR WAS UNABLE TO BE AT THE MEETING AND TALKED TO THE MAYOR AND SAID HE REALLY HAD NOTHING TO REPORT. HE DID TELL THE MAYOR HE IS WORKING ON THE GRANT FOR THE DITCHING.
 THE MAYOR REPORTED THAT THE VILLAGE HAS ASPHALTED EVERY ROAD IN THE VILLAGE EXCEPT FOR HAINSVIEW DRIVE IN FRONT OF THE SCHOOL. THE ROAD IS STARTING TO FALL APART. THE MAYOR SAID HE RECEIVED A LETTER FROM SUSAN SPIKER AND SHE SAID THEY HAVE SOME COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT BLOCK GRANT MONEY. ADR ENGINEERING SAID THEY WOULD DO THE PAPER WORK TO MAKE HAINSVIEW DRIVE THREE LANES AND PUT TWO INCHES OF ASPALT ON IT.

THE MAYOR SAID IF WE WOULD DO THIS OURSELVES IT WOULD COST THE VILLAGE AROUND 75,000.00. THE GRANT WOULD COST THE VILLAGE AROUND 20,000.00. THE MAYOR SAID ADR ENGINEERING WOULD DO THE PAPER WORK FOR 4 OR 500.00. THIS MUST BE DONE BY JUNE 5TH. THIS WOULD ALL COME OUT OF THE STREET ACCOUNT.

IF THE VILLAGE WOULD PATCH THIS, IT WOULD COST AROUND 25,000.00.

BRIAN DIXON ASKED THE MAYOR WOULD THIS TAKE CARE OF THE ROLLS AND THE DIPS IN THE ROAD. HE SAID HE DID NOT KNOW ABOUT THAT, AND SAID BRIAN SHOULD CHECK WITH ADR ENGINEERING.

BRIAN DIXON SAID HE DIDN’T THINK WE SHOULD DO THIS UNLESS WE DO IT THE CORRECT WAY, OR WE WILL HAVE PROBLEMS AGAIN. BRIAN DIXON THOUGHT 2 INCHES OF ASPHALT WOULD NOT FIX THIS.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: NO REPORT.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THAT ALL THE BURMING IS DONE.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: BRIAN DIXON REPORTED TO COUNCIL THAT THEY HAD A PUBLIC MEETING AT THE PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING AND NO ONE OBJECTED TO THE CHANGES IN THE ZONING MAP AND THE DON FLOWERS PROPERTY.
ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICK, SAID THAT THE THINGS HE WAS GOING TO TALK ABOUT HAD ALREADY BEEN DISCUSSED.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT:  BRIAN DIXON SAID THEY ARE GOING TO WORK WITH STREETS TO GET A COUPLE ITEMS TAKEN CARE OF. THE THINGS THAT THEY NEED TO FIX ARE TUNNEL AND THE POT HOLES TO GET THE WATER OUT. ALSO DITCHES ON ECHO DRIVE. DON FLOWERS IS ALSO CONCERNED ABOUT THE DRY DITCHES. HE IS AFRAID IF THEY ROUTE IT ONE WAY, HE WILL NOT HAVE THE DRY DITCHES.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THEY WILL HAVE THE BOY SCOUTS PICK UP TRASH. SHE HAS HIRED CARL HAINS TO DELIVER MULCH TO THE PARK.
MAYOR FLOWERS SAID THE CONTRACT WITH BIG O GIVES ONE DUMPSTER TO THE PARK, AND THERE WILL BE NO CHARGE FOR THIS.

GRIEVANCE COMMITTEE: NO REPORT BUT SUE SPAULDING DID SAY SHE GOT A PHONE CALL FROM SOMEONE WHO WAS CONCERNED ABOUT ANOTHER RESIDENT BURNING ITEMS IN THE YARD. SHE TOLD THEM TO CONTACT THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

APPEAL BOARD: NO REPORT.

MAYOR’S MINUTE:  THE MAYOR ASKED ABOUT 1,000.00 PUT IN THE CONTINGENCY FUND FOR THE FLOOD MEMORIAL. HE REPORTED THAT EVERYTHING HAS BEEN TAKEN CARE OF EXCEPT A PLAQUE AND THE FOOTER CONCRETE.  HE SUGGESTED WE TAKE THE 1,000.00 AND SPLIT IT BETWEEN THE FLOOD MEMORIAL AND THE FIRE WORKS.

HE WOULD LIKE THE MEMORIAL TO BE DONE BY JUNE 27TH.  JACK GARBER MADE THE MOTION TO SPEND THE MONEY, SECONDED BY DARLA COZZENS. ALL AYES.
