AT THE TRAILER PARK THERE IS NO DRAINAGE WHICH NEEDS TO BE FIXED AND ALSO THE SIDEWALK BY WALTER FLOWER’S HOUSE.

THE MAYOR REPORTED HE IS WORKING WITH ODOT ON THE SRTS GRANT. THEY HAVE PUT THE FIRST PHASE TOGETHER. THIS WOULD ALLOW THE KIDS TO BE ABLE TO WALK AND RIDE BIKES TO SCHOOL.
