SUE SPAULDING MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY BRIAN DIXON.

SUE SPAULDING MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY JACK CONARD.

THE MAYOR ASKED IF THERE WAS ANY QUESTIONS ON THE BILLS. BEING NONE HE ASKED FOR NAYS AND AYES. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT:  THERE WERE SEVERAL RESIDENTS AT THE MEETING TO DISCUSS WITH COUNCIL, MAYOR AND THE VILLAGE ATTORNEY, ABOUT THE BREAK IN THAT HAVE HAPPENED IN THE VILLAGE OVER THE PAST SEVERAL WEEKS. THE PERSON BELIEVED TO BE RESPONSIBLE FOR THIS, IS CURRENTLY IN JAIL. THEY WILL BE FORMING A NEIGHBORHOOD BLOCKWATCH. IT WAS SUGGESTED THEY CONTACT THE PEOPLE WHO RUN THE DARE PROGRAM. JULIE SCANLON AND JUSTIN SWARTZ WERE AT THE MEETING AND WILL HELP WITH THIS.
SOME OF THE RESIDENTS HAVE BEEN WORKING WITH DETECTIVE SCOTT KEENE.

SOME MEMBERS OF THE ACCUSED FAMILY HAVE BEEN CAUSING TROUBLE IN THE GROCERY STORE IN THE VILLAGE. THEY HAVE BEEN VERY VERBAL WITH THE CLERKS WHO WORK IN THE GROCERY. ONE OF THE WORKERS AT THE GROCERY STORE TOLD COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR THAT ONE OF THE ACCUSED VEHICLES WAS PARKED AT THE GROCERY STORE AND WAS WATCHING ACTIVITY AT THE STORE. THIS IS A MAROON VAN. THEY ALSO HAVE SEVERAL OTHER CARS.
IT WAS REPORTED THAT SOMEONES AIR CONDITIONER ON VALLEY BLVD WAS FOUND IN THE MIDDLE OF THEIR YARD.

MRS. HAMBY SAID THERE IS A LOT OF KIDS OUT LATE AT NIGHT.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT WHERE THE ACCUSED IS LIVING AND WONDERED IF THE OWNER OF THE APARTMENTS KNEW ABOUT WHAT WAS GOING ON. ONE OF THE RESIDENTS SAID THEY WOULD WRITE A LETTER TO HIM ABOUT THIS SITUATION.

MR. BINDLEY TALKED ABOUT THE ACCUSED LIVING TO CLOSE TO THE BUS GARAGE, SINCE HE IS A SEX OFFENDER.  IF THEY HAVE A RECORD THEY ARE TO REGISTER AND LET THEM KNOW WHERE HE IS LIVING. HE IS REPORTEDLY LIVING IN A SHED ON FLEMING DRIVE. IT WAS DECIDED THAT IN THE BILLING THEY WOULD SEND OUT A PICTURE OF HIM.

LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID COUNCIL WOULD BE VOTING ON TWO RESOLUTION’S UNDER NEW BUSINESS. ONE WAS CONCERNING THE LEVY THAT WILL BE ON THE BALLOT IN NOVEMBER FOR THE FIRE AND EMERGENCY SERVICE, AND THE OTHER IS A RESOLUTION WHICH CONCERNS MOVING MONEY FROM ONE ACCOUNT TO ANOTHER.

THEY TALKED ABOUT A NOISE ORDINANCE. THEY COULD NOT FIND IT IN THE PROPERTY MAINTENANCE, SO THEY WILL BE WORKING ON AN ORDINANCE FOR THIS.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: THEY BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS WANTS TO HAVE THE DELIQUENT AMOUNTS TO BE PUT IN THE MINUTES FROM JUNE AND JULY, 2009. FOR JUNE, 2009 IT WAS 6,431.60 AND FOR JULY IT WAS 7,813.00.

THE BOARD GAVE COUNCIL A RESOLUTION FOR THEM TO CONSIDER FOR GREASE TRAP INSPECTIONS FOR COMMERCIAL ACCOUNTS.
BILL ENGLER REPORTED THEY ARE WORKING WITH THE HEALTH DEPARTMENT TO GET THE ONES THAT HAVE NOT HOOKED ON TO THE SEWER SYSTEM. IT WAS SUGGESTED THAT THEY CONTACT THE NEW OWNERS AT 316 ECHO DRIVE. THEY CLERK HAS ALREADY SENT THEM A LETTER AND INFORMED THEM THAT THEY ARE NOT CONNECTED TO THE WASTE WATER SYSTEM AND IF THEY CONTACT HER SHE WILL GIVE THEM A LIST OF CONTRACTORS.
THERE ARE CURRENTLY ONLY 9 NOT HOOKED UP.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT: TOM FREDERICKS REPORTED HE IS WORKING ON A LETTER ON A PROPERTY FOR NOT BEING MOWED AND THEN PROBABLY THAT AMOUNT WOULD BE PUT ON THE TAXES AS A LIEN ON THE PROPERTY.

HE REPORTED HE HAD DONE ZONING PERMITS FOR ERIC HAINS AND FLOWERS CONSTRUCTION.

HE ALSO SAID HE WILL CHECK ON A NOISE ORDINANCE WITH MR. BINDLEY.

MAYOR FLOWERS ASKED ABOUT THE ZONING MAPS AND TOM FREDERICK SAID HE WOULD CHECK ON THOSE ALSO.

CONSULTING ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS UNABLE TO BE AT THE MEETING BUT DID SEND A SHEET TO LET COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR HOW THINGS ARE GOING ON THE DRAINAGE PROJECT FOR THE ROADS AND ALSO ON THE SEWER SYSTEM.
THESE WERE THE ITEMS OF INTEREST:

DRAINAGE PROJECT PHASE 1

EASEMENT HAS BEEN RECORDED.

