MAYOR DUANE H FLOWERS CALLED THE PLANNING COMMISION MEETING TO ORDER AT 6:30 PM.

THE MAYOR ASKED THE PLANNING COMMISSION TO REVIEW THE MINUTES OF THE LAST MEETING. HE THEN ASKED IF THERE WERE ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS. BEING NONE HE SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: NONE
ZONING REPORT: TOM FREDERICK THE NEW ZONING INSPECTOR WAS THE GUEST FOR THE PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING AND PRESENTED THE FOLLOWING :

THE MAIN ITEM BEING DISCUSSED IS UPDATING THE ZONING BOOK OR CODE. THEY NEED TO ADD SOME ADDITIONS TO MAKE THE R-3 WORK.

MR. FREDERICKS EXPLAINED TO THE MEMBERS THAT INSTEAD OF DOING A NEW R-3 TO ADD MULTI FAMILY RESIDENTIAL TO THE R-2 DISTRICT.
MR. FREDERICK SAID THERE ARE A FEW THINGS TO CONSIDER.

1. THE CURRENT R-2 DISTRICT REQUIRES THAT THE SQUARE FOOTAGE FOR EACH DWELLING UNIT IS 1600 SQ FEET. SO WHAT IS THE DESIRED SQUARE FOOTAGE THAT VILLAGE WOULD LIKE TO SEE IN MULTI-FAMILY DWELLINGS PER UNIT.

2. DO THEY WANT THE SAME YARD SETBACKS FOR MULTI-FAMILY APARTMENTS.

3. DO YOU WANT THIS AS A PERMITTED OR CONDITIONALLY PERMITTED USE IN THE BUSINESS, MANUFACTURING DISTRICTS?

4. IF CONDITIONAL USE OPTION IS CHOSEN THEN

5.  THE ABOVE 1-4 NEED TO BE ADDRESSED. IF THIS OPTION THAT IS CHOSEN THEN THERE SHOULD BE CONSIDERATION OF ADDING SPECIFIC REQUIREMENTS ADDED TO THE MULTI-FAMILY THAT WOULD NEED TO BE PROVIDED FROM THE GENERAL STANDARDS APPLICABLE TO THE PROPOSALS. SECTION 521-35 LETTER OF GROUND WATER AVAILABLE FOR UNITS PROPOSED, SPECIFIC CRITERIA FOR CONDITIONAL USES SECTION 522-#1 E, LANDSCAPING G. NEATNESS & ORDERLY CHARACTER OF THE NEIGHBORHOOD? ALSO THERE ARE STANDARDS IN ARTICLE 10-SUPPLEMENTARY DISTRICT REGULATIONS THAT NEED TO BE CONSIDERED, SECTION 1008-TRASH AREAS, SECTION 1012-YARDS THESE ARE ENFORCEABLE WITHOUT ADDING TO THE DISTRICT BUT MAY BE POINTED OUT THE CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL TO POINT OUT THESE SECTIONS.
OPTION TO AMEND R-2 DISTRICT TO ADD MULTI-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL AS A CONDITIONALLY PERMITTED USE:
COMDTIONALLY PERMITTED USES BZA APPROVAL ETC.

TOM FREDERICK ALSO SAID HE HAD CHECKED WITH OTHER AREAS ON THIS. HE ALSO SAID IT IS EASIER IF YOU TELL PEOPLE WHAT PAGE AND WHAT SECTION TO GO TO. 

AFTER DISCUSSION THE FOLLOWING WAS DECIDED BY THE ZONING INSPECTOR AND THE PLANNING COMMISSION.

PROPOSED ZONING AMENDMENT TO THE R-2, LB & GB ZONING DISTRICTS OF THE HANOVER VILLAGE ZONING ORDINANCE:

PROPOSED ZONING AMENDMENT TO THE MEDIUM-LOW RESIDENTIAL (R-2) LOCAL BUSINESSESS & GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICTS:

1.SECTION 906-R-2 DISTRICT

PROPOSED TO ADD TO THE PERMITED USES:

10. MULTI-FAMILY DWELLING WITH THESE CONDITIONS; ARTICLE 5-SECTION 521-5 SECTION 522-1 EGK AND ARTICLE 1008 & 1012.

DWELLING BULK

MULTI FAMILY RESIDENCE SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM AREA OF LIVING SPACE PER LIVING UNIT.

2 STORY STRUCTURE 500 SQUARE FEET

1 STORY STRUCTURE:

1 BEDROOM-700 SQUARE FEET

2 BEDROOMS- 850 SQUARE FEET

3 BEDROON- 975 SQUARE FEET

FOR EACH ADDITIONAL BEDROOM MORE THAN 3 SHALL ADD 200 SQUARE FEET PER BEDROOM FOR EACH ADDITIONAL BEDROOM.

2. PROPOSED AMENDMENT TO THE LOCAL & GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICTS:

ADD TO THE PERMITTED USES IN EACH DISTRICT THE FOLLOWING

LB#10 & GB #17. ALL PERMITTED USES WITHIN THE MEDIUM-LOW DENSITY RESIDENTIAL DISTRICT.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE NEW MUSHROOM APARTMENTS AND HOW THEY WANT THE TRASH TO BE TO THE BACK OF THE APARTMENTS.
THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE ZONING MAP THAT NEEDS TO BE CORRECTED.
THEY ALSO TALKED THAT THEY MAY HAVE SOME MORE THINGS CORRECTED ON THE ZONING.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE FEE SCHEDULE AND PUTTING THIS IN THE APPENDIX. THEN YOU COULD CHANGE FEES AND NOT REDO THE WHOLE ZONING BOOK.

A MOTION WAS MADE TO MAKE THE ABOVE CHANGES BY BRIAN DIXON AND SECONDED BY JEFF HANGER. ALL WERE IN AGREEMENT.

A PUBLIC MEETING WILL BE SET UP FOR FEBRUARY 25TH AT 5PM TO DO CHANGES FOR R-3 CODE. THIS WILL BE HELD AT THE VILLAGE HALL.

THE CLERK WILL PUT THIS IN THE LICKING VALLEY NEWS IN THE ADVOCATE AND WILL HAVE BILL ENGLER PUT IT ON THE WEBSITE.

 THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT PUTTING ANNOUNCEMENTS IN A NEWS LETTER OR ON THE BILLS THAT ARE SENT OUT ON THE FIFTEENTH.

THE CLERK SAID IF SHE KNOWS AHEAD OF TIME SHE WILL PUT IT ON THE BILLS.
