MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING AND THE PUBLIC MEETING TO ORDER AT 5:30 PM.

THE FOLLOWING WAS DISCUSSED AT THE PUBLIC MEETING AND PLANNING COMMISSION MEETING. THE REQUEST, FOR REZONING THE PROPERTY THAT IS OWNED BY PAT CHESTERSON. HE WOULD LIKE TO MAKE THIS GENERAL BUSINESS INSTEAD OF RESIDENTIAL 1.

TOM FREDERICK SAID FOR IT TO BE GENERAL BUSINESS DISTRICT THAT TAKES IN THE FOLLOWING. SCHOOL, PLAY GROUNDS, GOVERNMENT BUILDINGS AND UNDER LOCAL BUSINESS IT IS AUTO REPAIR, HOTELS, MOTELS AND PUBLIC ENTERTAINMENT. HE TOLD MR. CHESTERSON THAT COUNCIL WILL MAKE THE FINAL DECISION ON THIS.
THE FOLLOWING PEOPLE HAD COMMENTS ABOUT THE REZONING.

PAT CHESTERSON, EXPLAINED THAT HE WOULD LIKE TO SELL TO JEFF FRENTON AND THAT JEFF WOULD MAKE THIS WAREHOUSE AND OFFICE. HE SAID THERE WOULD NOT BE A LOT OF TRAFFIC, MAYBE TWO PICKUPS USED AT THIS ADDRESS.THIS WOULD BE A NEW BUILDING AS THE EXISTING ONE WOULD BE TORE DOWN.
JERRY MILLS, WHO LIVES AT 218 ELM STREET ASKED IF THIS IS SOLD OR IN PARTNERSHIP WITH JEFF FRENTON, WILL THIS PROPERTY BE MOWED MORE THAN IT HAS BEEN. IT WAS DISCUSSED ABOUT THE MOWING AND THE VILLAGE HAS IN WRITING THAT THIS NEEDS TO BE DONE ATLEAST 3 TIMES A YEAR.

JEFF GREGORY, AT 245 ELM STREET WANTED TO KNOW IF THERE WILL BE CHEMICALS STORED IN THE WAREHOUSE? THEY TALKED ABOUT DRAWING UP A LEGAL DOCUMENT TO KEEP CHEMICALS FROM EVER BEING STORED THERE NOW OR IN THE FUTURE.

RICHARD SLAUGHTER AND JOYCE SLAUGHTER,  AT 236 ELM STREET SAID THIS WILL CAUSE TO MUCH TRAFFIC AND THAT THE VILLAGE DOES NOT NEED ANY MORE BUSINESSES IN THAT AREA. JOYCE SLAUGHTER, SAID THE CURVE IS A BAD TRAFFIC AREA.

TIM MCWILLIAMS, AT 37 CLEARVIEW IS CONCERNED ABOUT THE CHILDREN IN THE AREA. HE LIVES RIGHT NEXT DOOR. HE SAID HE HAD OFFERED TO MOW THIS AREA BEFORE.
JEAN HARTMAN, FROM COLDWELL BANKER SAID SHE IS WORKING WITH PAT CHESTERSON TO SELL THE PROPERTY AND BELIEVES THIS WOULD NOT CAUSE ANY PROBLEMS WITH BIG TRUCKS OR TRAFFIC.

BILL FRY, AT 229 ELM STREET SAID HE HAD HIS QUESTIONS ANSWERED WITH THE PREVIOUS QUESTION THAT HAD BEEN ASKED. BILL FRY IS ON THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS BUT WAS AT THE MEETING AS A CONCERNED CITIZEN.
SUE SPAULDING, AT 145 MAPLE LANE SAID SHE IS AGAINST ANY BUSINESS AND WANTS NO BARS AND WANTS THIS TO STAY RESIDENTIAL. SHE IS ON COUNCIL BUT SAID SHE WAS AT THE MEETING AS A CONCERNED CITIZEN.
CHESTER FLOWERS, ASKED IF THIS COULD BE BUILT AS A HOUSE? THE MEASUREMENTS ARE 160.09 FEET BY 210 WHICH IS 4.10 OF AN ACRE. THE PROPERTY HAS 50 FEET FROM FRONT TO BACK AND 20 ON THE SIDE.
TOM FREDERICK, DID A DRAWING ON THE BOARD TO SHOW HOW THIS IS LAID OUT.
PAT CHESTERSON DID SAY HE WANTED THIS DONE LEGALLY.

TOM FREDERICK DID SAY THE GAS STATION IS ZONED AS LOCAL BUSINESS.

THEY DISCUSSED THAT THE TAP FEE HAS NOT BEEN DONE AND MR. CHESTERSON SAID THAT JEFF CARR SAID SINCE THIS DID NOT HAVE AN ADDRESS THEY COULD NOT DO A TAP. THEY TALKED ABOUT THIS GRAND FATHERING IN.

THE MAYOR SAID THAT COUNCIL NEEDS TO  MAKE A DECISION ON THIS.

THE COST SO FAR ON THIS IS $18.04 ON POSTAGE AND 86.91 FOR THE AD IN THE PAPER FOR THE MEETING. THE CURRENT FEE SCHEDULE IS 60.00. TOM FREDERICK SAID THEY NEED TO THINK ABOUT CHANGING THE FEE SCHEDULE. TOM SAID HE DID A LOT OF WORK ON THIS.
MAYOR FLOWERS, SAID THEY WILL PROBABLY MAKE A DECISION AT NEXT MONTHS MEETING.

TOM FREDERICK, REPORTED HE HAD NO ZONING PERMITS THAT WERE TURNED IN.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE NEW ZONING MAP, THEY SIGNED THE ZONING MAP AND TOM  FREDERICK WILL GET A COUPLE MORE COPIES OF THIS. THIS WILL BE APPROVED NEXT MONTH.
THE MAYOR TALKED ABOUT THE VICIOUS DOGS IN OUR AREA AND THE COYOTES.

A MOTION FOR ADJOURNMENT WAS ISSUED BY CHESTER FLOWERS AND SECONDED BY JEFF HANGER.
