MARSHA PETERS SAYS THEY ARE MAKING SO MUCH NOISE LATE AT NIGHT. THE SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT SAID THEY CANNOT DO ANYTHING ABOUT THE NOISE.

THEY WILL TALK TO THE ATTORNEY ABOUT THE NOISE ORDINANCE.

ZONING REPORT: TOM FREDERICK, SAID ERIC HAINS HAS GOT HIS PERMITS FOR THE APARTMENTS HE WILL BE BUILDING. HE ALSO DID ONE FOR FLOWERS CONSTRUCTION.

BRIAN DIXON ASKED ABOUT AMENDING THE GRASS ORDINANCE? THEY ALSO WILL DEAL WITH THE NOISE NEXT MONTH ALSO.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE BUILDING BEHIND THE GAS STATION AND THEY FEEL IT IS NOT SAFE.

CAROLYN ECLEBERRY, ASKED ABOUT THE PROPERTY ON VALLEY BLVD WHICH IS OWNED BY PATTERSONS. MR. PATTERSON SON WAS AT THE MEETING AND SAID THEY ARE TRYING TO CLEAN THE PROPERTY UP. THE MAYOR ASKED JUSTIN SWARTZ TO LOOK AT THE PROPERTY AND SEE IF THEY CAN GET RID OF SOME THINGS.
CAROLYN ECLEBERRY ALSO ASKED ABOUT STREET SIGNS AND WILL THE ROCKY FORK SIGNS BE PUT BACK UP. SHE SAID THE FIRE DEPARTMENT SIGNS ARE TO LOW.
