Citizen’s Report:

Keith Marinik: Who owns the land behind the ball diamonds?
Duane Flowers: Kenny Flowers

Keith Marinik: Just wondered because that area would make a great place for parking for the ball fields.

Chester Flowers: That might be something Kenny might be willing to sell in the future but who knows.

Steve Sidwell: That area is too wet really. Would be better as a pond.

Zoning Inspector’s Report:

Steve Sidwell: Received 2 permits requests. One for a garage on North Main and the second for a yard barn on Fleming. 

Mr. Redman called to apologize because he put up a yard barn on his property without filing for a permit. The barn is in the flood plain. What should we do about it.

Duane Flowers: Since it is already there we can probably just leave it. 

Steve Sidwell: Also there is a question about whether or not a culvert needs to be put in for the garage on N. Main.

Duane Flowers: Yes because if the Village wants to put in a new drainage ditch or other improvements the culvert will be there and we won’t have to tear anything up.

Keith Marinik: Do you have to have a building permit for a privacy fence?

Steve Sidwell: There isn’t anything in the Zoning Resolution referring to privacy fences so you don’t need one. 

Brian Dixon: Except that the fence can’t be right on the property line. It has to be at least 3 feet off.

Property Maintenance Committee:

Duane Flowers: Had the meeting for the Cleaning up the Village. There are 10 letters so far that need to be sent out but only three are ready for the Zoning Inspector to sign. Several questions have come up about what the Village can and can not cite for. We need to do some further research into the Zoning Resolution to be sure.

Unfinished Business:
a) 
ODOT enhancement & SRTS: The grant for the pedestrian bridge to connect the schools has been awarded. There was a meeting with everyone within a 2 mile radius of the schools about the SRTS project and is still being discussed.
b)
Hainsview Phase 4 Bond: No new news

c) Flowers Dr. lot-splits: There were a couple of pages that Brian Dixon missed signing so is not quite complete yet

d) Storm Sewer Grant: Brian Dixon got the $7800 grant.
Steve Sidwell: Will that help pay for the culverts?

Duane Flowers: Yes. Also met with the county commissioners and they said that technically they are not supposed to be paving the Villages roads so they are not going to be doing it in the future. What they will do though is take out permissive funds and pave the main corridors. (Thru Old Hanover, Thru Hanover, Up Hickman)

New Business:
a) Zoning Regulations on the web: We need to update our Zoning Map so that it correlates with the new Zoning Resolutions.
b) Jerry Mcclain Co. Senior Condos:

Proposed plan: 5 Senior Duplexes to be located on the 2.3 acre lot behind the grocery store off of Meadow Drive. Possible layout is 2 duplexes directly off Meadow and a cul de sac coming off of the drive that runs behind the store with 3 more duplexes.

Duane Flowers: Lots of questions with this proposal. What would the sewer tap fee be on that? Would you charge per unit or per building? What are the regulations on development sites for commercial zones? What would the setbacks be? What’s the required distance between buildings? We might be able to use the PUD regulations on that which says that the lot has to be a minimum of 15 acres.

Steve Sidwell: If they apply for a variance we could then review it and make whatever changes we felt necessary.

Duane Flowers: We could tell them to bring us the plans and that we need 60 days to review it. We need to contact the BPA and ask how they handle to fees for condos.

Steve Sidwell: Isn’t the price $5000 per unit?

Duane Flowers: But what is considered a unit? 1 building or 1 condo? We should do $5000 per building up to 3 units and anything more than that we would have to review. Although apartment owners pay per address as well as the trailer park. To be fair maybe we should charge per condo. Perhaps set up a condo association that would take care of it. Also, what about the other fees? Impact fee of $500 or 10 cents per sq. foot. Should that be per building or condo?

Jeff Hanger: I thought those fees were per lot not building or unit. We also need to make sure they place the buildings far enough apart that there isn’t a fire hazard.

Duane Flowers: Each building will sit on a ½ acre lot so there should be plenty of room between. I think each condo will be about 1500 square feet with an attached garage. The zoning is a little confusing because the map doesn’t match the book.

Brian Dixon: You can build a house on a commercially zoned lot but you can’t put anything commercial on a residential lot. 

Steve Sidwell: If someone puts a house on a commercially zoned lot they are only charged the residential fees. Would that not be the same for a multi-family development? 
Duane Flowers: Yes that would be the case.

Brian Dixon: We want to be sure to that we take care of some design issues. First, the cul de sac can’t be located off the drive for the store. Semi’s are blocking that drive all the time and if there is an emergency ambulances won’t be able to get through. Also, the buildings need to be situated in a way that the residents aren’t forced to look at the backside of the store. There needs to be screening or something there.
