Letters and Correspondence:

The clerk received a certification back from the Auditors office on Resolution 3-2007 for tax valuation for levy that the Village will put on the November ballot.

Letter from Licking Memorial about a golf outing.

The clerk went to the Board of Elections and obtained copies of  when the Mayor, Council Members, Board of Public Affairs and Clerk’s terms will be up and passed copies out at the meeting.

We received our real estate tax money and the clerk upon request gave the fire department two checks. One for $8,058.95 and one for $20,000.00. The remaining balance is $2,005.16.

The mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen’s Report: None

Board of Public Affairs: Jim Hamby was unable to attend the meeting. Dale Jennings and Bill Fry, said they would yield there time to the Consulting Engineers.

Law Director Report: Mr. Bindley talked about the resolution for the tax certification that we had voted on previously and that the council would be voting on the 2nd ordinance involving this under new business.

He also talked about the operator for the new sewer systems and will council and the board of public affairs decide to hire an independent contractor or an employee.

The mayor said for the first year he is looking at hiring a consultant.

There are several people interested in this position.

The Village attorney said they need to be careful how they make their decision on this.

The Mayor said we should check with other areas around us and see how they handled the hiring  of someone to fill this position.

Board of Utility Certifiers: Jeff Hanger reported that the clerk has been given a letter that will go out to other companies concerning the tapping. If anyone hears of more companies being interested they are to tell them to contact Jeff Carr or the clerk of the Village.

It was decided they would have one more meeting at Jeff Hanger garage on May 16th at  6:30PM.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell reported he has two permits out. He will turn the checks into the clerk so she can get those deposited.
He also reported he is working with Mr. Redman on the building of a house on 210. They have contacted the Army Corp of Engineers.

Consulting Engineer’s Report: Adam Voris and Jeff Carr were at the meeting and reported the following to the people in attendance.

Elite will start the clean up.

North Main paving will be fixed.

E. High road is not good either.

They talked about the berm, on the road on New Home.

They talked about some of the complaints they had about mail boxes.

Adam ask people to just be patient and all these things will be corrected.

They reported that they only have 25 applications so far for the grant for the hook-up. It was decided that council would sent out a reminder letter with the May billing.
The clerk reported that Beth Jones had informed her that the Mayor, Council Members, Board of Public Affairs or the Clerk would not be eligible for the grant, as we are elected officials and  would be involved in the setting of rates.

It was announced that ADR Engineering awarded a yearly scholarship to Seth Ryan at Licking Valley High School.

ADR has contacted Zack Space office about the 201 Plan draft for the 208 plan which concerns the leisure path.

John Howe who lives at 334 Hainsview Drive was at the meeting and had questions about the ditching in the Hainsview area.
The Mayor said they need to check this out and asked Ken Campbell to take a look at this.

Mr. Howe said the creek near his home seems to be flowing a lot more.

The Mayor had questions about if the Village could go ahead with the taps and go up to about 10 feet of the real tap.

It was decided they should have a meeting with the school so they can know what is going on as they would like to open the new school on August 28th, but probably this won’t happen until October 22nd.

Mr. Bindley asked how on the whole, how was the project going? Jeff Carr said it is moving along but a week of rain could change it dramatically.

Fire Chief’s Report: No one was in attendance from the fire department.

Street Commissioner’s Report:  Darla Cozzens and Tom Wills reported that some of the signs have come in that they ordered.
The clerk wanted to personally thank Darla Cozzens for putting the Valley Blvd. sign up.

It was brought up that they need to put some signs in Hainsview about slowing down when driving through the area.

Darla Cozzens is trying to talk to Larry Shoemaker or Tim Lollo about 668 and when it is scheduled to be repaved.

It was also discussed that there is not a sign  on Meadow Drive..

It was also discussed that a sidewalk grate needs to be fixed. It was decided that this will be paid out of the street fund.

Planning Commission Report: Brian Dixon said he had nothing to report but they are finishing up the updating of the zoning book.
Storm Water Management: Ken Campbell said he is trying to schedule the river walk.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding  and Darla Cozzens reported that the date for the yard sales is June 16th.

Sue Spaulding reported that the water softener will be installed.

Sue Spaulding said she is working with the Mayor to have the doors replaced at the firehouse.

Sue also reported she has help from the high school for work to be done in the park which they do under community service.

Sue also reported she needs painting done in the park and Darla said she has the paint to do that.

Grievance: The Mayor talked about the roads and how Elite will fix the roads up to be as good as they were before the project started or even better. They will probably be chipped and sealed and then in the spring they will try to get on a schedule for paving program.

The Mayor asked, Jack Conard when we need to apply for District 17 grant money. Jack said it would be in the fall. He also said if they have a class on this he would like to attend.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.
