Board of Public Affairs: Dale Jennings and Jim Hamby wanted to welcome back Bill Fry. They reported they have been working with Mr. Smith from the mobile park in Hanover on several issues.

Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley reported to council that they would be voting on several pieces of legislation under new business.   He also said they need to finish up the annexations and the clerk will have these recorded at the Licking County Building and copies sent to Secretary of State.

He also talked about two ordinances that were tabled from last year. They will need to do a motion to remove them from the table, read one more time and adopt.

He also reported at 3 more easements need to be completed. No more land acquisitions done  after this.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell turned in one zoning permit for David Black for $40.00.

Consulting Engineer’s Report: Adam Voris gave us an update on how things are coming along on the Sewer Project.

Engineering. They still, have not received any comments regarding the collection network. EPA DEFA started reviewing them last week. He does not expect any significant comments.

A few changes in the layout near the trailer park are possible. They may be able to provide a more accessible connection.

The NPDES hearing went well. John Owen called yesterday tp resolve the NH3 issue for Rocky Fork. After the set-aside there will be capacity to expand the plant from 160k to 400k in the future.

CDBG Grant ($625,000)

The contract was executed for the County to administer this grant. They will work closely with Frieda, and will administer the low income connection program.

They discussed some of the critical path issued to keep the project on schedule. The environmental report will be very important to keeping it on schedule. Adam would like permission from the Village to do the EA (environmental assessment) if John Raugh is not able to do . This is fairly expensive but could be  paid from the grant when you  receive it.
