        September 13, 2006

The Hanover Village Council Meeting was called to order by Duane H. Flowers, Mayor. He gave the invocation and Sue Spaulding led us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the August, 2006 meeting were reviewed and discussed. After review the Mayor said minutes would stand approved as read.

Letters and Correspondence: 

The clerk contacted the engineer’s office about the permissive tax and the amount.

The current amount was $21,328.46 which was thru July, 2006. They said, we usually received between $145.00 to $150.00 per month.

The clerk received the papers from Park National Bank to get the new checking account started.

The clerk also received the magazine Cities and Village which she put in the mail boxes of the Mayor and Council Members.

The clerk also reported that they ad that Brian Dixon wanted put in the newspaper had not been put  in as when ads are not close to the date they will not put in the Community News. The clerk talked to Amy at the Advocate and she suggested a paid ad. It was decided after discussion when something needs to be put in ahead of the date such as 21 days before a meeting or announcement the clerk will make that a paid ad. The meeting date was changed to October 11th and the clerk will contact the Advocate. The clerk will also put a paid ad the paper for the open meeting at the high school which will be October 17th. The clerk also said she would put a notice on the door that the October 4th meeting had been changed to October 11, 2006.
The Mayor reported that he received a letter from the State Department of Veterans Affairs and they were inviting the Mayor and Council Members to their dedication ceremony on September 18, 2006 from 1:30pm to 3pm, at 1912 Tamarack Road.
Clerk’s Treasurers Report: The clerk read beginning and ending total from the following accounts, General, Street, Fire, Capitol and Cash Journal Summary. The accounts balance to the bank statement with the bank.

Finance Committee Report: Jack Conard, reported he is ready to submit the papers for us to see if the Village will be eligible for a grant for the roads for $199,500.00. He also reported that the council members would be voting on a resolution for the Mayor to participate in the Ohio Public Works Commission. The Village would contribute $40,500.00 from the street fund and this would put a covering on all the streets in the Village of around and inch on the roads.

 Darla Cozzens, made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee. This was seconded by Sue Spaulding.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills and Darla Cozzens seconded this.

The Mayor called for roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen report: None

Board of Public Affairs: Dale Jennings and Bill Fry were in attendance at the meeting and yielding their time to Adam Voris.

Board of Sewer Tappers: Jeff Hanger had nothing to report.

Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley the Village attorney said he had done a lot of research to locate an ordinance that the Village had passed which concerned property where the junk is not being cleaned up. He suggested that the zoning inspector Steve Sidwell, check with another Village to see how they handle a situation like this.
Mr. Bindley said our old ordinance was probably done in 1979 and the Village had used this ordinance before. It was decided they will probably do a new ordinance for the Village.

Mr. Bindley ask about the deed for Jeff Hanger’s property and the clerk said she had taken that back to his office. He said they would have it recorded.

He suggested that the ordinance that the Council would be voting on should have the 2nd and 3rd reading waived and that this ordinance be adopted.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell, turned in two zoning permits for the Village. One was for Richard Shockey, for $28.80 and one for Jason Woodcutter for $712.00.

Consulting Engineer’s Report: Adam Voris reported that the 2nd bid has been delayed until 10-4-06. We should receive the loan in October, 2006.
They discussed they may amend liquefied damages and use plan B.

Board of Public Affairs needs to decide if they will hire an operator or have a contract with someone, will it be part time or full time. The Mayor suggested they check with other areas that have a sewer system and see how they handle this.

The Mayor wanted to talk about the sludge removal and what is the best way for the Village to handle this.

The council members and the Mayor think we should have someone that can cover this 24 hours a day.

They also talked about since the construction will start in the winter if the pipes will be okay and not be harmed from winter weather.

They feel we should have a generator at every lift station.

The 208 Plan Meeting with Newark was cancelled.

Jack Conard wanted to thank Adam Voris for his help with the grant application.

Fire Chief’s Report: No one was in attendance at the meeting.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Tom Wills was unable to attend the meeting..

Planning Commission Report: Brian Dixon, reported the next Planning Commission Meeting will be October 11th at 6PM at the firehouse regarding the lot split of Chester Flowers and Shane Adkins.

The Mayor said the Comprehensive Development Meeting will be September 27th at the firehouse at 7:30PM.
Drainage and Sewer Committee’s Report: Ken Campbell had nothing to report.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding reported that Brian Dixon did some work at the firehouse.
Council Chambers also has new lights installed.

Grievance Committee Report: The Mayor reported he had a call from the sheriffs department on golf carts.  Mr. Bindley said they need to be licensed and only driven with people who have a license.
