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January 9, 2008

The Hanover Village Council Meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM by Mayor Duane H. Flowers. He gave the invocation and Sue Spaulding led us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the December meeting were reviewed and discussed. The Mayor asked the clerk to make a correction in the minutes in regard to the information that was entered in the citizen’s report. No contract has been signed with the Licking Valley School system in regard to the museum at the old Methodist Church. After that the Mayor said minutes would stand approved as read.

There were no additions or corrections on the special meeting that was held on December 26th in regard to the Time Warner franchise, which was voted on and accepted by council.

Also on the 26th of December  the annual records meeting was held following the special meeting and the decision was to keep all records now and not to destroy any of them.

Letters and Correspondence: The clerk received the following correspondence:
Received a bill from Deertail Farms for lawncare services for 2007. This was done without a purchase order from a previous council member. The clerk will pay the bill and let Mr. Sensabaugh know, he will need to contact Sue Spaulding who is now taking this over and if no purchase order is issued, no bills will be paid.

Received the magazine City and Villages, and put in the mail boxes for Council and the Mayor.
Received our new insurance books for 2008. If anyone wants to look at the books, they are in the office.

 Received information from the Ohio Risk, put in mail boxes for council and the Mayor, only received 6 copies so you will need to share.

Received two bids for mowing the park for 2008, one from Valley Property Maintenance and one from T.R. Belt Mowing. The clerk gave those to Sue Spaulding.

The Mayor received the following correspondence  from ODOT and Licking Valley School and Hanover Village have received a grant for $12,000.00 for safe routes to school. The Mayor will be putting together a walk path committee. The grant is for the engineering for this. ADR Engineering will be working on this.
The Mayor also asked if the school systems  annex in will they have to pay a sewer bill on the old church. There is no lines that run up there, so for now there would be no sewer bills for this.

Clerk’s Treasurer’s Report: The clerk read beginning and ending totals for the following accounts. General, Street, Fire, Capitol Project and Cash Journal Summary. The totals agree with the bank statement. Jack Conard, asked about the total of dollars reported for the sewer bills and asked if some are behind. The clerk said yes letters would be going out to people who are behind.
They also talked about a deposit we received from Army Corp of Engineers. Jeff Carr said he would contact Lisa at Army Corp of Engineers about this deposit.

Finance Committee Report:  Jack Conard, is concerned about the money that is coming in and they also talked about the hold up in old Hanover  concerning the equipment that is keeping them from hooking onto the sewer system and that is why we have went back to the payment of $15.00 per month, until this is corrected. The Mayor said that would make a difference of about $1,000.00 per month.
 Jack Conard said he has a call into Sue Spiker, to find out when the grants will be  awarded that the Village applied for.
 He also reported that the budget committee meet again on December 22nd, 2007 to finish up the budget and that is legislation that will be voted on during new business at the meeting. This is the temporary budget.

Jack Garber made a motion, seconded by Brian Dixon to send the bills to the finance committee.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Ken Campbell.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen of the year: This will be tabled for now.

Citizen’s Report:  A resident wanted to know if the Village had a right of way at 268 Echo Drive? Mr. Bindley our attorney said you always have a road right of way.

Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley asked the people who had not been sworn in last month to please stand. The following people were sworn into office. Duane H. Flowers, Mayor, Ken Campbell, Council, William C. Engler, Board of Public Affairs and Frieda J. Engler, Clerk/Treasurer.
 Mr. Bindley talked to Council and the Mayor about the following legislation that will be voted on under new business.

 He talked about the temporary budget that will be voted on, solicitor, zoning inspector and raises for the Mayor and Clerk.

They also will be voting on the contract with the fire department for the year of 2008.

Board of Public Affairs: Jim Hamby and Bill Engler reported about their meeting. Bill Fry was not present at the meeting.
 They reported that a resident from 202 Sunset Drive, Doug Anders attended the meeting and was concerned about the work that was going to be done on his sewer tapping. He knew that Teragon, had purchased a permit on November 16, 2007 but has never done the work. He was advised by the Board of Public Affairs to send Teragon a letter and inform him they were going to get someone else to do the work. He agreed he would also provide a letter to the Board of Public Affairs.

 Mike Bachelor was also at the meeting and was concerned about the depth of his tap. Jeff Carr was there and explained this and showed him on the map.

Resolution 2008-1 was approved by the board and given to Council for approval. This would allow the clerk to send a letter to anyone 45 days in arrears. There were 46 customers in arrears. A form letter will be drawn up by the Law Director.

