October 10, 2007

The Hanover Village Council Meeting was called to order by Mayor Duane H. Flowers at 6:30PM on October 10th, 2007.

The Mayor led us in the invocation and Darla Cozzens led us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of the September, 2007 meeting were reviewed and discussed. After discussion the Mayor said minutes would stand approved as read.

Letters and Correspondence:

The clerk received the following mail:

Received information from Rinehart Walters Danner Insurance about the upcoming renewal for January 08, The clerk will contact them to make sure the waste water treatment plant is covered on the insurance.

The clerk told The Mayor and Council and people that were at the meeting that the office would not be open on October 17th, as the clerk will be attending a class for the villages on finances and other topics.

The clerk received an envelope from the Hanover Presbyterian Church which concerns their activities, which the Board of Public Affairs had requested as they had lowered there rate structure for their payment on the Waste Water Treatment bill per month.

Received books on political campaigns, and handed those out.

The Mayor announced that the Comprehensive Plan is done.

A correction, the clerk did not report that she had received the totals from the Licking County Auditors office for the budget for 2008.
Clerk’s Treasurer’s Report: The clerk read beginning and ending balances on the following accounts. General, Street, Fire, Capital Project and Cash Journal Summary. The accounts balance with the bank statement. The treasurer’s report is attached to the copies of the minutes.
Finance Committee Report: Jack Conard, reported that the issue one grant has been submitted. Jack Conard he made a couple changes as he worked on the grant and went for a smaller amount, hoping this will give us a better chance. He did not include county road 210 or 668.
He said we all should try to vote in November, as we could use the money that will be on the levy in November for the roads. He said the money we have in the street fund for the Village will help us out as they take that into consideration. He asked Darla Cozzens and Tom Wills to watch there spending.
Jack reported he took pictures of the condition of the roads to send in with the papers for the grant. He talked about New Home Drive and the pictures he sent in were before we received the paving on this street. It was reported that the contractor did the repaving on New Home Drive.

Jeff Carr said the reason this was done this way on New Home as he could not determine which should be patched, so they decided to pave this.

Darla Cozzens reported that she had talked to Tim Lollo and he said they will be paving through Hanover Village on the main road sometime between now and 2010 and when they do they will contact the Village and try to give us a reduced rate on the paving.

Chester Flowers and the Mayor said the average cost for the roads if the levy passes would cost the residents around $100.00 per year. The Mayor talked about the survey the Village had done and 80 percent of the residents said they would vote for a levy for the roads.

Darla Cozzens made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee, seconded by Brian Dixon.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Ken Campbell.

The Mayor asked for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen Report: Dan Roike had concerns about his driveway and how the property line ran on his property. He talked about where the stake was put in his yard for the tapping.
 He wanted his hook-up in a different location but he said the engineer said that could not be done that way. His hook up ended up almost in the middle of his driveway.
 He said he inquired about how much the company doing the work would help pay for his drive way. They said $1200.00. He got several estimates they were higher than the $1200.00 offered and he wants to know if something can be done about this.

 The Mayor said the most for work like this would be $3.00 per square foot.

 The Mayor asked him to give him a copy of the bids he had obtained.

 He will take a look at this with the contractor and see if they can help Mr. Roike out with this.

 Mr. Roike also asked if there is anything that can be done about the dust on the roads.
Law Director’s Report:  Mr. Bindley talked about the ordinance 2007-20 which is for the amended sewer rates. This will be voted on under new business.

 Board of Public Affairs:  Dale Jennings and Jim Hamby reported on the rate structure that will be voted on.

Dale Jennings was thanked by the Mayor for his service on the Board of Public Affairs and said he had done a good job.

 Jim Hamby asked if they could have a file cabinet for their records.

Zoning Inspector’s Report:   Steve Sidwell reported he had turned in a permit for  Phase Three in Hainsview for $830.00 and one for Galen Rouzanion for $160.00 on South Main Street.

Consulting  Engineer’s Report:  Jeff Carr wanted to thank the people that attended the tour at the plant.

 Jeff Carr reported they had a lot of visitors from EPA to view the new plant.

It was reported by Russell Dixon that 58 people have been connected to the new sewer system as of the Village Council meeting.

Jeff Carr reported that Elite Excavating has left temporarily, but will be back to finish up the work.

The sewer line will be coming down Panther Drive in the Hainsview area.

Jeff Carr talked about the deadline which was August 1st for Elite Excavating and would there be liquid damage. The Village has no damages.

The Mayor reported that some of the change orders did ad to the delay time for the work to be completed at the waste water plant.

 The warranty period maybe extended.

Jeff Carr talked to Winelco about the warranty and they said they are for this but they need to talk to Kruger on this before they can say for sure.

Old Hanover and they Hainsview area will be paved soon. They had to wait for 60 days before they could do this.

 The Mayor would like a schedule that he could look at when getting phone calls about the paving and the work schedule for this.

The cross over at the plant needs to be fixed. Elite is responsible for this.

Some of the streets need cleaned up. Jeff Carr said he will check into this.

 It was asked about the plowing for the winter months. A couple man holes need fixed so 

the plowing can be done for bad weather.

Jeff Carr did say he had meet with Dan Roike several times about the location of his driveway which was over on his neighbor’s property. They Mayor said they will check on this according to the price of the square footage.

 The Mayor thanked ADR for the food they brought to the firehouse.

Fire Chief’s Report: No one was at the meeting from the fire department. There will be a fire district public meeting on October 17th at Licking Valley High School in the commons area 7PM.
 Jim Hamby reported that he has noticed that no one is at the Village Fire house. He said the decrease of service is not good. He wanted to know why? He also said they need to give us more input to the Village as to what is happening in the fire department.
The Mayor reported the firemen are spending time i Toboso and some of the other areas around the  county..

The Mayor said we may find out more at the fire district meeting.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Tom Wills reported that Dan Roike driveway is coming out to far on the street.
 They talked about street lights being out, and they will check in Hainsview on this around Rob Mitchell’s house.

The stop signs have not been fixed at Valley Blvd and the corner of Meadow Drive.

Need to get some patching done at Bill Jackson residence.
Planning Commission Meeting: Brian Dixon reported they had a special meeting on the lot split and zoning change on the John McLeish property on Hainsview Drive.

 Brian Dixon said the amended zoning regulations should be done for next months meeting.

Storm Water Management: Ken Campbell reported he talked to Mr. Mills about his culvert. The fire department does not flush culverts. He said they will figure out something on this.
Ground Director’s Report:  The Mayor asked Sue Spaulding to contact all of the men doing hook-ups to see if they are interested in hooking the firehouse on to the waste water treatment plant.
