      December 12, 2007

Mayor Duane H. Flowers called the Hanover Village Council Meeting to order at 6:30PM. He gave the invocation and Tom Wills led us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of November, 2007 were reviewed and discussed. After discussion Mayor Duane Flowers said minutes would stand approved as read.

Received letter from Bricker & Eckler on public records,
Received flyer from Time Warner Cable which talks about new franchise of 5%, we have been receiving 3%. Mr. Bindley informed council that we will get a certified letter from Time Warner and we only have ten days to pass the ordinance and get the information to them. The clerk will watch for this and let him know as soon as she gets the letter. Council talked about staying with 3%, hoping Time Warner will not raise the rates on the Village residents.

Attorney Mr. Bindley turned in his vacation schedule to the Mayor.

Clerk Treasurer’s Report: The clerk read beginning and ending totals from the General, Street, Fire, Capitol Project and Cash Journal Summary. These totals agree with the bank statement.

Finance Committee Report:  Jack Conard reported the finance committee had met to work on the budget and had completed most of it, but will meet again to complete the budget on December 22, 2007 at the firehouse at 9AM.

Brian Dixon made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee, seconded by Ken Campbell.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Darla Cozzens.
The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen’s Report: Bill Fry wanted to know if the Village had an ordinance in regard to the dog situation in the Village of Hanover. The only thing the Village can do for loose dogs is to call the dog catcher.

The Mayor reported that the L.V. Heritage has now become a 501C Corporation and can accept donations. They have signed a contract with the Licking Valley School system concerning the old Methodist Church and this is where the first museum for this area will be. They will be needing volunteers.

Law Director’s Report: As discussed earlier in the minutes the Attorney talked about house bill 117 and how it affects the regulation of the franchise with Time Warner. He reminded the clerk to watch for the letter. After discussion the council decided to leave at 3%. They attorney will get the legislation ready for this.

He also told council they will be voted on two ordinances under new business.

He also talked about the legislation on the liquid damages or stipulated damages. Since we have no monetary loss and an extension of the warranty, there is no need for legislation on this.

Board of Public Affairs: Dale Jennings, Bill Fry and Jim Hamby were at the meeting and reported on what they had discussed at there meeting. The clerk gave them a list of the people who are currently behind in their sewer bills. She told them the auditors had told her we needed to be more diligent on the ones who are not paying. It was decided that our attorney will draw up a letter to be sent out with the delinquent bills. They discussed a penalty fee for late payments or filing suit in small claims court. Council and the Board of Public Affairs talked about the bills in old Hanover and should they put a hold on old Hanover and change it back to $15.00 a month for residents since they have run into trouble with the equipment. Thay are the homes from 500 S. Main Street and on up.
It was suggested that they check with other communities to see how they handle delinquent accounts.

 The clerk explained that before the residents knew if they did not keep there bills current, then they would be subject to a $5,000.00 tap on fee, where now we have nothing in writing to encourage them to keep there bills current.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell has nothing to report, but we thank him for the good pizza he brought to the meeting.

Consulting Engineer’s Report:  Jeff Carr was at the meeting and discussed with the Mayor, Council and Board of Public Affairs the following:
He said they have small remaining punch list to complete. Elite was in town on 12/6/07 and 12/10/07 to complete several of the items. They will be back in the spring to touch of grassing, pavement, driveways etc.

If you hear of issues that need to be addressed asap, please don’t hesitate to call Jeff or write it down and Frieda will fax it to him.

Major Issues Outstanding:

Pump station in Old Hanover needs to have new pumps installed. They are working as fast as possible to get replacement ones onsite and installed.

Jack Conard driveway keeps eroding. They are going to put some cold patch in as soon as he can get the equipment back down here. This should be fixed by January 2008.
Bore under North Main is needed for house. The sewer lateral installed is just not deep enough to work with the existing sewer. This is out the rear of the home and is deep. They are planning on doing the bore the first of January, 2008.

Reduction of retainage- down to 22K.

WWTP

They have a small punch list of items that need to be addressed.

Still have retainage on them.

Waiting on final change orders to come in so we can pay them some final payments.

Having some small issues with communications on the control panel. They are working with Kruger on this.

Operator Gregg Holley says plant is working very well.

Jeff also said they are working on lowering the man holes.
They had a complaint that a mail box that was put back. is to high. It should only be 41 inches.
They decided to put a hold on old Hanover. The clerk will change the rates back  until it is fixed.

They talked about the intersection not being clean and muddy.
They talked about  Meadow and Hainsview and the access to Wolford Road. Four wheelers are using this route.
The clerk is  keeping Jeff Carr informed on the utility bills  for the plant so he can see how much it is going to cost the Village.
Fire Chief’s Report: Brian Spellman was unable to attend the meeting, but Samantha Baker was there and reported on the 5 runs they have had in the Village and 6 mutual aids.

She passed out a spread sheet which showed there response time. Brian Grey from the fire department was also in attendance at the meeting.

 They talked about non-breathers and how they contact another company to go with them on these runs.

 They Mayor reported the new fire door is in and will be delivered to the fire department.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Tom Wills reported that Carl Hains was awarded the job for snow removal and salting.

Darla Cozzens reported that Mr. Lynn had fixed the street sign on Valley Blvd.

They talked about 3 or 4 speed bumps at the ball field.

 The Mayor suggested they take an inventory on signs for the Village. Darla Cozzens said she had done this before, but the paper had disappeared.

Planning Commission Report: Brian Dixon reported the regular meeting had been cancelled, due to bad weather. He also talked about Phase 3 at Hainsview.
Storm Water Management Report: Ken Campbell had nothing to report.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding reported that the roof on the shelter house will be fixed  and the price did not meet the deductible  with the insurance so this had to be paid by the Village. She also reported that Haynes Carpet will install the new flooring at council chambers.

Zoning Appeals Committee Report: Nothing

Mayor’s Minute: Mayor Duane Flowers passed out the new phone directory for the year of 2008. It also listed when the meetings are held.
Unfinished Business: Nothing to report.

New Business: The following legislation was voted on and adopted at the meeting.

This ordinance is for  a plat for Phase 3 in Hainsview.

A motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was issued by Sue Spaulding, seconded by Ken  Campbell.
A motion to adopt by Brian Dixon, seconded by Darla Cozzens.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Ordinance 2007-24
This ordinance was to approve the new zoning for the Village of Hanover

Sue Spaulding made a motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading, seconded by Brian Dixon.

Brian Dixon made a motion to adopt, seconded by Darla Cozzens.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

They talked about the zoning being put on the web-site as soon as they get the disc back. Page 65 needed corrected.

A motion for adjournment was issued by Ken Campbell, seconded by Darla Cozzens.
