The Mayor asked if there was any discussion on the bills.

 A motion to send the bills to the finance committee was issued by Brian Dixon and seconded by Ken Campbell.

 A motion to pay the bills was issued by Sue Spaulding and seconded by Ken Campbell.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen’s Report: Mrs. Hamby wanted to thank Duane Flowers, Brian Dixon and Jack Garber for there concern about the water in her basement.
It has now dried up and she talked to Beth Jones about what they have available to help people with this problem. Someone was to contact her, but she has not heard anything.

 They offered to fix her problem and the cost of it will be attached to her property and when the property is sold they will get there money.

 The Mayor said he has talked to Carl Hains about putting a ditch out there but they cannot do that until it dries up.

 There was a ditch dug around Mrs. Griffith’s shelter house to get the water down quicker.

 Carl Hains said he would help with this problem.

 Law Director’s Report:  Mr. Bindley talked to council about resolution 5-2008 which is from EMHT given to the Mayor and they need to adopt it before April 16th which is an application for transportation enhancement funding which is a grant and the Village will need matching funds for this. This pertains to the Panther Parkway Bicycle Pedestrian Bridge.
 He also has prepared two resolutions for Council to vote on. One is 6-2008 which will certify to the ballot 1.0 mill levy which is a replacement on the November ballot.

The second resolution is 7-2008 which is a 1 ½ mill levy which is also a replacement and will be voted on in the November, 2008 election.
Board of Public Affairs:  Jim Hamby had left the council meeting so Bill Engler reported that there were no visitors at the meeting.
He said the clerk had talked to them about a property at 2749 E. High Street in which she had received a check for $504.00 and said she had made a mistake when talking to them about this. She should have said it was subject to the $5,000.00 payment which would include catching their bill up and paying for their tapping to the sewer.

It was decided that the clerk would talk to the attorney about this.

Engineer’s Report: Jeff Carr reported items of interest on the project.

 Jeff reported that Brian, Kenny and Duane got together to look at the pipes that need fixed. Jeff will put together a cost amount for this.
Internal funds should be looked at for repair or replacement of pipes under pavement. They have put together a list of repairs to work on. He said they need to set up Phase under the General Municipal Engineering for “Drainage Services”.

 Jeff reported that the first income survey the Village did, is now to old to use.

They need to submit by April 15th a cost estimate for next years round of formula $.

An income survey has to be completed by the end of April. Items that need completed as as follows:

Resolution for set aside money (Hanover paying for engineering is what they are looking for.) The attorney said he would need this information in order to do this.
Construction cost estimate.

Grant application, this will be $500.00 (Dan to complete ASAP)

Complete income survey.

There are two ways to do this.

One they do it all (except mailing) $5,500.00

We co-ordinate and do summary, village provides door knockers and mailing= $3,000.00

 The Mayor asked what if we don’t get the grant and then to census comes up is that going to take the place of the income survey. Jeff said he thinks the income survey would override the census.

Brian Dixon said he thinks the fire department needs this survey done to for them for grants. The Mayor asked the people who were in attendance from the fire department if they would be able to help with this.

Contract 1, Collection System Status:

Elite is moving back in on the 21st until work is complete. They are estimating 2 weeks. Carl Hains, asked why they keep putting the date for them to come back is put back further all the time. He is very concerned about Hainsview roads.  He said we need some action on the roads from Elite.
Contract 2. WWTP Status

Small punch list to complete. Still holding money. Everything running well.

WWTP Operation
The Village needs to update the contract for operation. It was decided to go month to month on this. Currently we are paying ADR Engineering around $4000.00 per month. This is $50.00 per hour which is 20 hrs weekly= $1,000.00 per week. We also are paying for mileage for this person.
 They will be requesting a PO soon to haul sludge. Jeff Carr or Gregg Holley will contact Frieda on this.

They reported they have treated 8,823,790 gallons of sewage to date

They also reported that John 0’Flaherty is back.

Pavement grant for the Village

Estimated Timeline:

March 5- Meet at planning commission meeting to decide on scope and roads. If so break into several smaller jobs to award by streets, etc.

March 12- Ordinance for Village to enter into contract

April 23- Start on plans, specs and bid documents

June 4- Advertise for bid

July 2- Bid Opening

July 1- Grant agreement sent to village to execute.
July 9- Notice of award at council meeting

July 9 to July 23- contractor prepare and execute contracts

July 23- Special Council Meeting to Issue Notice to Proceed

August- Pavement commence.

Zoning  Inspector’s Report:  Steve Sidwell, reported he had one zoning permit for Rick Vanover. The price for this zoning permit $5,710.00. The $5,000.00 is for the sewer tap fee. The $500.00 is  for Impact Fee and the $210.00 is 10 cents living space.
 Steve wanted to know what the culvert fee was for and the Mayor said it was for the inspection.

