Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Darla Cozzens. The Mayor asked if there was any discussion. Being none the motion carried with all ayes as the Mayor did call for a roll call vote.

Citizen’s Report:  A lady, Jennifer Profitt was at the meeting to address the council about wanting to get permission to do rock climbing on the cliff down by the waste water treatment plant. They talked about the liability with the insurance.  The Mayor said he would do some checking on this.
Board of Public Affairs: Jim Hamby, Bill Fry and Bill Engler were at the meeting and reported they did not have any citizen concerns during their meeting and had nothing new to report.

Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley informed council they would be voting on ordinance 2008-11 under new business. This ordinance is for approving a paving agreement with Licking County and authorizing and directing the Mayor to execute same on behalf of the Village of Hanover, Ohio.
The cost of this from Licking County will be the sum of $100,200.00 and they will use our permissive tax to pay for part of this. This will take 3 years or longer to repay.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell, had nothing to report. It was decided by council to pass on the grant writers services. He had attended our previous meeting and talk to council about this.

Consulting Engineer’s Report:  Jeff Carr talked to Sue Spaulding about mowing at the park and he felt it did not need to be done as often. This is on the outside of the waste water plant. He thought every 2 weeks would be fine.

 The Mayor and Council talked about one trash service for the Village and that would cut down on the trucks on the roads.

They will be advertising for bid for the roads for paving which they hope will start in August, 2008.

They talked about holding a special meeting in order to pass an ordinance for the bidding process.

Jeff Carr talked about the survey and that they had 41 percent of the surveys turned in.  They need more than this.The Mayor and Jeff Carr will go and talk to Lois Whyde ,at the Newark Advocate and see if she will put in the paper about how important this survey is and how it will benefit the Village.

Fire Chief’s Report:  Samantha Baker was at the council meeting and passed out copies of the fire runs for the month of May, 2008. They had 6 runs, 4 volunteers and 1 mutual aid. She reported all is going well in the fire department.
Street Commissioner’s Report: Ken Campbell, Darla Cozzens and Jack Garber had nothing to report. They Mayor asked for a book to order signs.

Planning Commissioner’s Report:  Brian Dixon, was unable to attend the meeting and the Mayor said there was nothing to report.

Storm & Waste Water Management Report: Brian Dixon, was unable to be at the meeting and there was no report.

Ground Director’s Report:  Sue Spaulding had nothing to report but did talk about the mosquitoes being bad in the Village.

Grievance Committee Report: Nothing to report.

Zoning Appeals Committee Report:  Steve Sidwell, had nothing to report.
Mayor’s Minute:  The Mayor reminded council about the 4th of July celebration on June 28th.
