Brian Dixon, made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee, seconded by Ken Campbell.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Tom Wills.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen’s Report: Mike Hinger from 165 Darla Drive was at the meeting to talk to council about the grass that needs planted and top soil that need to be put down and also said residents on Valley Blvd. were concerned about the grading and grass seeding that needs to be done.

Jeff Carr said they would be going back over the streets.

The Mayor talked about the meeting we will have on August 7th, which will be a public meeting and we will discuss any questions residents have about the sewer project.

James Scanlon from 143 Darla Drive was also at the meeting and had concerns also about the streets.

James Farmer from 337 S. Main Street was at the meeting to find out when the tunnel would be repaved. The Mayor said he would have Jeff Carr check on this and try to get it fixed soon.

Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley informed council that they would be voting on legislation during new business at the meeting. They are ordinances 2007-10 and 2007-11.

He suggested that council waive the 2nd and 3rd reading.

Board of Public Affairs:  Jim Hamby and Dale Jennings talked to council about what they should do about an operator for the waste water plant. They need to decide if they should hire and employee or bid this out. If over $25,000.00 a year this must be a bid. We need to advertise for this. They will work on the ordinance to pass at the July meeting and then the clerk will advertise for this. We may need to have a special meeting to get this taken care of. This would involve someone every day checking the plant, doing reports weekly and monthly. It may be more time at first and then may be less after the plant starts running.
We need to check on insurance for the plant. This may be a rider on the insurance.

Board of Utility Certifiers:  Jeff Hanger reported that letters have been sent out and some are making appointments to take the test for the tapping. The Mayor said he would talk to the Advocate and say that the list will be available July 15th for people in the Village. This list can still be added to. Each interested party must have a performance bond of $5,000.00 made out to the Village of Hanover.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell reported he is turning in two permits. One permit is from Roy Wilson for $63.00 and one from Steve Sutton for $155.00.

Consulting Engineer’s Report: Jeff Carr reported that Hanover Village will get a grant for $35,000.00 for sidewalks. They Mayor said he would like to put a committee together to work on the areas that this money could be used. A suggestion was to start at Millie Drive and go toward Resonant Drive. Then work on the area behind Carpenter Oil. Then if levy passes more work could be done in other areas.
 Jeff Carr reported that we will need 50 percent flow to start the plant up.

 The Waste Water Treatment plant, they are making their deadline. This is a very close deadline to meet the date. They talked about an operator on a month to month basis with ADR Engineering.

Jeff Carr said they will be working at the Cottage Restaurant to the street light, on work  that needs to be done on the master pump station.
They talked about the water drainage in the Staggers addition.

They talked about the new grass that needs to be watered.

They talked about the ditch on N. Main Street. They Mayor suggested that we fix this with 2 and 4 stone. The Mayor asked ADR to check this out and make it safe.

Planning Commission Report: Brian Dixon reported they will have a public meeting on July 11th to go over the comprehensive plan.  It was decided if it is a special meeting we will make this a paid ad. Brian reported the July 4th meeting will be postponed. Brian did report they are still working on the zoning.
Storm Water Management:  Ken Campbell reported they are working with Mr. Kuhlwein and Mr. Pletcher on  their ditches.

He is also working on getting the stream walk organized.

 Fire Chief’s Report: No one was in attendance from the fire department.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Darla Cozzens reported several street lights are out and since we have quite a few they want us to fax the numbers off the poles into them along with the account number.

They talked about stop signs that need to be fixed.

Tom Wills talked about the trees that need to be trimmed on Sunset Drive and bushes at the Event Center.

Ground Director’s Report:  Sue Spaulding reported there is a lady that will be doing community service in the park.
She reported, that there has been high school students, fighting at the park. The sheriff’s office suggested that we need to get the light fixed at the park.

Grievance Committee Report:  Dean Flowers reported to Darla that Rod Mitchell’s dog attacked his children. They have worked it out and the Mayor reported Mr. Mitchell has put up invisible fence.

Zoning Appeals Committee Report: None

Mayor’s Minute: The Mayor asked if the Village would be willing to donate money for the 4th of July celebration.

Darla Cozzens made a motion to donate $300.00 for the celebration and Sue Spaulding seconded this.

 The Mayor reported that his son will be donating a large tent for the L. V. Historical Society and asked if we need to have someone in the tent to answer questions about
things in the area.

Unfinished Business;

It was reported that a tree at the underpass needs to be taken out. They talked about contacting the Army Corp of Engineers and will also ask Carl Hains to give the Village an estimate on this.
