Sue Spaulding made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee, seconded by Ken Campbell.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills and this was seconded by Ken Campbell.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen’s Report:  There were several concerned residents at the meeting. The following is what they were questioning.

Jeff Gregory is concerned about parked cars on Clearview and wanted to know if the Village has a ordinance on this. The Village Planning Commission is currently working on the zoning book. He said he had a copy of another area in Licking County that had adopted legislation about this and maybe they could use this as a guide for them.
Chester Flowers had several questions for the fire chief about the lock boxes that businesses are to have. 

Also concerned about this was Don Flowers. Mr. and Mrs. Journey, Bob Shrivers and Nelson Bell.
Brian Spellman, fire chief of the Village of Hanover explained to the concerned citizens that this is a fire state code. Mr. Bindley said they need to have a public hearing in which this will be advertised. The fire chief also told the people in attendance that he is the only state certified fire inspector in the Village.
The fire chief also said he  realizes this is a change and people don’t like changes but this is the law.

The Mayor,  suggested  a 60 or 90 day moratorium and then a public meeting will be held and have the state fire marshal present to answer questions. He also said he had talked to Steve Carpenter from Heath about the lock boxes that are being  done in his area.
Dan Roike, was asking if some money could be spent on the park such as painting and fixing the fence. Sue Spaulding said she was waiting on the fence as the construction for the sewer plant is not completed and some of this was taken down due to the construction.
Mr. Wingate, had questions about the sewer system. The Mayor advised him that the Village has a scheduled meeting on August 7th at 7PM at the Council Chambers to discuss the sewer project, and all questions and concerns will be answered at the meeting.

Mr. Brunton, wanted to know when the streets will be fixed and what is the Village plan for this. The Mayor said we are voting in November on a 3 mill levy to start a paving program for the Village.

Mr. Brunton also asked who handles the money for the fire department. The Mayor said the Village has nothing to do with this and they have there own audits on this.
Mr. Fleming is concerned about his yard. He wants the rocks cleaned up out of his yard.
Board of Public Affairs: Dale Jennings, Jim Hamby and Bill Fry were in attendance at the meeting and talked about the low income grant and that they believe only 2 were over the limit that applied and the rest will be given free hook-up. August 13th will be the day you can start hooking up.

The ones over the limit will be offered low income loans.

Board of Sewer Tappers: Jeff Hanger reported that they need to hire an inspector for the tapping process.

Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley said the Council did not have any legislation to vote on at the July meeting.

Zoning Inspectors Report: Steve Sidwell turned in a zoning permit for Mr. and Mrs Journey, for a garage they are building.

Consulting Engineer’s Report:  Adam Voris discussed with the Mayor and Council Members and residents that were in attendance the following:
 Adam Voris wanted the residents to know that the Council Members and the Mayor have worked hard on this project and that is how the Village obtained the grants that is helping keep the price down to the resident.

Jeff Hanger said if more people would take the time to come to the meeting,that would help on the rumors that get started in the village.

The Mayor did say that a video tape was made of the Village Streets, and driveways  before the project was started and if someone has a complaint they can look at the video.

They also talked about the roads need swept.

Adam reported that the processed equipment had to be sent back.

Generators

A. The Village will pay for two generators at both pump stations sites. Once approved they will need a bill so they can submit this to OWDA. He reminded us this is a government agency purchasing so it will be tax free.

B. Interim Rate structure needs to be in place by September 1st. That when first bill should go out. The clerk reminded them we do not bill until the 15th of the month.

A letter should accompany this first bill outlining that this bill may change an the end of the year due to end of the contract period and final construction cost will be in place.

C. Tape fee for those who have not paid or will not pay.

    Mr. Bindley needs to figure out how to bill this. A letter with first bill explaining this.

July 16th at LV High School the grant for Old Hanover will be awarded with Zack Space being in attendance. There will be some speakers and a brief narrative of what each will say at the event.
WWTP start up- we are lacking flow right out of the shoot. We will need to think about an incentive program to get residents to hook up asap.

Hanover Inspector- Is ADR going to do the sewer tape inspections? Whoever it is, we need to get an inspector on-line for hookups. Get them the info. Have them ready for this task.

Russ Dixon is willing to under take this task.

Finalize process for taking permits for sewer taps.

Make sure you have process for tracking permits.

Hours of operation in letter to contractor/residents so they know when they can pick up permit.

Permit online so they can print and fill out prior to coming to office.

Know who has to pay the $5000.00 and who doesn’t. So you don’t issue a permit to the wrong person.

Fire Chief’s Report: There was no report made at the meeting.

Street Commissioner’s Report:  Darla Cozzens and Tom Wills had nothing to report. The Mayor said he had talked to Shelley Company about the cost for the roads and he would like for the Village to start a full paving program.

Planning Commssioner’s Report: Brian Dixon said they are working on the new zoning book for the Village.
Storm Water Management: Ken Campbell had nothing to report.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding reported she knows thing need to be done at the park, but it was decided they will wait until next summer when the project is complete and see what can be fixed.

She reported the shelter house is being vandalized again and they are tearing off the roof.

She has fixed 7 picnic tables.

The sheriff has arrested several kids at the park.

The Mayor reported the sewer plant was broken into.

Sue also reported that no one is willing to put a port-a-john at the park because of the vandalism.

Grievance Committee Report: The Mayor said this had been discussed earlier.
