 Mayor Duane H. Flowers called the Hanover Village  Council Meeting to order at 6:30PM. He gave the invocation and Jack Garber led us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of June, 2008 Meeting: The minutes of the June meeting were reviewed, and the Mayor asked if there were any corrections or deletions? Being none the  Mayor said minutes would stand approved as read.

Letters and Correspondence:

1. The Village received a letter that we will be getting a new computer for UAN use.

2. Flyer on payroll seminar in Middletown, Ohio August 26, 2008.

3. Ohio Water Development Authority talked about interest rates.

4. Letter from Newspaper Network about legal ads

5. Flyer from The Energy Co-operative

6. Flyer from Teppco Pipeline Safety

7. The clerk asked if a drop box for the bills which are brought to council chambers be installed.

8. The Mayor received a letter from our insurance where the Village was asking about, were we covered for insurance when lightning strikes, as we believe it did hit the waste water treatment plant on two separate occasions.

9. The Mayor also said he had received information on a class called Show me the Money District 17. This will be held July 16th, 2008 from 1:30 to 4PM at the Licking County Administration Building on 20 South 2nd Street. Jack Conard and the clerk will be attending this class.
Clerk’s Treasurer’s Report: The clerk read beginning and ending totals of the following accounts. General, Street, Fire, Capitol Project and Cash Journal Summary. These totals agree with the bank statement.

The clerk was asked if the monthly payments are going down. She replied that we have a lot that are delinquent. She also explained we have one that owes over 700.00. Jeff Carr did a quick check on the accounts and we are like 15 percent below what we should be getting.

 Mr. Bindley said we cannot shut off service on the sewer, but we could put this on there taxes. The clerk has been sending letters and she explained that some have caught there bills up and some have not.

The Mayor asked about the report and how often does she do this. She said she will be doing a report for OWDA for September 6, 2008. The Mayor asked her if she gets the report done in August, then we can sit down and look at what amount we should do something more than we are currently doing. The clerk gives a list to the Board of Public Affairs every month, showing who is behind. This report can be run at any time someone from council, board of public affairs or the Mayor wants to look at this. A copy is put in the reports that are signed at the meetings every month.
The Mayor asked if we are earning interest on the Capitol Fund and she replied any interest on this account goes to the General Fund. The capitol fund cannot show a profit.

Finance Committee Report: Jack Conard, wanted to thank Mr. Bindley which has been helping with to accommodate the commissioners. Jack reported they have secured a loan with Park National which is $70,250.00. The $250.00 is to process the loan. The principal needs to be played annually and also interest.
When we have the budget meeting in the fall we will budget for 2009 out of streets.

The loan is in progress, we will pass legislation to get out tax money early. This will be paid back out of the three mill levy.

The bank wanted to know why our account says Hanover Corporation. The clerk said it has always been that since she became clerk and Jack Conard also said when he was clerk it was the same. The tax number is also the same as before.

The bank says the deposit books may need to be changed.

Brian Dixon made a motion to send the bill to the finance committee, seconded by Darla Cozzens.
A motion to pay the bills was issued by Ken Campbell, seconded by Brian Dixon.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen’s Report: A resident from the Village inquired about what is the proper way to report pot holes and lights not working in the Village. The Mayor said he could call him if he had any problems.

The Mayor told him Kenny Campbell is in charge of roads.

Board of Public Affairs: Jim Hamby was unable to be at the meeting, but Bill Fry and Bill Engler were there for their meeting and also the Council Meeting.

Bill Fry reported that Janice Walker a new owner of the property at 137 Clearview Drive was at their meeting and told them she knew nothing about the $5,000.00 charge as she bought this at sheriff’s sale. It was suggested that she contact the mortgage company that held the paperwork because they should be liable for the $640.00. The hook-up charge would be the responsibility of the Village after the $5,000.00 was paid. This amount was agreed upon the Board of Public Affairs, and passed by Ordinance by the Village Council. The past due amount would be paid out of the $5,000.00. Mrs. Walker said she would contact the Mortgage Company and let Bill Fry know what their decision is.
Bill Fry and Bill Engler will meet on a day to be determined to discuss past due accounts.

They both send their best wishes to Chairman Jim Hamby, who is currently hospitalized.

Law Director’s Report:  Mr. Bindley reported the paving project has been hard to get everything settled. He reported they will be voting on Ordinance 2008-13, this is a tax anticipation note. This will be repaid through the 3 mill levy passed last year. They should read by title only and pass this legislation under new business. They will declare this an emergency and suspend the rules.. This is going to save the Village quite a bit of money.
Mr. Bindley also said that council will vote on a revision of the agreement that the council had voted on to amend at the special emergency meeting that was held a week ago last Saturday.
 This will take care of what the commissioners wanted. He took the base unit of calculation in the primary contract. This was $46.50 per ton.

The council will also have a resolution authorizing the clerk/treasurer to request real property tax advances from the County Auditor. They council will need to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading and adopt this under new business.

 Mr. Bindley also wanted to talk about a packer he had received from Bricker and Eckler, which is a law firm, which have put together a packet of construction documents. It would contain all documents you would need during a construction project. It is done around what people have had problems with during a project and he thought if several communities went together and bought this package, it would not be as expensive as if we had to buy it for one. He deals with two other areas and will talk to them about this.
He thought if Hanover and Buckeye Lake could pay a $1,000.00 each then maybe Heath could pay the balance of $1500.00. 

Mr. Bindley  said the Mayor and Jack Conard have done a great job on all of this.

The clerk asked Mr. Bindley if he had heard from the bank on the cleck she is holding from Chase Bank. He has not heard anything on this. He said he knew we would have problems with this if the monthly charge was not paid a $5,000.00 charge would be enforced by the Board of Public Affairs and Council.
Jack Conard, said the attorney has done a great job on this.

