Sue Spaulding made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee, seconded by Ken Campbell.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills seconded by Jack Conard.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.     
Citizen’s Report: Mr. Jennings ask about the bicycle plan walking path. The Mayor said as of right now the plan is to start at the Majors property in Hainsview go to wetlands and then Dale Jennings property, then the dry dam to Fleming Drive. He needs to talk to Rick Crabtree and also see if Dale Jennings will agree to this. If not they will try to go up the hill.
Don Flowers ask if the pizza shop bill could be sent to the manager of the pizza shop, but it was decided only the owner is responsible for this bill. They said to get with the clerk if he wants it to go to the pizza shop.

Board of Sewer Tapper’s: Brian Dixon said they need to hire an inspector to inspect the tapping on to the homes. They decided this will be done August 15th at 6:30P.M. at a special paid meeting for the council people. Mr. Bindley said he will send the legislation they will need to vote on at the meeting.
Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley reported that we had been audited for 2005 and 2006 and there are some things we need to correct at the meeting. When doing the budget and when someone gets a raise this should be on the budget but also a separate ordinance for each group received raises.

 The clerk explained that the reason she thought this was correct the way we were doing it as the zoning inspector and the attorney are not elected officials, so we hire them from year to year and do separate ordinances. The other was done by line items on the budget and passed at the January meeting. She gives a copy to each council person, zoning inspector, Mayor and board of public affairs which look this over before passing this under new business. From now on we will do separate ordinances on each pay raise.

The following will be done this evening under new business:

Ordinance 2007-13 which will have the 1st reading and then be tabled until the Village received a work order. Then the 2nd reading will be done at the special meeting which will be August 15th, 2007 at the firehouse at 6:30PM

Ordinance 2007-14 which ratifies the new salaries for the Council Members

Ordinance 2007-15 which ratifies the new salaries for the Board of Public Affairs

Ordinance 2007-16 which ratifies the new salaries for the Clerk

Ordinance 2007-17 which ratifies the new salaries for the Mayor

He said we need to waive the 2nd and 3rd readings and adopt this under new business.

Also the clerk did not put in the minutes the passage of the budget for Ordinances 2005-11, 2006-10 and 2007-10 which were passed at the meetings and turned into the Licking Auditors office. The clerk takes full responsibility for this, and told council and the Mayor this will not happen again. These will be ratified under new business.
Board of Public Affairs: Dale Jennings talked about the rates and questioned how will they classify businesses such as the pizza shop and drive thru.

It was decided the Mayor, Jeff Carr, Dale Jennings and Jim Hamby and the clerk will meet to go though the bills to make sure they rates are correct. Bill Fry will be unable to attend the meeting.

 Hainsview and Old Hanover will not go on the new rate as soon as the rest will. The clerk had questions about how to do that on the computer. ADR Engineering will come and set this up for the Village since they are familiar with the program.

The Mayor reminded everyone that we need to get these rates in effect as we have a payment due next year which will be around $250,000.00.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell turned in a zoning permit for Rick Crabtree in Hainsview.

Engineer’s Report: Jeff Carr from ADR Engineering reported he  had brought the pay request  to the meeting for the Mayor and clerk to sign for bills to be sent in.

He reported that starting August 15th they will start the final check out for the sewer plant.

Mr. Bindley reminded Jeff we need a work order from ADR Engineering so we can pass the ordinance to hire them at the operator until they hire another operator. The Mayor ask if this could be quoted as an hourly rate and this will be month to month.

Jeff will give the clerk some feed back form to keep on hand at the office for people to fill out if they have a concern about there property. The clerk will give this to the webmaster to be put on the web-site.

Brian Dixon ask if Jeff could have someone check out the manhole at Meadow and Valley Blvd. If was hit by a semi.

August 15th will be the meeting to set the rates. Time 5PM.

Fire Chief’s Report:  Brian Spellman was not in attendance, but the Mayor said the Fire Marshall had called him and will be at the meeting August 22nd at 7PM concerning the fire lock boxes. The clerk will put a paid ad in the paper, and when sending the bills out will put it on the bills and a memo sent out with the bills. This meeting will be at the firehouse.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Darla Cozzens and Tom Wills reported that signs have been posted in the Hainsview area.

