


Hanover Village Council Meeting

         September 10, 2008

Mayor Duane H. Flowers called the Hanover Village Council Meeting to order at 6:30 PM on September 10, 2008. The Mayor gave the invocation and Sue Spaulding led us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Minutes of August, 2008 Meeting: The minutes, were reviewed and discussed. The clerk had a mistake in the minutes. She should have said that Sue Spalding said no they were not closing the park in Hanover, as they have a 100 year lease. After that the Mayor said minutes would stand approved and corrected.

Clerk’s Treasurer Report: The clerk read beginning and ending totals for the following accounts, General, Street, Fire, Capitol Project and Cash Journal Summary. The totals agree with the bank statement.

Jack Conard said we have received about 85 percent of our tax totals ahead of time and they are reflected in the treasurer’s report. We should receive the rest in the next month or so.

Finance Committee Report:   Jack Conard, said he had talked to the clerk and the Village has not received a bill on the paving from the County as of yet. The loan money is in the account. The permissive tax has not been received and our attorney said we need to do a request through Tim Lollo for that. It was decided that we will wait until we get the bill for the paving and then the clerk will request the permissive tax money.

 Jack also talked about the paving project the Village is doing and the grant money is available. We must have it done by the 30th of September.

Brian Dixon made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee, seconded by Ken Campbell.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Brian Dixon. The Mayor called for a roll call vote. No further discussion, all ayes.

Citizen’s Report:  Jeff Carr reported that on Monday evening at this home, someone went through his children’s cars taking keys, books cd’s and more. They also went down the road and took things  out of other cars.

 The clerk also reported they had a man starring in there front window of the house.

 The Mayor wanted Council and others attending the meeting to meet Brad Feightner, candidate for Licking County Commissioner.
Law Director’s Report:  Mr. Bindley said that council will be voting on 2 ordinances which are the final pieces of legislation for the annexation. They will need to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading and approve. There was a question about Madison Township and Hanover Township and which is correct.

He also passed out some sample specs from Big O. These are Millersport and Monroe Township.

Board of Public Affairs:  Jim Hamby reported that some residents behind in their  sewer bills, the amounts have been put on the taxes payable for 2009. There are 17 residents that had amounts put on their taxes. The amount is around 5700.00.

Zoning  Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell, was unable to be at the meeting and has informed the Mayor as of 12/31/2008, he will be resigning. This position pays $100.00 per meeting up the 15 meetings and ten percent of all permits brought in.

Consulting Engineer’s Report:  Jeff Carr gave the following information to the Mayor and Council Members, members of Board of Public Affairs and the residents in attendance at the meeting.
He talked about items of interest.

Shelly has it on their calendar to start paving September 22nd.

Concerning the income survey, Dan Mount said the packet is prepared and submitted. The Village should receive official notice soon on this. He thinks the Village will qualify for another five years.

In regard to Contract 2, Winelco came last week and completed some of the punch list items.

They are having some problems with the sludge pumps, but are trying to get this corrected. They electrical contractor Fetter is no longer in business that worked on this project.

There are a few items they are working on in the MCC and waste pumps

Plant operation is going well.

Jeff talked about the drainage property at Jon Howe property. They are writing an opinion to submit to the Village. The attorney has also looked at this.
In regard to Toby Brehm’s property, they have looked at 4 options to do this. Jeff gave the Village a letter outlining the options. The four options are:
1. Option 1

Go back to current lateral and re-dig it to flatten it out as much as possible. If you lay the Wye over 3” of rise at the main and then run the lateral at a 1% slope all the way to his connection point it would be doable. You would have to reduce any extra length possible to make this work. This would mean keeping the overall length less than 130” (not counting the road lateral length.)

2. Go down to end of his lot (north end) and put in a new tap and lateral. This would be 180’ long and would just be at a 1% too, so there is no benefit in doing this.

3. Go down to the lot north of this one and tie into the existing lateral. Not verifying the actual depth, this will not work. But if that lateral was re-dug deeper, we could run the lateral at a 1% for 385+ feet to his house and it would work. This doesn’t seem logical with the same alternative on the lot, this would also require it to be re-dug just like the one in front of his house.

4. Grinder Pump

They will probably go with option one.

Jeff asked Russell Dixon how many are left that need to be hooked up.  They thought it was 20 some that still need hooked-up.
Russell Dixon asked Jeff Carr who would be paying for this on Toby Brehm’s house and he said that would come out of the contingency and Russell said he thought  it was ADR’S  problem or Elite. not the Village or Toby Brehm.

Jim Hamby asked, why did the Village need to pay Stumbo’s $2,000.00. They explained this was for a pump station that was on his land. Jim had thought this was on the property of the land that has the waste water treatment plant on. The attorney said the maps were not correct.

Fire Chief’s Report: No on was in attendance but the Mayor did make contact with the fire department on the annexation, so they would know who would be responsible for the school.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Ken Campbell reported they have the flagger’s signed up when the paving gets started.

He is putting bids out for snow plowing.

Darla Cozzens talked about any lights that may be out, to let her know. She has called on some. They talked about the biddy league light that shines on the road.
Planning Commissioner’s Report: The next meeting will be the first Wednesday of October, 2008 at 6:30PM. The county is helping to re- do the maps for the Village. When done they will put it on the web-page.

Storm and Waste Water Management Report: Brian Dixon reported that the culvert crossing project has been completed. They had to do some extras, so it was higher than first bid. The cost was $29,000.00.

The Village had 4 storm covers grates come up missing. Chester Flowers said someone told him one was in the creek.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding and Darla Cozzens had nothing to report. The Mayor asked if the Council Members remember the lady that was at a previous meeting and wanted to climb on the cliffs, she is now interested in buying the cliff’s. The attorney said if we sell this we will need a lot split and meet zoning and planning commission requirements. It was talked about Hanover Township having no zoning.

Zoning Appeal’s Report: Nothing

Mayor’s Minute: The Mayor brought up the tornado siren not working and asked the clerk to call KMA Electric on this.

The clean up committee met and sent out 7 letters, we have received 6 back that were signed and delivered.

Ordinance 2008-17

This is in regard to the annexation application of 183.504 acres more or less into the Village of Hanover from Madison Township.
A motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was issued by Jack Garber, and seconded by Sue Spaulding.

A motion to adopt this ordinance was issued by Ken Campbell, seconded by Jack Garber.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Ordinance 2008-18
This is in regard to the annexation application of 33.087 acres, more or less in the Village of Hanover from Hanover Township.

A motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was issued by Darla Cozzens, seconded by Jack Garber.

A motion to adopt was issued by Sue Spaulding and seconded by Darla Cozzens.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

The Mayor also said the hours for Beggars Night will be October 30th from 5:30 PM to 7:00PM.

 In regard to the trash ordinance the Mayor asked could we do commercial, but let the school opt out if they are not satisfied. The attorney said probably. We might be able to have commercial exclude schools. He will check into this. They will put in the contract about the hours they can do the pick-ups.

 They talked about the rates, and they think they will go down if the Village goes with one company. The Village would like Monday to be the day for pick-up.
The Fire Chief wanted to say a few words, he did not have the computer print outs but did say they have 6 new members.

 He said things are going well. He talked about the tornado siren not working.

Darla Cozzens made a motion for adjournment, seconded by Sue Spaulding.
