       November 14, 2007

The Hanover Village Council Meeting was called to order at 6:30PM by Mayor Duane H. Flowers. He gave the invocation and Sue Spaulding led us in the Pledge of Allegiance.

The Minutes of October, 2007 were reviewed and discussed. The clerk had in the minutes Elite Excavating when it should have said Winelco under the Engineer’s report. After, correcting the Mayor said minutes would stand approved as read.
Letter’s and Correspondence:

The clerk received the following:

The clerk attended a class in Zanesville on record retention and what is a record and what is not a record.

She also attended a class in Cambridge, Ohio on October 17th, on OPERS, Ethics and new funds.

She received books on Cities and Villages and put them in the mail boxes for council and the Mayor.

She received copies of the lot split from John McLeish for the Village.

Received a letter from the Ohio Municipal League, about the cost of dues for 2008, which is $345.00.

Received the audit material and passed out copies to the President of Council, Mayor and our attorney Mr. Bindley. She explained to council they had a post audit meeting and they went over what needed to be corrected. The Mayor, Attorney and Jack Conard were present at the post audit. She also explained that they said we did not take out state tax when we did and she had sent the auditor an e-mail on this, and he said they would keep the e-mail but could not do anything about it now as the audit is closed.
The attorney gave her a circular 8 for 2007 and an Employers Ohio Income Tax withholding table to use. The clerk researched the circular 8 and on page 38 it shows if a person is paid annually as the Mayor is and not making more than $8,000.00 per year there is no federal tax required to be withheld. The clerk for her pay is paid twice a year and for this on page 38 of the circular 8, any wages not over $4,000.00 shall not be required to withhold federal tax. It was decided for the Mayor and the clerk, she will withhold ten percent on the federal on their wages.  The council, board of public affairs and zoning inspector will not have federal tax taken out as they are below the guidelines. Also for the clerk on the wages for the billing, she does not make enough per month to have any federal taken out as shown in circular 8.
Received a bulletin from, Mary Taylor about Independent Public Accountants.

The Mayor received information from RCAPS on a free course on financial management, utility management and asset management. He thought Jack Conard might want to attend this or the Board of Public Affairs.
Clerk Treasurer’s Report:  The clerk read beginning and ending totals for the following accounts. General, Street, Fire, Capitol Project and Cash Journal Summary. These totals balance to the bank statement. A copy of the treasurer’s report is attached to the minutes.

The clerk explained how she broke down on the treasurer’s report of how much was taken in on payments, permits for tapping and bills paid.

Finance Committee Report:   Jack Conard reported on the Issue 2, District Reviewing Grant applications and we should find out in January if we were successful in getting the grant.
He also talked to council about the finance committee meeting which will be done to set up the budget for 2008. They will meet after the meeting to set the date for that and he asked council to let any of the members on the finance committee know if they have a certain amount in mind that they would like to have on the new budget for 2008. The finance committee consist of Jack Conard, Sue Spaulding, Darla Cozzens and Frieda Engler. The Mayor was also asked if he would like to attend the meeting.

A motion to send the bills to the finance committee was issued by Darla Cozzens, seconded by Brian Dixon.

 A motion to pay the bills was issued by Sue Spaulding and seconded by Ken Campbell.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Licking Valley School Officials: Mr. Hile and Mrs. Torbert, were at the meeting and wanted to discuss with Council and the Mayor about starting proceedings for the Licking Valley Schools to annex into the Village of Hanover.
 Mr. Bindley said the school will file a petition with the county. The clerk will send a copy by certified mail and then council will need to pass a resolution which would be preliminary approval and then council will need to do a second resolution which will say what utilities and services will be provided. This must be done within 20 days or the annexation will be rejected. The council may need to have a special meeting.

 If the county approves then you do the final resolution.

 The mayor asked if anyone on council had any objections to this. The Mayor said he thought it would be a big improvement and help the Village with grants.
 Mr. Bindley said there will a hearing where people can come and voice there opinions as to being for this or not.

 Everyone applauded for this.

 Citizen’s Report:  Roger Lynn from Lynn’s General Services and a resident Darrian Weiner attended the meeting and wanted to discuss with council how Teragon Excavating had approached Mr. Weiner about the tapping to hook him onto the sewer system.. Mr. Weiner said he had agreed with Mr. Lynn to have him do the work and if he couldn’t do it then he would consider having Teragon do the work.
 Mr. Lynn said he had heard some work with Teragon & KMA was done without permits being acquired first.

 Mr. Bindley said if someone is on your property without having a permit then he is trespassing.

Law Director’s Report:  Mr. Bindley reported that during the December meeting, Bill Fry will be sworn in for his new term as he will be leaving for Florida.
Mr. Bindley will have an ordinance in December for the council to vote on for liquid damages.
 Mr. Bindley said the audit findings have already been addressed and rectified. He said they talked about not withholding state and federal tax and we know she did withhold state tax as shown on the W-2. When the system was set up for the payroll the clerk and Mayor were not making as much as they are now.

