Letters and Correspondence:

Received a call from Mr. Heigel from Ohio Water Development Authority, about $16,245.00 authority fee which could not be rolled into new loan. The clerk has now paid this bill.

Received a letter from Newman Excavating, about hook-ups. This was passed on to Jeff Carr.

The Mayor received a letter from Licking County Recycle Earth day and it is April 22nd. They are urging every community to have their clean up day. Jeff Carr suggested we do the stream walk on that day.

Clerk’s Treasurer’s Report: The clerk read beginning and ending totals from the following accounts. General, Street, Fire, Capitol and Cash Journal Summary. The ending totals agree with the bank statement.

Finance Committee Report: Jack Conard had nothing to report but said he would be glad to help with the leisure path grant application. The Mayor asked Jack when we need to reapply for Issue 2 and he said that it not until October, 2007. The Mayor suggested that some pictures be taken of the roads, but it was decided to wait a while on this.

Jack Conard, made a motion to send the bills to the finance committee, seconded by Brian Dixon.

Sue Spaulding made a motion to pay the bills, seconded by Ken Campbell.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Citizen’s Report: None

Board of Public Affairs: Dale Jennings and Jim Hamby were in attendance at the meeting. 

They reported they had been given the list of utility certifiers.

They will need to set up the guidelines for this.

They have already set the price for the tapping.

If the resident has been paying the $15.00, no tap fees.

It it’s a new construction or have not paid the $15.00 per month they will have a tap fee. For residential it is $5,000.00.

Board of Utility Certifiers: Jeff Hanger reported they have 5 or 6 companies wanting to do the tapping.

It was discussed that a letter will go out with the June billing about the certifiers for the tapping.

It was also discussed if we need something in the paper to contact Lois Whyde, of the Newark Advocate.

Law Director’s Report: Mr. Bindley reported the council would be voting on several pieces of legislation under new business. One had been done the month before but they council will need to reconsider as the Licking Co Auditors would not accept as the date read May and it was to late to be put on the May ballot. They also will be voting on change orders and also funding issues.

Zoning Inspector’s Report: Steve Sidwell, reported he is finalizing the zoning book, on permits.

Engineer’s Report:  Jeff Carr reported they have two change orders to vote on for the Waste Water project. The change orders will move a pump station from the restaurant to the guard rail. He talked to the people at the ball field and they gave their okay on this. In the Clearview area they had to add more pipe.
He also discussed with Council and the Mayor about the 201 plan. He passed out information on this and it explained that the Village of Hanover is midway through the project. The intention of this document is to provide the EPA with additional information,  that can be incorporated into future revision of the State’s 208 Plan. Licking County’s original plan limited the projected service areas of municipal providers to their corporate boundaries. Future submittals will include more detailed delineations of expanded service areas by including 201 Facilities Plans prepared by the individual communities. This report is the Village’s address of these issues.
This report has been structured to follow the ten guidelines outlined in Table 9-1 of the State’s WQM Plan. Each of the following chapters will sequentially address recommended steps of the 201 plan.

 The Village is currently constructing a sanitary sewer collection system and wastewater treatment plant that will provide service for approximately 1150 Village Residents, as well as the Licking Valley School complex. The school complex has approximately 2100 students. It is the Village’s only out of corporation customer.
 The waste water treatment plant is located south of the Village on Marne Road. The proposed plant will utilize two small remote lift stations for headworks, and includes a screw screen. The plant discharges to the Rocky Fork Creek near the bridge on Marne Road.

Hanover NPDES permit allows it to operate under the supervision of a Class 11 operator. Although it has yet to be finalized, the Village plans to utilize the services of a contract operator. This operator will likely provide technical oversight and assistance to a part time Village employee who performs more routine day-to-day responsibilities.

The Phase 1 improvements project is approximately 40% complete.

Mayor Duane Flowers and the Village began their study area as a three mile radius from the Village Hall and refined it according to their knowledge of resident needs.

It tells the other 4 areas that they are looking at in case they would need to have a waste water treatment plant. It is a three mile radius which includes areas north of SR 16 between Marne and SR 146 interchange, within approximately 2 miles of the Village Fire Station. 

These areas of Sunset/Sunnyside which is north of the Village limits off of Hickman road. Another area is know as, Valley View. It is west of the Village off Licking Valley road. Another area is located west in the town of Marne. The last area is Licking Valley road, east of the Village. Area 4  is currently vacant.
 The Village intends to utilize the capacity available from Phase 1 improvements to provide for existing residents and infill development within its own corporate limits.

 If 2 clarifiers are added the plant could service the areas very well.

 Jeff also talked about 2005-8 which need some revisions. He will make the necessary corrections and  Council will vote on this at the next regular meeting. They talked about  a $5,000.00 bond for installers.

Fire Chief’s Report: No one was able to attend the meeting.

Street Commissioner’s Report: Darla Cozzens and Tom Wills reported they are working on the street signs as they have received calls on them. They Mayor ask them if they could attend a meeting to be held at the firehouse on March 16th at 10:00AM about fixing the roads up from the sewer project. This could be used as another way to get the roads fixed after the waste water project is complete..
Planning Commissioner’s Report:  Brian Dixon, reported they are working on the zoning regulations.
They also are working on a lot split with Buckingham and Hains in Hainsview. They talked about all phases being the same. Mr. Bindley said zoning  is enforced by the Village, and deeds are controlled by the property owners.
Drainage and Sewer Committee Report: Ken Campbell had nothing to report.

Ground Director’s Report: Sue Spaulding reported she has not gotten all the papers back from the people who are checking the water out at the firehouse. The last lady told her there is something wrong with the drilling of the well, it has to much salt content  in it.
Brian Dixon asked if the Village could afford new chairs for the Village Council Members.

Grievance Committee Report:  They Mayor reported he has had calls about the roads and driveways in the Village, due to the Waste Water Project.

Zoning Appeal’s Committee Report: Steve Sidwell had nothing to report.

New Business:

 The following pieces of legislation were voted on during the meeting.

Resolution 2-2007

This ordinance was voted on previously but was reconsidered as the date needed to be changed since this could not be on the May ballot.

It is a resolution of the Council of the Village of Hanover requesting the Licking County Auditor to certify to the Village the total current tax valuation of the Village and the dollar amount of revenue that would be generated by the enactment or adoption of a three mill tax levied for street and walkway purposes.

A motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was done by Jack Conard and seconded by Sue Spaulding.

A motion to approve was done by Sue Spaulding and seconded by Darla Cozzens.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Ordinance 2007-7

This ordinance authorizes the appropriation of the Construction of the Sewer System with Grant C-W-05-207-1 for $490,000.00 and loan  with OWDA for $4,641,389.00 to be paid to Elite Excavating and ADR Engineering when bills are presented.

A motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was issued by Ken Campbell and seconded by Sue Spaulding.
A motion to adopt was issued by Darla Cozzens and seconded by Jack Conard.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

 Ordinance 2007-8

This ordinance is for approving change orders number 1 and 2 for contract with Elite Excavating Company of Ohio Inc. regarding sewer project contract number 1 and waiving any bidding requirements related thereto.

 A motion to waive the 2nd and 3rd reading was issued by Sue Spaulding and seconded by Darla Cozzens.

 A motion to adopt was done by Jack Conard and seconded by Sue Spaulding.

The Mayor called for a roll call vote. All ayes.

Brian Dixon had a question about when we would take care the Hainsview area for the sewer system. He thought we had voted a year ago to take this over, but since our system is not completed we could not do that at this time.
