ATTENDING THE COUNCIL MEETING WAS JOHN RAUGH AND HE TALKED TO COUNCIL ABOUT THE RATE CHANGES FOR THE SEWER SYSTEM. HE ALSO TOLD THE CLERK TO CALL HIM IN JUNE AND LET HIM KNOW IF WE CAN MAKE OUR JULY PAYMENT ON TIME. HE SAID BECAUSE WE HAVE 
TRIED TO MAKE CHANGES,THAT OWDA SHOULD BE WILLING TO WORK WITH US ON THIS.

SOME OF THE COUNCIL MEMBERS ASK QUESTIONS TO JOHN RAUGH ABOUT DID HE THINK THIS RAISE WAS ENOUGH AND GET US UP TO WHAT WE NEED TO PAY OUR BILLS. HE SAID IT WAS CLOSE.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: BILL ENGLER WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING AND REPORTED THAT HE HAD TALKED TO JOE HICKMAN AND THINGS WERE GOING PRETTY GOOD AT THE PLANT. THEY DID HAVE SOME SMALL VIOLATIONS FOR JANUARY AND FEBRUARY, 2011.
ALSO SHANNON SHAW WHO BOUGHT MR. ROSS’S HOUSE WAS AT THE MEETING TO SHOW BPA WHAT HAD HAPPENED TO HER BASEMENT AND WANTED TO FIND OUT WHO THE CONTRACTOR WAS WHO INSTALLED THE PIPES THAT HOOKED THEM UP TO THE WASTE WATER SYSTEM. SHE WILL NOTIFY THE CONTRACTOR, AS HER BASEMENT IS FLOODING.

OUR ATTORNEY MR. BINDLEY WILL ATTEND THE NEXT BPA MEETING IN APRIL TO DISCUSS SHUT-OFF VALVES.
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY SAID COUNCIL WILL BE VOTING ON LEGISLATION UNDER NEW BUSINESS FOR THE RATE CHANGES FOR THE SEWER SYSTEM AND ALSO 2 RESOLUTIONS FOR THE FIRE LEVY. THIS IS THE FIRST STEP AND WHEN WE GET THE INFORMATION FROM THE AUDITOR’S OFFICE WE WILL HANDLE STEP TWO.
