MAYOR DUANE FLOWERS CALLED THE HANOVER VILLAGE COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER AT 6:30 PM.

MAYOR FLOWERS GAVE THE INVOCATION AND LED US IN THE PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.

MINUTES OF THE MARCH, 2011 MEETING WERE REVIEWED AND DISCUSSED. BEING NO CORRECTION, THE MAYOR SAID MINUTES WOULD STAND APPROVED AS READ.

LETTERS AND CORRESPONDENCE: THE CLERK HAD NO CORRESPONDENCE TO REPORT. THE MAYOR REPORTED HE HAD RECEIVED 3 PERSONAL LETTERS ABOUT THE SEWER RATES. THEY SAID THEY SHOULD HAVE BEEN NOTIFIED. OUR ATTORNEY MR. BINDLEY SAID WE GAVE THE RESIDENTS MORE NOTICE THAN LEGALLY REQUIRED. THIS WAS REPORTED IN THE MINUTES AND WE ALSO HAD NOTICES IN THE NEWSPAPER ABOUT THE OPEN MEETING THE COUNCIL WOULD HAVE TO RAISE THE RATES.

JACK GARBER MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.

A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL. THE MAYOR CALLED FOR A ROLL CALL VOTE. ALL AYES..

CITIZEN’S REPORT:  MRS. HAMBY ASKED ABOUT THE DITCHING BY HER RESIDENCE AND THE MAYOR SAID THEY WOULD TALK ABOUT THIS UNDER ENGINEERING AS HE HAD AN UPDATE ON THIS. SHE REPORTED SHE HAS WATER IN THE BASEMENT. MRS HAMBY THINKS THIS IS COMING FROM HAINS. THE MAYOR SAID THIS IS GROUND WATER. THE DITCH BY THE EVENT CENTER IS LOWER AND THEY MAY NEED TO CORRECT THIS.

CHESTER FLOWERS ASKED ABOUT MOWING FOR THE SUMMER AND MAYOR FLOWERS SAID SUE IS IN CHARGE OF THIS AND SHE KNOWS WHAT THE BUDGET IS. CHESTER FLOWERS SAID HIS WOULD BE AROUND 2500.00, BUT SUE SAID THIS WILL NEED TO BE CUT DOWN AND SHE WILL GET WITH CHESTER FLOWERS ON THIS. SUE SPAULDING REPORTED THAT THE MOWING OF THE PARK WILL BE CUT IN HALF THIS SUMMER.
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT: MR. BINDLEY REPORTED THAT WE GOT THE CERTIFICATION FROM THE AUDITOR BACK FOR THE FIRE LEVIES. UNDER NEW BUSINESS THEY WILL VOTE ON THE RESOLUTION TO CERTIFY THIS TO THE BALLOT.

MR. BINDLEY REPORTED HE ATTENDED THE BPA MEETING AND TALKED TO THEM ABOUT HOW THEY CAN SHUT OFF PEOPLE WHO ARE NOT PAYING THEIR SEWER BILLS. THE FIRST LIST WENT TO THE COUNTY AUDITOR’S OFFICE WITH THE NEW $200.00 LATE CHARGE ON IT. BPA DECIDED TO GIVE THIS A CHANCE TO SEE IF THE PEOPLE WILL START PAYING THEIR BILLS ON TIME, IF NOT THEY WILL CONSIDER THE SHUT OFFS. THE CLERK REPORTED SHE TURNED IN 21 RESIDENTS WHO GOT THE LATE CHARGE.

MAYOR FLOWERS RECEIVED A CONTRACT FROM THE ARMY CORP OF ENGINEER’S.THIS RUN FROM THE YEAR 2011 TO THE YEAR 2036.THE MAYOR GAVE THIS CONTRACT TO SUE SPAULDING TO LOOK OVER.
THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE NEW LATE CHARGE OF $10.00 AND HOW LONG BEFORE A PERSON GET THIS LATE CHARGE. IF THEY PAY THE OLD RATE AND NOT THE NEW RATE, THIS WILL TAKE 8 OR 9 MONTHS FOR THEM TO GET THE LATE CHARGE ON THIS.

THEY TALKED ABOUT PUBLISHING THE NAMES OF THE PEOPLE WHO ARE NOT PAYING.

CURRENTLY THERE IS 5 RESIDENTS WHO ARE NOT HOOKED UP.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY AND BILL ENGLER REPORTED AT THE MEETING ABOUT THE DELIQUENCIES THAT WERE TURNED INTO THE LICKING COUNTY AUDITOR.

BILL ENGLER REPORTED THERE WERE NO VIOLATION FOR MARCH.

THE SLUDGE HAULING WILL BE GOING UP FOR THE SUMMER.
THEY REPORTED THAT JOE HICKMAN SAID THEY NEED TO REPLACE THE U.V. MAIN CORD.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: JEFF CARR WAS NOT AT THE MEETING, BUT SENT A SHEET TO THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL ON WHAT IS GOING ON FOR THE VILLAGE.

