JACK GARBER MADE A MOTION TO SEND THE BILLS TO THE FINANCE COMMITTEE, SECONDED BY KEITH MARINIK.

KEN CAMPBELL MADE A MOTION TO PAY THE BILLS, SECONDED BY JACK GARBER. ALL AYES.

CITIZEN’S REPORT: JANE HAMBY WAS AT THE COUNCIL MEETING AND SAID SHE HAS A HOLE AT THE END OF HER DRIVE WAY. CARL HAINS SAID SINCE THEY BOTH USE THIS DRIVE, HE WILL FIX THE HOLE.
JIM BAYERL AT 125 MILLIE LANE WAS AT THE COUNCIL MEETING TO SEE IF SOMETHING COULD BE DONE WITH ALL THE DUST FROM THE HAINS COMPANY TRUCKS. CARL HAINS AND MR. BAYERL DISCUSSED THIS AND CARL SAID HE WILL TRY TO  CONTROL THE DUST AS MUCH AS HE CAN, BUT WITH CONSTRUCTION AND HIS BUSINESS AND WHEN THE WIND STARTS BLOWING THE WAY IT DID, THERE IS NOT TO MUCH THAT CAN BE DONE.
MR. WOLFE FROM 345 HAINSVIEW DRIVE WAS ALSO THERE ABOUT THE DUST.

THEY MAYOR TALKED TO THE LAW DIRECTOR AND HE SAID THIS SHOULD BE TAKEN CARE BETWEEN THE PEOPLE INVOLVED AND THE VILLAGE HAS NO SAY SO ON THIS.

MR. BINDLEY TOLD MR. BAYERL HE COULD CALL THE EPA IF HE HAS A PROBLEM WITH HIS PROPERTY.
LAW DIRECTOR’S REPORT:MR.BINDLEY REPORTED THAT THE CLERK AND HIM HAVE TAKEN CARE OF THE PROPERTY THAT SHOULD BE EXEMPT. THE PAPER WORK HAS BEEN TURNED INTO CINDY HAAS AT THE LICKING COUNTY AUDITOR’S OFFICE. THE TWO PROPERTIES INVOLVED ARE THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT AND THE PROPERTY NEXT TO THE VILLAGE HALL.

 MR. BINDLEY SAID UNDER NEW BUSINESS THE COUNCIL WOULD VOTE ON ORDINANCE 2010-14 WHICH WOULD ALLOW THE MAYOR TO ADVERTISE FOR A QUALIFIED OPERATOR FOR THE WWTP.COUNCIL WILL NEED TO SUSPEND THE RULES ON THIS AND DECLARE THIS AN EMERGENCY. THEN THEY WOULD ADOPT THIS. THIS WOULD BE AN INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR.
ALSO MR. BINDLEY SAID THAT THE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS HAD GIVEN HIM AN RESOLUTION 2010-5 WHICH THEY WANTED TO PRESENT TO COUNCIL FOR THEM TO APPROVE THE LIST OF DELIQUENT ACCOUNTS WHICH WILL BE GOING TO THE AUDITORS OFFICE, TO BE PUT ON THEIR REAL ESTATE TAXES.

BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS: JIM HAMBY AND BILL ENGLER WERE PRESENT AT THE COUNCIL MEETING AND BILL ENGLER TALKED TO COUNCIL ABOUT THE AD THEY WILL BE PUTTING IN THE PAPER FOR A QUALIFIED OPERATOR FOR THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT.
BILL ALSO REPORTED ABOUT TALKING TO JEFF CARR ABOUT THE QUALIFICATION FOR THE AD FOR THE PAPER FOR HIRING A NEW PERSON TO RUN THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:  BEFORE THE ENGINEER’S REPORT CHUCK HAWK FROM R.I.T.A. TALKED TO COUNCIL AND THE MAYOR ABOUT AN INCOME TAX THAT WOULD HELP THE VILLAGE HAVE A STEADY REVENUE INCOME.

HE ANSWERED QUESTIONS AND SAID IF THERE IS MORE QUESTIONS TO CONTACT HIM AND HE WOULD BE GLAD TO ASSIST IN ANY WAY THAT HE CAN.