THE COUNTY HAS NOT SELECTED A CONTRACTOR YET. THE PROSECUTOR HAS TO REVIEW ALL THE BIDS. HE HAS BEEN ON A LARGE CASE AND WILL REVIEW THEM AS SOON AS POSSIBLE.

ONCE THE SELECTION HAS BEEN APPROVED, THEN CONTRACTS WILL BE SIGNED AND THE CONTRACTOR WILL BE ABLE TO START.

SEWER PROJECT

WINELCO RETAINAGE. THE VILLAGE HAS BEEN HOLDING 30,000.00 AS A RETAINER UNTIL A FEW REMAINING ITEMS ARE COMPLETED. HE HAD TOLD THEM THE VILLAGE WAS READY TO HIRE ANOTHER CONTRACTOR TO COMPLETE THERE WORK. THEY HAVE SINCE THEN STARTED TO FINISH THINGS UP.

CURRENTLY ALL ITEMS ARE EITHER FINISHED OR UNDER CONTRACT WITH A NEW SUB TO COMPLETE THE WORK.

THEY WILL SEND A CHANGE ORDER TO SUBTRACT 1300 FOR BRUSHES FOR THE BARSCREEN AND $690 FOR THE PROGRAMMING OF A PIECE OF EQUIPMENT. THEN THE VILLAGE WILL APPROVE THEIR NEW AMOUNT OF 28,010.00.

WWTP OPERATION

SLUDGE HAULING

THEY HAULED SOME MORE SLUDGE. THEY HAVE GOT A NEW DECANT PUMP THAT IS A HIGHER VOLUME FOR DECANTING THE CLEAR WATER OFF THE DIGESTER AND BACK TO THE MAIN TANKS FOR TREATMENT. THIS IS ONE OF THE MAIN BOTTLE NECKS IN THE WASTE PROCESS.
KINDER ENVIRONMENTAL IS WORKING A NUMBER FOR A DEMO OF JUST ONE GEOTUBE SO WE CAN SEE THE BENEFIT OF THE PROCESS. THIS WILL HELP THE VILLAGE TO SEE HOW IT WORKS.

OHIO EPA HAS BEEN OUT TO THE PLANT TO LOOK AT BIOLOGY WITH SCOPE AND SAID THAT IT’S NOT BETTER OR WORSE, JUST DIFFERENT. THEY THINK THIS IS DUE TO THE WARMER WEATHER. THE PLANT STILL HAS A HIGH FILAMENTOIS GROWTH.

THE CLERK ASKED ABOUT MR. GREEN’S PROPERTY AND IF SOMEONE HAS BEEN THERE TO LOOK AT IT.

MAYOR FLOWERS SAID THE PROPERTY INSIDE THE FENCE OF THE PLANT NEEDS TO BE MOWED AND TO WATCH FOR AN ELECTRIC CHORD.

THE TWO PUMP STATIONS NEED TO BE SPRAYED.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE FROM THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THAT SIGNS ARE DONE. THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT MOVING THE SIGNS AT THE RESTAURANT. THEY TALKED ABOUT GETTING PAINT TO REPAIR THE  STREET AT THE RESTAURANT, TO HELP PEOPLE MAKE THE TURN EASIER DOWN THERE. THE MAYOR SUGGESTED THEY TALK TO THE COUNTY AND THEY MIGHT SUPPLY THE PAINT.
RALPH WRIGHT CALLED ABOUT A STREET LIGHT THAT IS OUT. THE CLERK FAXED IN THE OUTAGES FOR DARLA COZZENS.
PLANNING COMMISSION REPORT: BRIAN DIXON, BROUGHT UP THE IDEA OF SPEED CAMERAS, AND HOW MUCH THIS WOULD HELP OUT THE VILLAGE MONEY WISE AND ALSO SLOW DOWN THE SPEEDERS.
WE WOULD NEED TO HAVE A PUBLIC MEETING ON THIS, TO INFORM THE PEOPLE AND SEE HOW THEY FEEL ABOUT THIS.
STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: BRIAN DIXON AND MAYOR FLOWERS TALKED ABOUT THE CULVERTS THAT ARE TO BE PUT AT THE EVENT CENTER. MRS GRIFFITH WILL PAY FOR THE CULVERTS.
GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING  REPORTED THAT THE HONOR CHIOR AT THE HIGH SCHOOL IS GOING TO PAINT THE SHELTER HOUSE. THE SHELTER HOUSE WILL BE PAINTED BROWN.
THE MAYOR SAID WE NEED VOLUNTEERS FOR THE FLINT RIDGE PARK WHICH WOULD BE ON WEEK-ENDS.

RESOLUTION 7-2009

THIS IS A RESOLUTION FOR AMENDING 6-2009 FINDING IT NECESSARY TO

LEVY A TAX IN EXCESS OF THE TEN MILL LIMITATION AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.

THIS RESOLUTION IS FOR THE PURPOSE OF PROVIDING A FUND FOR FIRE PROTECTION AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES AT A RATE NOT EXCEEDING ONE AND ONE HALF (1.5) MILL FOR EACH DOLLAR OF VALUATION, WHICH AMOUNTS TO FIFTEEN CENTS ($.15) FOR EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS OF VALUATION, FOR A PERIOD OF 3 YEARS, COMMENCING IN JANUARY 2010.

A MOTION TO WAIVE THE 2ND AND 3RD READING WAS ISSUED BY BRIAN DIXON AND SECONDED BY JACK GARBER.

A MOTION TO ADOPT 7-2009 WAS ISSUED BY JACK CONARD AND SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

THE MAYOR ASKED FOR WHO WERE IN FAVOR OF THIS. ALL AYES.

RESOLUTION 8-2009