 The Mayor asked if the Village could do credit cards? They talked about the cost of this.

 They also talked about assessing property taxes for residents who do not pay their sewer bill. They also could take them to small claims court.
 Jim Hamby welcomed Bill Engler to the Board.

There were no reported problems at the plant.

Zoning Inspector Report: Steve Sidwell had nothing to report. The Mayor did want council to know that the new zoning books are in the office. They have about $25.00 cost in each book.

 The Mayor also wanted people to know that in the Marchl billing he has a letter he wants to go out with the bills about cleaning up Hanover. Next month we will discuss this more. The Mayor said he has had about 10 people who said they would be willing to help.

Engineer’s Report: Jeff Carr talked about a house that looks vacant across from the church. He said the shed is gone and no vehicles are there. This is Walkers old house.

 Jeff said the contractors are back in town and were working on North Main Sreet. They did a bore. They re did the ditch in front of Rachele Brown.
 They put in a pipe by Carlisle’s. They helped tie in the church lateral.

 The treatment plant person will be here Thursday, to finish some small things. The plant is working well.

 He talked about the $12,000.00 that was awarded to the Village.

He also talked about classes that the Board of Public Affairs should take. Jeff said he would fax this out to the clerk and she can pass this along to the Board.

 He also talked about some storm related projects that Brian Dixon had talked to him about.  They will be doing specs for this.

He also talked about Millie Lane and some patching that was only temporary.

 Jim Hamby is concerned about the mail boxes that have not been replaced.

 Jim Hamby talked about illegal traffic and Jeff Carr said he had inspected his drive way and it looks good, except for the mud on top. He suggested that he talk to Roger Lynn about his trucks going in and out of there.

 Jeff Carr said he will let the Village know when Old Hanover is up and running to have hook-up done. Until then the billing will stay $15.00 per month in Old Hanover.

 Fire Chief’s Report: Brian Spellman was in attendance at the meeting along with Sam Baker. He passed out a sheet showing they had 465 runs for 2007.

 They are working on a grant for the generator.

The fire chief reported part time going well.

Run cards have changed.

He reported they are getting more volunteers.

They are getting ready to hire more part time people.

 He reported they will get with Lois Whyde, after he meets with Jack Garber about the numbers on the mail boxes. He is hoping she will do an article in the newspaper about this.
 The fire chief asked our Mayor how many times, should someone be at the meetings from the fire department for the council meetings. They Mayor said he would like for someone from the fire department to be at all the meetings.
 The fire department announced they will be doing care packages for men overseas. They will get the information to the clerk and the Mayor suggested they get with Lois Whyde to put this in the newspaper.

Street Commissioner’s Report: The people serving on this committee are Ken Campbell, Darla Cozzens and Jack Garber,

 Ken Campbell had nothing to report.
 Jack Garber said he had a call about a tree coming down at the tunnel. He said they will be taking care of this.
 Darla Cozzens said she has worked on the street lights that are out. She said if you are reporting more than one they need to be faxed in. A question was asked if you could request for street lights that only shine down?

No one knew the answer to that question.

The Mayor talked about when we start on the streets do we need specs for this? They attorney said he could do the legal work on this. They funding if we get it would be available in June. It was decided we need to get started on this soon.

Planning Commission Report: Brian Dixon and the Mayor and Council talked about the Phase 4 for Hainsview.
Storm Water Management Report: Brian Dixon is working on 5 or 6 jobs in the Village. He hopes the money will stretch to take care of these.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding reported that the new door on the firehouse looks good and the new flooring looks good.

The shelter house roof is fixed, but thinks we need to see about a metal roof, but the insurance will not pay for this.

The Mayor said he went by the park and thinks there has been damage to the roof of the shelter house again.

 The fire department has asked for mops to clean the floors.

They talked about grant money that could take care of the repairs at the shelter house.

Mayor’s Minute:  The Mayor talked about what the Council and the Mayor had accomplished in 2007. They have finished about 90 per cent of the waste water treatment plant.

65% of the residents are hooked up to the plant.

Finished 20 year comp plan

 They did the 201 and 208 plan for the county

Did the flood management plan

Master walking trail planned established and completed

Passed a 3 mill road levy

Filed for district 17 grant

Passed new zoning ordinance

Had an Independence Day Parade and fireworks

For 2008 the parade will be June 29th, first meeting for this will be February 6th at 7:30PM,  fire works will be similar to red white and boom, but will cost a little more than last year. There will be a letter going out for business donations for this.