 The Mayor was asking for help with a culvert he is putting in. He needs someone to look at it to make sure he is putting the right size in.

They talked about getting the grant writer for $249.00 per year and this person would apply for one grant each month for the Village. ADR Engineering is going after more governmental grants but not the small ones.

This might help the park out if we could get some small grants.

They talked about having this grant writer to come to the meeting and explain what he could do on the grants for the Village and Jack Conard made a motion that Steve Sidwell contact him and this was seconded by Darla Cozzens.

Fire Chief’s Report:  Samantha Baker was at the meeting and said they had hired the grant writer for the Fire Department.
She talked about the runs they had for the month and said the volunteers are doing good.

She also said the have a soup supper at station 1 on Sunday from 11:30 AM TO 2PM.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Darla Cozzens, Ken Campbell and Jack Garber reported on the following:
Darla Cozzens and Ken Campbell talked about the road down by the restaurant. The Mayor said if they do not hear from Elite tomorrow to go ahead and fix the roads and we will pay for this out of the retainer.

 Ken Campbell also talked about the sidewalks and they need to have the gravel cleaned off of them so people can walk on them. Carl Hains is going to help with this. They will meet on Saturday and do this at 9 AM.

Brian Dixon offered his tractor to help out with this.

Carl Hains said they need flag men to help with this. The Mayor offered to help.

 Carl Hains said, we should show the community we care about this.

Chester Flowers asked who is responsible for the side walk’s? The Mayor said the Village is responsible for this.

Darla Cozzens said there is still lights out. The light did get fixed at the firehouse which was shining on Jeff Hangers house. The clerk had called the electric company and had them come out and fix this problem. Jeff said it is a lot better now.

Planning Commission:  Brian Dixon, said they had a special meeting for lot splits on Flowers property. No one attended the meeting to object to this.

 They talked about updating the form on the web page.

Storm Water Management Report:  Brian Dixon reported he had received a scope of fees from ADR Engineering on different areas.

He also reported he has received one bid to repair a catch basin and add another catch basin. He wants to do a little more bidding on this and then make a decision.

 He talked about working on some ditches that need fixed.

 Carl Hains, said a culvert on Millie Lane needs fixed.

 They may take some of the Permissive Tax and work on some of the things that need done.

They talked about how we need to do the grant just the way it is to be done on the roads or they could take this away from the Village.

They will check with Sue Spiker to make sure the Village does not do anything wrong.

 Carl Hains said people in Hainsview want to know what will be done with the roads, when they are looking at homes in that area. The Mayor said Carl Hains, should check with Nathan about how the repairs on the road will be done.

The paving cannot  start until August 1st  per the grant.
Ground Director’s Report:  Sue Spaulding also talked about the light being fixed which was shining on Jeff Hangers house.
She talked about the person who works at the plant and he will not be able to do the mowing, so Sue will have the person which is mowing the park do the plant.

Chester Flowers will do the other mowing.
 Sue Spaulding hired Rodney Lothes to do the tapping at the firehouse.

Resolution 5-2008

This is a resolution enacted by the Village of Hanover, Licking County, Ohio hereinafter referred to as the Local Public Agency (LPA), in the matter of the stated described project.

 This will allow the Mayor to be empowered on behalf of the LPA to prepare and execute an application for Transportation Enhancement Funds for the stated described project and to submit same to the State of Ohio, Department of Transporation.

 Darla Cozzens made a motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading, seconded by Sue Spaulding.

The Mayor called for a discussion. They Mayor explained that LV Schools and the Village have applied for walking bridge from the middle school across 668 to the other side of the road. Handicap can also use this.
Sue Spaulding made a motion to adopt and this was seconded by Darla Cozzens. The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Resolution 6-2008
This is a resolution finding it necessary to Levy a tax in excess of the Ten Mill Limitation and declaring an emergency. This will be a replacement.

The amount of the levy is one mill fire levy.
Darla Cozzens, made a motion to suspend the rules and declare this an emergency. This was seconded by Jack Garber.
Sue Spaulding made a motion to adopt, seconded by Darla Cozzens.

The Mayor asked if all were in favor. All ayes

Resolution 7-2008
This is a resolution finding it necessary to levy a tax in excess of the ten mill limitation and declaring this an emergency. This is a replacement of 1.5 mill.

 Darla Cozzens made a motion to suspend the rules and declare this an emergency. This was seconded by Jack Garber.
Sue Spaulding made a motion to adopt, seconded by Jack Garber.

The Mayor asked if all were in favor. All ayes.