Zoning Inspector: Steve Sidwell said he had nothing to report. 

The Mayor said he did take the zoning book and our maps into the county and they will redo the maps to go with the book.

Consulting  Engineer’s Report: Jeff Carr reported on the drainage project, which the bidding is underway. 

Paving Project:

He said the pre bid meeting will be at the Village Hall on Friday July 10, at 9AM.

The bid opening is set for July 18th at 1:30PM.

 Jeff wanted council to know they had went to EPA about using the contingency to fix up Clearview for pavement re-construction. They have agreed to this. ADR will be working with Elite to do a change order for this work.

Drainage Grant Project

He reported the Village has tentatively been awarded this project.

Estimated total project cost $89,207.36

Total grant=$78,404.67

Total Village contribution would be $10,802.70

Jeff Carr asked the clerk to see about a flag for the wwtp. She asked what size, he said 5 foot.

Income Survey

ADR ( Dan Mount) will do the remaining house visits to complete the Income Survey. The clerk gave what the fire department have given her on the survey to Jeff Carr.

 Jeff Carr talked about parks and rec. He thought it is time to talk about plans and grants. He said the packet is really long.
Contract 1, Collection System Status:

Final punch list items still remain. Elite sent apologies for not being here due to the rain which is making there schedule off.
Contract 2, WWTP Status

HMI has gone away, it was replaced free of charge.

WWTP discharge issue has been corrected.

Jeff talked about a covered roof over the power equipment to alleviate any heat extremes. The condensation is building up and causing problems. Carl Hains suggested a fan would help but they said they could not use that.
Elite will check with Allen Bradley on this problem and see what they suggest.

Jeff gave a list of the timetable for Pavement Grant for the Village
May 28th start on plan, specs and bid documents
June 11 start advertise for bid process

July 18 bid opening (3weeks)

July 23- Notice of award approval at special Council Meeting

July 23-August 1st- contractor prepare and execute contracts.

August 13 Council Meeting to Issue Notice to Proceed

August 14 and on- Pavement can commence.

September 30- Contract should be complete per grant agreement.

 The Mayor said with government, it works backwards. Carl Hains asked about when things will be cleaned up, but Jeff said with the weather things have been backed up. Carl Hains, said he has asked several times on this and nothing has been done.

 Jack Conard asked how much are we holding on Elite until these things are corrected? He said quite a bit, he thought it was $40,000.00 and $12,000.00 for old Hanover.

 The Mayor asked about the man holes and Jeff Carr said the risers have been ordered and the clerk said they should be here on Friday.

Fire Chief’s Report: Fire Chief Brian Spellman attended the meeting along with Samantha Baker.

He reported they had 37 runs for the month, 21 by volunteers and 6 by paid staff. Unfortunately they had one fatality on the Village.
He talked about the house numbers which need to be put on the houses to help them find the correct homes quicker. They are working on map books.

The Mayor asked if they are having any success with the grant writer they have hired. He said they have received a computer and all reports are done on it now.

They are working on getting a new truck, with a grant.

 Brian Spellman also wanted to talk about the possibility of the fire department going to EMS billing. He said most insurance companies cover this and he knew Medicare would also cover this. He wants the Mayor and Council to think about this. You only get a bill if you are transported.

 The Mayor asked Jack Garber if he would be willing to work with the fire department on this. He said he would.

 Street Commissioner’s Report:  Ken Campbell, Jack Garber and Darla Cozzens had nothing to report. The Mayor did ask if before the paving starts that we spray the weeds on West High Street. Darla Cozzens will check with Sue Spaulding on this.
Planning Commissioner’s Report: Brian Dixon had nothing to report.

Storm Water Management Report: Brian Dixon reported he has collected the bids for the drainage and Rice Excavating will be doing the job. They bid he gave was between 19 and 20 thousand. The Mayor asked if there was a pre construction meeting set up and was he happy with the bid and the plans for this. The other bids were 23,000.00 and 28,000.00.

Bill Fry said the cheapest is not always the best way to go.

Carl Hains asked if a pre construction meeting was open to the public. They talked about keeping Russ Dixon on as the inspector. A new contract will be done for this. This does not need to bid out. 
Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding was unable to be at the meeting as she had surgery on her foot and called the clerk to say she is not doing well.

She is working on getting the spraying done on mosquitoes.

Grievance Committee Report: Nothing to report.

Zoning Appeals Committee Report: Nothing to report.

Mayor’s Minute:  Nothing to report.

Unfinished Business:The Mayor talked about a copy that the attorney gave him an agreement for trash. The Mayor will make copies for council for the next meeting. They will probably put this out to bid at the end of the year, for one trash company to handle the Village. This would be a savings for the residents.

New Business:  Under new business the following legislation was voted on and approved.
2008-13 Ordinance

 This ordinance authorizes issuance and sale of not to exceed $70,250.00 of tax anticipation notes, and declaring an emergency.

 This is in regard to the 3 mill levy which was voted on in November, 2007.

 A motion to declare this an emergency and suspend the rules was issued by Jack Conard, seconded by Brian Dixon.

A motion to adopt this was issued by Ken Campbell, seconded by Brian Dixon.

The Mayor asked if there were any questions, being none, he asked for ayes. All ayes.

14-2008 Resolution
 This resolution authorizes the clerk/treasurer of the Village of Hanover, Ohio to request real estate tax advances from the Licking County Auditors.

 A resolution to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was issued by Brian Dixon and seconded by Ken Campbell.

A motion to adopt this resolution was issued by Ken Campbell, seconded by Brian Dixon.

The Mayor ask if there were questions or any discussion. Being none he asked for ayes. All ayes. The resolution passed.

A motion to adjournment was issued by Darla Cozzens, seconded by Ken Campbell.