The Mayor said he h ad received a call about putting signs up on S. Main Street and Hickman Road about no jake brakes.

Also the Mayor ask the street commissioners to keep inventory of the signs.

Planning Commissioner’s Report: Brian Dixon reported he meet with John McLeish about  a lot split on Hainsview.

The Mayor said he has ask a resident Keith Marinik to serve on the planning commission next year.

The Mayor asked about the new zoning and how they are coming along on this. Brian said he will check with Amber Carson on this. The Mayor said we need to have this done by the end of the year.

Storm Water Management: Ken Campbell reported they are done with Pletchers ditch and Kuhwein ditch. They need to check out the lodge as they have standing water on property. They need to do the stream walk.

The Mayor said we have 13 culverts down by the plant and we need to keep an inventory record on this.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding talked about the fire doors the fire department has requested. The Mayor asked her to find out what fire rating they need on the doors.

Sue Spaulding is going to work on the ODNR grant.

2007-12

An ordinance authorizing the appropriation of the Construction of the Sewer System with Grant C-W-05-207-1 for $490,000.00 and loan with OWDA for $4,641,389.00 to be paid when bills are presented. Ths  paid the following bills $23,480.04 for ADR Engineering, $1,344.45 for Resource International, $732.50 for Resource International and $18,787.45 for ADR Engineering.

A motion to waive 2nd and 3rd reading was done by Sue Spaulding and seconded by  Jack Conard.

A motion to adopt was done by Brian Dixon, seconded by Sue Spaulding. The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

2007-13 Ordinance

The Council heard the 1st reading on this and then tabled as they need ADR to provide a work order. They will pass this on August 15th, 2007. This to hire the operator for the plant.
2007-14 Ordinance

This ordinance is fixing the salary of all members of Village Council for the Village of Hanover, Licking County, Ohio and declaring the same to be an emergency.

The annual salary for Council Members salary for 2006 was to be $100.00 per meeting, up to fifteen meetings, but only if in attendance at the meetings. This stayed the same for 2007.
Jack Conard made a motion to suspend the rules and declare an emergency, seconded by Sue Spaulding.
Brian Dixon made a motion to adopt, seconded by Ken Campbell. All ayes.
2007-15 Ordinance

This ordinance fixes the salary for members of the Board of Public Affairs for the Village of Hanover, Licking County, Ohio and declaring the same to be an emergency.

The salary effective January 1, 2004 the sum of $500.00 per member per year.

The salary effective January 1, 2005 $600.00 per member per year.

The salary effective January 1, 2006 the sum of $100.00 per meeting, up to a maximum of 15 meetings per year, but only if in attendance at the meetings.

The salary for the Board of Public Affairs stayed the  same for 2007.
Ken Campbell made a motion to suspend the rules and declare this an emergency, seconded by Jack Conard.Sue Spaulding made a motion to adopt, seconded by Jack Conard. All ayes.

2007-16 Ordinance

This ordinance fixes the salary for the clerk-treasurer of the Village of Hanover, Ohio and declaring the same to be an emergency.

The salary for the clerk-treasurer for the year of 2006 was $5,500.00 and then changed to $6,500.00 for the year of 2007.

A motion to suspend the rules and declare this an emergency was done by Jack Conard, seconded by Sue Spaulding.

A motion to adopt was issued by Jack Conard and seconded by Sue Spaulding. All ayes.

2007-17 Ordinance

 This ordinance fixes the salary for the Mayor of the Village of Hanover, Ohio and declaring the same to be an emergency.

The salary for the Mayor for 2006 was for $3,000.00.

This was then changed to $4,500.00 for 2007.

A motion to suspend the rules and declare an emergency was done by Sue Spaulding and seconded by Ken Campbell.
 A motion to adopt was issued by Jack Conard, seconded by Sue Spaulding. All ayes.

Resolution 6-2007

This resolution is for the purpose of approving a twenty year comprehensive development plan for the Village of Hanover, Ohio.

Darla Cozzens made a motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading, seconded by Brian Dixon.

Darla Cozzens made a motion to adopt, seconded by Ken Campbell. All ayes.

A motion to ratify the following into the minutes is budget ordinance 2005-11 voted on March 9, 2005. 2006-10 voted on March 8, 2006, and 2007-10 voted on 2/21/07.