 It was also discussed about the pre-signing of checks because the council only meets, once a month. On our last state audit they talked about this and the auditor told us to pass an ordinance allowing the Mayor to pre-sign checks and the council did this. The clerk and the Mayor will change there policy on this to comply with the present audit.

The attorney reported there will be another permanent easement that needs to be recorded.
 The attorney said if council has any questions on the annexation to call him and he also said he would help with the school with this.
Board of Public Affairs: The Mayor announced that Dale Jennings term will be up at the end of December 2007 and he had the newly elected Bill Engler raise his hand so people would know who will be filling that position.

The Mayor reported that in the office they now have a file cabinet for the Board of Public Affairs to store their records.

Zoning Inspector’s Report:  Steve Sidwell, reported that he had turned in a zoning permit for Sherman May for $20.00.

 Steve said for next meeting he will bring pizza from his pizza shop for council and the Mayor and board of public affairs.

 Engineer’s Report: Brian Spellman wanted to talk to Jeff Carr about how his hook-up was done. He had tried to talk to Jeff about this before to see if they could have done it differently. The way they had to do it was a much larger cost the Brian Spellman.
 The Mayor said we had several meetings and the specifications were at the firehouse for them to look at.

The as built specifications are now on the table at the firehouse for people to look at.

 Jeff Carr explained how the streets ran and why they had to Brian Spellman’s hook-up the way they did.

 Jeff Conard said he didn’t realize that we had meetings about the taps. The Mayor said at the meetings that we had, the people in attendance were told they could come to the firehouse to look where the tapping would be done.

Jeff Carr said, Nathan from Elite and him went around and looked to see what still needs to be done. Nathan has assured Jeff they will be back in the spring if everything does not get done now.
The Mayor asked about patching as asphalt will be shutting down before long due to winter.
They talked about Flowers Drive being damaged.

They announced that Adam Voris is leaving ADR Engineering.

The enhancement grant is not done yet.

They talked about the covers that need removed in the Staggers addition.

Jeff Carr also gave a letter to the Mayor and Council Members as to what they should be thinking about next as the sewer project is winding down.

He said they need to think about the new growth that may this way. There will be annexations.

He talked about the sewer inspections and testing of current installations.

He talked about the zoning and what the village would like to achieve.

Roger Lynn turned in a proposal to do the tapping for the firehouse.

Fire Chief’ Report: Brian Spellman the fire chief of the Village of Hanover was at the meeting along with Captain Samantha Baker and they passed out there list of runs for October and what the time response was on each one.

 Brian said if you have a question or concern, come to him and he will tell you the truth.

 Brian wanted to know if there was going to be a problem with there new contract for 2008. The Mayor said as far as he knew that would not be any problems.

Street Commissioner’s Report:  Tom Wills said they will need a purchase order for the streets for $10,000.00. The Mayor said he would like an itemize list to give to ADR Engineering as Elite for do some of the paving and they village will not have to pay for this.

The Mayor asked about the paint signs on Sunset Drive, he ask Tom Wills if he had done that?

 Darla Cozzens asked if there were any lights out in the Hainsview area?

 Some street signs are missing.

They talked about green numbers being put in the resident’s mail boxes, that can be seen at night.

Planning Commission Report: Brian Dixon, reported they have a rough draft for request for acceptance and notification on Hainsview 3. The planning commission has looked at it and Carl needs to fix three things and he said he would do this.

The Mayor said that zoning page 65 needs changed to ½ acre 802 803 and 804. They will get Amber Carson to do that.
 The attorney said they will need to do an ordinance at the next meeting on this.

Brian Dixon reported they had a special meeting on the lot split between Spaulding and Phillips on Maple Lane.

 The planning commission will have a meeting the 1st Wednesday of December at 6:30PM.

Storm Water Management:  Ken Campbell reported that Carl Hains is cleaning up the area in Hainsview.

Ground Director Report: Sue Spaulding reported there was a fire at the shelter house. She said they need to get the roof fixed or it will be rotting out. She will check with the insurance company to see if they will pay part of this that needs to be repaired.
 Grievance Committee Report:   The Mayor reported that on Valley Blvd, a child molester has moved in. Our attorney reported the county is working on this as he is to close to the bus garage. They cannot be within a 1,000 feet. The child molester was convicted of a lesser charge. He had a teenager while he was an adult who he had sexual contact with.
The same house has a pit bull which has chased people on the street.  The Mayor advised anyone who has problems with this dog to call the dog catcher and carry something that you can protect yourself with.

This is a resolution transferring money from the workers compensation account to the engineers account to pay current bills.

  Brian Dixon called for a discussion on this resolution. The clerk explained why this had to be done.

 A motion to accept this resolution and waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was issued by Brian Dixon and seconded by Ken Campbell.