LOOKS LIKE THE BUDGET CUTS ARE GOING TO MAKE THE NORMAL $70K NUMBER SHRINK SOME ON THE 2012 ROUND GRANT.
NPDES PH 2 REPORTING

HANOVER HAD A AUDIT SCHEDULED FOR APRIL, BUT THIS WAS CANCELLED AT EPA’S REQUEST. A NEW DATE SHOULD BE COMING SOON.

JEFF CARR SAID IF WE HAVE QUESTIONS TO CALL HIM.

FIRE CHIEF’S REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE AT THE MEETING FROM THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

STREET COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEN CAMPBELL REPORTED THAT THEY WORKED AT THE TUNNEL AND TOOK A TREE DOWN AND ALSO PATCHED SOME HOLES IN THE VILLAGE.

IT WAS BROUGHT UP ABOUT SHUTTING THE STREET LIGHTS OFF IN THE SUMMER TIME TO SAVE MONEY ON THE ELECTRIC BILLS. JONAH HERSEY VOLUNTEERED TO CHECK TO SEE IF THIS COULD BE DONE AND WILL REPORT NEXT MONTH ON THIS. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID MAYBE WE COULD GET A REDUCED RATE.

PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEITH MARINIK REPORTED THAT AT THE MEETING THEY DISCUSSED A LOT SPLIT FOR KUHLWAIN.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT:  RON WALKER REPORTED THAT THE LAND BEHIND THE FILLING STATION MAY BE BOUGHT. THEY WILL NEED TO CHECK OUT THE SEWER LINES ON THIS SO THEY DO NOT INFRINGE ON EACH OTHER. HE ALSO REPORTED ON BUILDING PERMIT FOR JENNA DRIVE.
THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT A FAMILY HAVING CHICKENS ON THE CORNER OF FLOWERS DRIVE AND 668.

STORM WATER MANAGEMENT: KEITH MARINIK DID NOT HAVE A REPORTED BUT DID SAY WE HAVE HAD PLENTY OF RAIN.

GROUND DIRECTOR’S REPORT: SUE SPAULDING SAID SHE WILL LOOK OVER THE CONTRACT FROM THE ARMY CORP OF ENGINEERS.

SUE REPORTED THEY HAVE STARTED MOWING THE PARK AND HAVE SOMEONE IN THERE NOW CLEANING UP THE PARK. ONLY PART OF THE PARK WILL BE MOWED THIS SUMMER. THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE FENCE AND HOW THE CHAIN IS COMING DOWN. THEY MAY NEED TO REMOVE SOME OF THIS.

RESOLUTION 3-2011

THIS IS A RESOLUTION FINDING IT NECESSARY TO LEVY A TAX IN EXCESS OF THE TEN MILL LIMITATION AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. THIS IS A REPLACEMENT OF A TAX FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE VILLAGE OG HANOVER, FOR THE PURPOSE OF FIRE PROTECTION AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES WITHIN SAID VILLAGE, AT A RAT NOT EXCEEDING 1 MILL FOR EACH ONE DOLLAR OF VALUATION, WHICH AMOUNTS TO TEN CENTS ($.10) FOR EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS IN VALUATION, FOR EACH OF THE YEARS 2013, 2014 AND 2015.
JACK GARBER MADE A MOTION TO SUSPEND THE RULES AND DECLARE THIS AN EMERGENCY AND KEITH MARINIK SECONDED THIS.

A MOTION TO ADOPT RESOLUTION 3-2011 WAS ISSUED BY KEITH MARINIK AND SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL. ALL AYES.

RESOLUTION 4-2011

THIS IS A RESOLUTION FINDING IT NECESSARY TO LEVY TAX IN EXCESS OF THE TEN MILL LIMITATION AND DECLARING THIS AN EMERGENCY. THIS IS FOR A REPLACEMENT OF A TAX FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE VILLAGE OF HANOVER, FOR THE PURPOSE OF THE PROVISION OF FIRE PROTECTION AND EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES WITHIN THE VILLAGE, AT A RATE NOT EXCEEDING ONE AND ONE HALF(1.5) MILL FOR EACH ONE DOLLAR OF VALUATION, WHICH AMOUNTS TO FIFTEEN CENTS ($0.15) FOR EACH ONE HUNDRED DOLLARS IN VALUATION, FOR EACH OF THE THREE YEARS 2013, 2014, AND 2015.
A MOTION TO SUSPEND THE RULES AND DECLARE THIS AN EMERGENCY WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER.

A MOTION TO ADOPT WAS ISSUED BY SUE SPAULDING AND SECONDED BY JACK GARBER. ALL AYES.

BEING NO FURTHER BUSINESS A MOTION FOR ADJOURNMENT WAS ISSUED BY JACK GARBER, SECONDED BY KEN CAMPBELL.