ONE QUESTION WAS HOW MUCH WOULD THE VILLAGE NEED TO DO IN THIS AREA, WOULD IT BE VERY TIME CONSUMING AND MR. HAWK SAID, NO AFTER IT WAS SET UP, IT SHOULD BE MINIMINAL. THEY WOULD NEED A CONTACT PERSON.
ANOTHER QUESTION WAS, WHAT IS SUBJECT TO A MUNICIPAL INCOME TAX?

ANOTHER QUESTION WAS ASKED, DO MOST TOWNSHIPS OR VILLAGES PUT THIS ON THE BALLOT TO SEE IF THE PEOPLE WANT THIS, MR. BINDLEY SAID YES WHEN AN ORDINANCE IS PASSED FOR INCOME TAXES. THE MAYOR ASKED DO THEY COME IN AND HELP WITH OPEN MEETINGS TO EXPLAIN THIS? THEY CAN DO 1 PERCENT WITHOUT PUTTING IT ON THE BALLOT ANYTHING OVER THAT MUST BE PUT ON THE BALLOT.
THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT IF YOU WORK IN NEWARK BUT LIVE IN HANOVER, HOW WOULD THAT WORK OUT? THEY WOULD NEED TO WORD THIS TO TAKE CARE OF THIS PROBLEM. THEY COULD GET CREDIT FOR THIS.

JEFF CARR GAVE THE FOLLOWING REPORT:

SLUDGE HAULING- NEED UPDATED NUMBERS ON THIS. THE CLERK SAID SHE HAD FAXED IT TO HIM THE DAY OF THE MEETING, BUT HE HAS QUESTION ON THE AMOUNT SHE GAVE HIM. SHE WILL CHECK ON THIS AND GET BACK WITH JEFF.

MAINTENANCE

AIR RELEASE VALVE NEEDS REPLACED. REPAIRED IT ONCE, STILL LEAKING. JEFF WILL GET THE PRICES TO THE BPA.
WATER SOLENOID VALVE IS ON ORDER.

KINDER-GEOBAG NEGOTIATIONS

THE BILL WAS REDUCED BY 500.00 AND THE CLERK SAID THIS BILL HAS BEEN PAID. THE TOTAL OF THE CHECK WAS 2300.00.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE BELT PRESS.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE QUALIFICATIONS FOR THE PERSON WHO WILL BE HIRED TO RUN THE WASTE WATER TREATMENT PLANT.

FIRE DEPARTMENT REPORT: NO ONE WAS IN ATTENDANCE.

STREET DEPARTMENT: KEN CAMPBELL TALKED ABOUT FIXING A HOLE ON MILLIE LANE AND FLOWERS DRIVE AND CARL HAINS GAVE HIM A PRICE OF 3500.00, TO GET THIS DONE.

THEY WILL BE CLEANING THE SIDE WALKS IN THE VILLAGE. THEY WILL PLAN ON THIS SATURDAY TO DO THIS AROUND 12PM.
DARLA COZZENS SAID IF THERE IS A STREET LIGHT OUT TO CALL HER OR GET THE NUMBER OF THE POLE AND CALL THE ELECTRIC COMPANY.

THEY TALKED ABOUT THE WATER ON THE ROAD AT THE TUNNELWHICH WILL CAUSE POT HOLES.

THEY ALSO TALKED ABOUT THE SIGNS AT THE PARK. MAYBE A 35 MPH SIGN COULD BE PUT UP THERE. THERE IS A NO PARKING SIGN MISSING ON HAINSVIEW DRIVE AND PEOPLE ARE PARKING WHERE THEY SHOULD NOT BE. MAYOR FLOWERS SAID HE WOULD CALL JO LYNN TORBERT AND SEE IF THEY COULD GET THIS TAKEN CARE OF.
THEY ALSO SAID THERE IS A SIGN MISSING ON ERIC DRIVE IN PHASE 4.THEY TALKED ABOUT COMING BEFORE THE PLANNING COMMISSION ON PHASE 4.
PLANNING COMMISSIONER’S REPORT: KEITH MARINIK HAD NO REPORT.

ZONING INSPECTOR’S REPORT:  TOM FREDERICK SAID HE HAD ONE ZONING PERMIT FROM DUANE FLOWERS FOR A GARAGE.
